MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Motions are moved. The motions for consideration of the

Appropriation (No. 3) Bill, 2025 and the Finance Bill, 2025 are now open for
discussion. Now, Shri P. Chidambaram.

¥ Discussed together.
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SHRI P. CHIDAMBARAM (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the Budget for
2025-26 was presented eight weeks ago. Today, nobody talks about the Budget
because, as we pointed out in that debate, it did not help anybody except the 3.2
crore income-tax payers. All other sections of the people are in the same situation.
What do they face? We have pointed out several times, and the Lok Sabha also
pointed out in the debate on the Finance Bill, as a nation, we are facing rising
unemployment; inflation in food, education and healthcare; stagnant wages,
according to Government figures; falling consumption; depreciating currency; rising
household debts; the lowest household financial savings; and a Government that has
mercilessly cut Budgeted expenditure in the current year -- Budgeted expenditure on
Health, Education, Social Welfare, Agriculture, Rural Development, Urban
Development, Mid-Day Meal Scheme, Jal Jeevan Mission, Scholarships for SCs and
STs, and so on. These figures cannot be contradicted and they were not
contradicted because the figures are printed in the Budget Papers. We asked several
qguestions and | am sorry to say that we got no answers. Actually, the Budget has
vanished without a trace. Wherever | go and wherever | speak, nobody remembers
the Budget; nobody discusses the Budget. We are in the second stage now. These
are the Finance Bill and the Appropriation Bill. | would like to speak about only two
things. One is the Fiscal Policy and the second is the threat of a tariff war. My
colleagues will speak about other matters.

On Fiscal Policy, the hon. Finance Minister said in her speech, and | quote,
“Our endeavour will be to keep the Fiscal Deficit each year such that the Central
Government Debt remains on a declining path as a percentage of the GDP.” The
intent was good; the intent is good. In fact, in an interview, | complimented the hon.
Finance Minister, when he asked me, “What do you have to say to compliment the
Government?” | said their intent to maintain the Fiscal Deficit and a declining path for
Fiscal Deficit to GDP is commendable.

Now, | am afraid, looking at the performance, we have to reconsider that
statement. When this Government assumed office on May 2014, the Fiscal Deficit at
the end of the previous year was 4.5 per cent. Kindly keep that number, 4.5 per cent,
according to their own official numbers. In the middle of this Government's tenure,
the FD improved to 3.4 per cent in 2018-19, but at the end of 2024-2025, it will be 4.8
per cent. You start with 4.5 per cent, improve it to 3.9 per cent, and then decline to
4.8 per cent. So, effectively, the country's economy is back to where it started. The
Government, of course, will say COVID happened. | agree, COVID did dent the
economy of the country. But every Government faces crisis. The previous
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Governments, the Governments previous to the BJP Government, NDA Government,
faced an Asian Financial Crisis, the International Financial Crisis, and the Taper
Tantrum. So there is no point blaming external crises. It is your business, it is the
Government's business to manage the economy, control the Fiscal Deficit, and make
sure that the declining path which you proclaim is sustained. So, on Fiscal Policy, |
am afraid | have to give the Government a very low pass; not fail, but a low pass.

The other point, which the hon. Finance Minister made was that we are on a
declining path as a percentage of GDP. But that is not borne out by the record.
According to the Fiscal Policy cum Fiscal Policy Strategy Statement laid by the hon.
Finance Minister on the floor of Parliament, the debt-to-GDP ratio will be §7.1 per
cent in 2024-25. It is 57.1 per cent! When they assumed office, it was 51 per cent. It
worsened to 61.4 per cent. Compared to 61.4 per cent, 57.1 per cent is certainly a
declining path. But compared to 51 per cent debt-to-GDP, when they assumed
office, we are worse. The claim of a declining path is wrong. It rose, declined and
there is no guarantee it will continue to decline. It may happen as it happened four
years ago. It may rise again. The Fiscal Policy is correct, but the claim that the debt-
to-GDP is on a declining path is hopelessly wrong. On this count, the Government's
grade is ‘Fail’” with a capital ‘F . On the Fiscal Policy Strategy Statement, | read it more
than once, | did not find any policy strategy. For the present, | shall not say more
than this. Unless the Gross Tax Revenue to the GDP improves beyond 12 per cent,
you cannot have a Fiscal Policy. Now, what is the record of this Government? For the
last 10 years, mark my words, for the last 10 years, the Gross Tax Revenue, GTR to
GDP, is stuck between 11.15 per cent and 11.64 per cent. For 10 years, it is stuck in
this narrow groove. Despite amendments to the Income Tax Act, despite redoubling
efforts to raise revenue, despite tweaking the GST, the Gross Tax Revenue is stuck
between 11.15 per cent and 11.64 per cent. For 10 years! So, what is the confidence
this Government gives us that the GTR to GDP will rise and therefore we can have a
Fiscal Policy? Without revenues, you cannot have a Fiscal Policy. | am afraid | cannot
find any fiscal strategy in the Fiscal Policy Statement.

In the Section on Indirect Taxes, the hon. Finance Minister mentioned several
things. For example, removal of seven tariff rates, concessional duty on life-saving
drugs, the reduction of basic duty on critical minerals, the tariff increase on knitted
fabrics, exemption to 35 capital goods, some steps to promote exports and some
other measures. So far, so good! What she mentioned is so far so good. But, what
did she not mention in the speech? Is it because they were not important? Or, is it
because for the sake of brevity, she omitted them? | am skeptical. It is because what
she failed to mention were crucial matters. In 17 Chapters of the Customs Tariff Act,
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the Finance Minister has made significant reductions in basic duty. Thank God! At
long last, the Government is giving up protectionism. We have screamed from the
rooftops, protectionism is not the way to protect the economy. They are mixing up
protectionism and patriotism. We can be patriot, but you do not have to follow
protectionism. Protectionism is the antithesis of free trade. That is the first lesson in
trade economics. Protectionism is the antithesis of free trade. It is a wrong policy.
Dr. Panagariya said, it is a wrong policy. Dr. Jagdish Bhagwati said, it is a wrong
policy. NITI Aayog said, it is a wrong policy. It fell on deaf ears. What we say, of
course, always falls on deaf ears. But, their own NITlI Aayog, their own Vice-
Chairman, said, protectionism is wrong. Finally, they have moved away from
protectionism. How protectionist is our economy? According to the WTO, India’s
simple average final bound tariff is 50.8 per cent with Most Favoured Nation, the
trade-weighted average is 12 per cent. These two numbers is a measure of how
protectionist we were in the last 10 years. | did not expect the hon. Finance Minister
to mention in her speech all the duty reductions. But, she should have certainly said
in the speech--it is there in the Annexure--that she has reduced Customs Duty on
motor vehicles, passenger cars, goods transport vehicles, motorcycles, even
bicycles and even toys. These were tucked away in an Annexure, which she did not
read and most people do not read. On passenger cars, the reduction is from 125 per
cent to 70 per cent; on motorcycles, the famous Harley-Davidson, 100 per cent to 70
per cent; on bicycles, the reduction is from 35 per cent to 20 per cent and on toys,
the reduction is from 70 per cent to 20 per cent. Is this a genuine change of heart? Is
it a genuine change of policy? | do not believe so. | think, this is the effect of Mr.
Donald Trump. The Trump effect has forced the Government to reduce these duties.
But, finally, | want to speak about the ‘Elephant in the room’. The elephant in the
room is tariffs, and there is a lot of discussion on tariffs. President Trump has made it
clear that he will launch a tariff war on April 2. He has made it clear to no less than the
hon. Prime Minister. When Mr. Modi protested, he said, ‘I don't care. | will impose
tariffs on India.” If he presses tariffs on India on April 2, what is the Government's
response? What is India's response? There has been no statement of policy, no
discussion in Parliament, no consultation with Opposition parties. The Government is
holding its cards close to its chest, if it has any cards at all.

Contrast the openness of the Prime Minister of Canada. The Prime Minister of
Canada, Mark Carney’s approach is a mark of democracy and transparency. Now,
the hon. Finance Minister announced some tariff reductions on 1% February in the
Budget. Obviously, Mr. Trump is not satisfied. The digital service tax of 6 per cent
was withdrawn on Tuesday. Newspaper reports say that more tariff concessions are
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under discussion. In his interview to the podcaster, the Prime Minister lavished
fulsome praise on Mr. Trump. First they tried concessions on February 1; Mr. Trump
was not satisfied. They tried flattery; he does not Seem to be satisfied. If concessions
and flattery have failed and if tariffs are going to be imposed on our exports on April 2,
| want to know what the Government’s response is. A tariff war will be in breach of the
WTO, multilateral and bilateral trade agreements and international conventions. It will
wreck the world economy; it will ruin the economies of developing countries. A tariff
war will lead to a trade war. The whole world will be hurt. Let me caution the
Government, if a tariff war and a trade war is unleashed...(Time-bell rings.)... Sir, | am
finishing in ten seconds. If a tariff war and a trade war is unleashed, it will lead to
depressed exports, lower FDI, higher inflation, and currency depreciation. The RBI
Bulletin for March, 25—1 do not want to read it—warns us of the effect of a trade war.
The Ministry of Finance’s own report released yesterday has the same warning and
the Ministry of Finance finally says, after repeating the warnings, if the private sector
were to invest in the economy, it will overpower the risks. They have been saying that
for the last three years, but the private sector does not Seem to share the confidence
of the Government in the economy. The private sector is not investing. | am saying,
there are same voices in the world, Canada, Britain, France, Germany, European
Union, Japan... ...(Time-bell rings.)... . India must stand with the same voices and do
everything, collective action to prevent a tariff war and a trade war. | expect answers
to these very important questions in the hon. Finance Minister’s reply.

SHRIMATI SAGARIKA GHOSE (West Bengal): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman Sir,
for having given me the opportunity. | rise to speak on the Appropriation (No.3) Bill,
2025 and the Finance Bill, 2025.

SHRIMATI SAGARIKA GHOSE: Sir, | would like to tell you the reality checks on
achche din. ...(Interruptions).. The economy faces a crisis of consumption. Private
consumption is simply not reviving. Indians are not spending, revealing a huge lack of
confidence in this Government’s policies. The Indus Valley Report 2025 says as many
as a billion people in India lack the money to spend on any discretionary goods and
services. About 300 million ‘emerging’ or ‘aspirant’ consumers are ‘reluctant
spenders.’” The consuming class is not getting wider, it is getting deeper, meaning
those who are already rich have more money but the wealthy population is not
growing in numbers. The poor are losing purchasing power. There is nothing in this
Budget that is actually going to put more money in the hands of those who
desperately need it. Private investment has slumped. The International Monetary
Fund in its recent Report has flagged sluggish private investment in India. Investment

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growth by private corporates has decelerated from 21 per cent in 2022-23 to 13 per
cent in 2023-24. Yet on the back of this low confidence of consumers coupled with
massive unemployment, the Government has made huge cuts in capital expenditure,
health, education, rural development, social welfare and even on Mid Day Meal
Scheme. Achche din! No, Sir; Asliyat or reality check! Where is the roadmap in this
Budget to build private investment and spur confidence ?

Is the hike in income tax rebate up to Rs. 12 lakhs per year supposed to do
this? This will only add private consumption of only 0.3 per cent and will hardly move
the needle on growth. In any case, the euphoria on this is already fading. Achche Din;
No ! Asliyat or reality check! Only one group is enjoying Achche Din, that is, the rich.
The middle 50 per cent of India's tax-paying population, earning between Rs. 5 lakhs
to Rs. 1 crore, have Seen no real income growth for the last decade.

According to the World Inequality Database, the share of middle class incomes
to national income has fallen to the level of 1820, the year 1820, pre-British era. The
top 10 per cent hold 57.7 per cent of national income. There is a boom in luxury
goods. But tomato is at 80 rupees per kg, garlic is over 200 rupees per kg, fresh
coriander is over 100 rupees per kg. Those at the bottom are facing income-
stagnation and high inflation. Rajiv Bajaj of Bajaj Auto says, ‘Motorcycle sales have
never been as weak as they have been for the last five quarters.” Sir, the middle-class
has to pay back debts for past consumptions. Indians are being pushed into
indebtedness. The ILO Report shows that the average hourly earnings of an Indian
worker are the fifth lowest in the world. ...(Interruptions)... Even skilled workers with
advanced degrees are paid the world's seventh lowest wage. Sir, here is a shocking
fact. A decade ago, the largest share of urban non-food expense was on
‘Education.” Today, the largest share of urban expense is ‘Transport.” Just ‘transport’
is eating up household budgets to go from one place to another. Achche Din! No.
Asliyat or reality check! Even the rich don't Seem happy. ...(Interruptions)...
Between 2017 and 2022, 35,000 high net worth individuals gave up Indian citizenship.
...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please sit down. You are not allowed.

SHRIMATI SAGARIKA GHOSE: Why are they giving up Indian citizenship? Sir, last
year, the Finance Minister unveiled a PM Internship Scheme, offering one crore
internships to youth in top 500 companies for five years. Where is that Scheme?
What happened to that Scheme? In her Budget speech this year, the Finance
Minister did not even mention the word ‘unemployment’ once. She did not mention
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the word ‘inflation” once. India needs to create 11.5 crore jobs by 2030. The PLFS
Survey shows that 10.2 per cent unemployment rate is there for the youth. In the age-
group 18 to 25, a humongous 42 per cent -- 42 per cent -- between 18 to 25 are
unemployed, and the Finance Minister did not even mention ‘unemployment.’

MGNREGA dues amount to
Rs. 7,000 crore, depriving 59 lakh workers. Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana dues
amount to Rs. 8,000 crore, depriving 12 lakh beneficiaries. Sir, this is not the National
Democratic Alliance Government. This is the National Discrimination Alliance
Government; NDA -- National Discrimination Alliance. ...(/Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please sit down.

SHRIMATI SAGARIKA GHOSE: They are allocating less on ‘Education’ and ‘Health.’
‘Health” allocation is well below 2 per cent; and ‘Education’ allocation is
approximately 2.5 per cent, well below the recommended 6 per cent of the Kothari
Commission.

Sir, as the former Finance Minister said, a tsunami is coming on April 2nd. A
new round of reciprocal tariffs is about to be announced by the Donald Trump
Administration and could prove devastating for India's export earnings. According to
a report, 87 per cent of total exports could be hit worth as much as 66 billion dollars.
Industries employing lakhs of Indians as employees will suddenly lose market share in
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the US. Sir, the hon. Finance Minister has left, but | would like to remind her of a
quote from a film.

SHRI M. MOHAMED ABDULLA (Tamil Nadu): Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | rise to
speak on the Appropriation Bill with a statement by the founder leader of our DMK
Party and veteran Chief Minister, Perarignar Anna. Aringar Anna has said, £ "We are
the spearheads of the resistance against the attempt to convert a federal state into a
unitary state."

Sir, right from the two language policy to the demand for fair delimitation, our
hon. Chief Minister, Thiru M.K. Stalin, has continuously shown to the Union
Government the principles of good Dravidian model of governance. Tamil Nadu has
always stood as a beacon of social justice, federal rights and inclusive development
providing that progressive policies lead to real growth and empowerment. However,
this Union Government refuses to learn anything even from its mistakes in the past.
Instead of adopting successful Government models, it continues to impose flawed
policies, suppress State rights and push its regressive agenda. Whether it is
deliberate erosion of federalism, the failure to ensure fair representation or the
continuous neglect of States like Tamil Nadu, this Government has shown nothing but
arrogance and indifference to democratic values.

Sir, the Union Government has shown no keenness for the welfare of people of
the nation in the face of the ongoing authoritarian initiative such as one nation, one
election and one nation, one language policies thereby destroying the beautiful
principle of unity in diversity, the bedrock on which this nation has been built. This
Government is built on fake promises and deception. The people of India trusted it to
bring economic growth, job creation and financial stability. Instead, they have been
met with unemployment, financial mismanagement and policies that burden the
common people while favouring their corporate paymasters, who are funding them
through electoral bonds.

The Prime Minister's assurance of creating two crore jobs annually remains
unfulfilled. Instead, we are witnessing the escalation of India's unemployment rate to

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8.30 per cent and the unemployment rate among the youth to 15 per cent. The
Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, a lifeline for rural
employment, is in crisis due to inadequate Budget allocation and delayed wage
payment. The allocation for MGNREGA in Budget 2025-2026 is only Rs.60,000 crore,
significantly lower than the actual demand, forcing many rural workers into financial
distress. Delayed wage payments are widespread with reports showing that over 60
per cent of wage payments for the last quarter of 2024 remain pending.

The MSME sector, which is pivotal to our economic fabric, has been sidelined.
MSME accounts for approximately 30 per cent of India's GDP and provides
employment to over 12 crore people nationwide. The lack of targeted financial
assistance has left many MSMEs vulnerable, hindering their growth and sustainability.

Sir, | want to address a very important issue. The BJP-led Union
Government's Sovereign Gold Bond Scheme has turned into a major financial failure
now. Launched in 2015 with the promises to reduce gold import and provide a safe
investment, it has done neither. People still prefer buying physical gold. So, the
country continues to spend heavily on import. The real problem is that gold prices
have nearly tripled since the scheme started, putting huge pressure on public funds.
Money that should have gone to roads, schools and small businesses is how being
used to cover these payouts. This is yet another poorly planned policy by the Modi
Government, adding to India's financial troubles. The Government has stopped
issuing new bonds, proving the scheme has failed. But, instead of fixing the damage,
it remains sidelined. The people of India trusted this Government with their money,
but what they got in return is a declining economy, increasing fiscal burden and
shrinking household savings. The failure of the Sovereign Gold Bond Scheme is not
just about gold.

[THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (DR. SANGEETA BALWANT) in the Chair.]

It is about how this Government has systematically weakened the financial
stability of the nation and its people. The very instrument that was meant to reduce
fiscal pressure has ended up doing exactly the opposite. Like demonetisation and the
faulty GST rollout, this was another poorly planned move, hurting the common
people. This Government’s financial mismanagement has severely impacted the
people. The public sector banks are in trouble with many failing facts. The 2023 RBI
Report says that in 2021, there were over 7,000 frauds totalling Rs.1.3 lakh crores. Big
defaulters are abroad and the Government has done nothing. In 10 years, banks have
written off Rs.15 lakh crores | From 2016 to 2022, they gave Rs.35 lakh crores in loans,
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but recovered only Rs.19 lakh crores. Just 18,870 people, mostly from Mumbai, Delhi
and Gujarat, got these huge loans. The Government named 10,000 borrowers. Who
are the rest? Did they fund the BJP through electoral bonds while common people
continue to struggle? India's exports fell 10.9 per cent in February, hitting a 20-month
low. Key industries have been severely impacted, with rising input costs, weak global
demand and inadequate policy support worsening the crisis. Small exporters faced
the worst impact. Instead of proactive measures, the Government has rallied on
superficial announcements, allowing India's trade deficit to widen and threatening
jobs in export-driven industries. The Union Government has systematically weakened
fiscal federalism of Tamil Nadu and other opposition-ruled States, especially Kerala,
by starving opposition-ruled States of their rightful funds, using financial control as
their political weapon. Tamil Nadu, like several other States, has faced a delay and a
reduction in tax devaluation, GST compensation and Centrally-sponsored schemes’
allocations, forcing the State to bear a disproportionate financial burden.

The Centre’s unfair revenue sharing policies and conditional fund
disbursements undermine the State autonomy. This deliberate squeezing of funds not
only weakens the State economies but also disturbs the governance, providing the
Union Government to prioritize political control over equitable federalism. Tamil Nadu
is one of the largest contributors to India’s economy, excelling in manufacturing,
exports and services, making it a key driver of national economic growth. However,
despite its substantial contribution to the nation’s revenue, Tamil Nadu’s share in the
Central tax devolutions has consistently been declining. Historically, the State
received 7.831 per cent of Central taxes under the Ninth Finance Commission. Kindly
note that Tamil Nadu received 7.831 per cent of Central taxes under the Ninth Finance
Commission, but this has now been dropped to just 4.079 per cent under the
Fifteenth Finance Commission. Half of the amount has been cut. This reduction has
placed significant financial burden on the State Government, limiting its ability to fund
crucial infrastructure projects, implement welfare schemes and respond effectively to
disasters. While the Union Government has set the overall tax devolution to the State
at 21 per cent, in practice, the actual disbursement has often been lower. This
desperately affects the State’s ability to undertake timely development initiatives
despite its strong financial management and economic performance.

The BJP-led Union Government is not only *Tamil Nadu but ¢ Uttar Pradesh
also, where people voted for them with hope of better governance. This * of northern
States proves that their education funding strategy is not about development, but

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about political manipulations. This is why the people of Uttar Pradesh rejected them
in 2024, especially in Ayodhya, and, | hope, people will throw them out in 2029. While
it showers Uttar Pradesh and other BJP-ruled States with massive funds, the reality
on the ground is an education disaster. From 2015 to 2025, during these ten years,
Uttar Pradesh alone has received over Rs.8 lakh crore as education fund. Yet, its
literacy rate remains at 67.68 per cent only, and its Gross Enrolment Ratio in higher
education stands at just 28.1 per cent. The BJP-led Government conveniently diverts
public attention with hate speech instead of fixing its broken system. The Union
Government acts as if it is developing them, but in reality, it is keeping them
uneducated, dependent and easy to manipulate for elections.

Meanwhile, Tamil Nadu, one of India’s top-performing States in education,
with an 82 per cent literacy rate and GER of 51.4 per cent, has been denied Rs.2,152
crore for covering essential expenses, such as teachers’ salaries, school
infrastructure and Right to Education reimbursements under Samagra Shiksha --
Sorry, its pronunciation is not coming properly -- because it refuses to implement the
flawed National Education Policy 2020. ...(Interruptions)... You learn Tamil; then |
will learn Hindi. The message is clear that if a State prioritizes the real education over
BJP’s political agenda, it will be punished. It undermines Tamil Nadu's State
autonomy and disregards the State’s well-established education policies. The three-
language formula of NEP 2020 faces strong resistance in Tamil Nadu, which applauds
a two-language policy of Tamil and English. Rooted in opposition to Hindi imposition,
our State policy has yielded successful education outcomes tailored to the unique
needs of our State. Instead of forcing us to change and disturb an effective system,
India needs schools, not slogans. This Union Government’s investment in healthcare
is also bitter. Despite massive funding pouring in, the State of Uttar Pradesh remains
one of the worst-performing States in the healthcare sector, which suggests that the
money has either been misused or looted or inefficiently managed.

While Tamil Nadu, with a fraction of the funding, delivers world-class
healthcare, Uttar Pradesh continues to struggle, exposing BJP’s corruption and mis-
placed priorities. In 2024-25, Uttar Pradesh was allotted Rs. 50,550 crores, almost
Rs. 50,000 crores, under the National Health Mission and Ayushman Bharat whereas
Tamil Nadu, a State which has continuously outperformed Uttar Pradesh, receives
only Rs. 3,000 crores. The State of Uttar Pradesh got Rs. 50,500 crores and the
progressive State of Tamil Nadu got Rs. 3,000 crores for the healthcare under the
NHM funding, which is 1/16™ share of what Uttar Pradesh gets! ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)...

SHRI YERRAM VENKATA SUBBA REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Madam,
for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Appropriation Bill and the Finance Bill
moved by the hon. Finance Minister. We have got statistics from the National
Statistical Office on 1%' March which indicated Q 3 GDP at 6.2 per cent, way behind
9.5 per cent registered in Q 3 of 2023-24 and RBI’s anticipation of 6.8 per cent,
compared to 5.6 per cent in Q 2. This is going to impact the overall GDP for 2024-25.

Madam, tax reforms is a very good move. The Finance Bill, 2025 proposes
significant changes to income tax rates and slabs under Section 115BAC, aimed at
incentivizing taxpayers to adopt new tax regime. | welcome the revised tax slabs
introduced in the Finance Bill, 2025, as a progressive step towards reducing the tax
burden on our citizens. By making income up to Rs. 12 lakh tax free, we are not only
providing relief to the middle class, but also incentivizing economic growth. By
reducing tax burden, especially for lower and middle income groups, the Government
increases disposable income. This can lead to higher consumer spending, which
might boost economic activity, but could also contribute to inflation if demand
outpaces supply. Hence, it is essential to monitor inflation closely along with
necessary supply side reforms.
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Madam, there are lakhs of income tax cases pending before the courts and
they need to be resolved as soon as possible.*

Madam, the hon. Finance Minister listened patiently when Members from TDP
in the other House spoke at length on concocted liquor scam in Andhra Pradesh,
which is fabricated and unfounded. * | ask this from the hon. Finance Minister. Since
Income Tax comes under her, | ask: What action has been taken so far by your
Government ?

Madam, we have already mentioned many times about Polavaram project in
this august House. It is a national project whose foundation was laid by the visionary
leader, Dr. Y.S. Rajasekhara Reddy garu. It was designed to irrigate 7.5 lakh acres
and stabilize 23.5 lakh acres of drought-prone land. However, the proposed
reduction in dam height from 45.72 metres to 41.15 metres, which looks like a ten per
cent decrease, actually results in 45 per cent loss in storage capacity, bringing it
down from a capacity of 194 TMC to 115 TMC. This drastic reduction significantly
undermines the project’s intended impact and needs of Andhra Pradesh.

Madam, funding shortfall is another pressing issue. The estimated project cost
has been pegged at Rs. 30,436.95 crore. Yet, the Union Budget for 2025-26 allocates
only Rs. 5,936 crore, which is inadequate. The Technical Advisory Committee of the
Ministry of Jal Shakti had accepted the Revised Cost Estimates of the Polavaram
Irrigation Project, amounting to Rs. 55,548.87 crore at 2017-18 price level on February
11, 2019. Why was the total cost dropped from Rs. 55,000 crore to Rs. 30,000 crore
is something that needs to be answered.

Madam, another important issue is tax exemption for projects under the
Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act. Despite multiple appeals, the Union Government
has not granted Special Category Status, citing concerns over setting a precedent for
other States like Odisha and Bihar. Not only the Union Government but also TDP is
silent on it, in spite of being crucial coalition partner in the NDA Government. Given
the Government’s refusal to grant Special Category Status, at the very least, our
YSRC Party demands that all projects under the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act
should be made tax-exempt. ...(Time-bell rings.)...

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (DR. SANGEETA BALWANT): Now, Dr. Sasmit Patra,
ten minutes.

DR. SASMIT PATRA (Odisha): Hon. Vice-Chairperson, Madam, | rise, on behalf of
our Leader, Shri Naveen Patnaik and the Biju Janata Dal, to scrutinize two of the most
consequential pieces of legislation in our fiscal calendar, the Finance Bill, 2025 and
the Appropriation (No. 3) Bill, 2025. These are not mere financial documents, they
are blueprints that define the economic, social and developmental trajectory of our
nation. They shape governance, determine the contours of our federal structure, and
most importantly, impact the aspirations of our people and our States. As we debate
the Finance Bill and the Appropriation Bill, | rise to bring forth the genuine, long-
pending, and deeply justified demands of my State, Odisha, which has been
consistently overlooked despite their significance to the State's economic, social, and
infrastructural growth.

First and foremost, | demand that Odisha be granted Special Category Status.
For decades, Odisha has suffered from frequent natural calamities, cyclones, floods

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and droughts, crippling economic progress and placing an unbearable burden on our
limited resources. Despite demonstrating fiscal prudence and maintaining a revenue
surplus, Odisha has been denied its rightful recognition as a Special Category State.
This status would ensure higher Central assistance, tax concessions, and greater
financial flexibility to address the unique developmental challenges that Odisha faces.
The people of Odisha demand that this unfulfiled promise be met with immediate
action. Further, rising prices and inflation have disproportionately burdened the
common man. The prices of essential commodities, food, fuel, and daily necessities,
have skyrocketed, pushing lakhs of families into economic distress. The Government
must take urgent steps to curb inflation through fiscal intervention, including GST
rationalization on essential goods and stronger price stabilization mechanisms. The
crisis of high unemployment and rising joblessness further accentuates the economic
strain.

The coal royalty and the green tax reforms are another expressing concern.
Odisha contributes significantly to the nation's coal production, yet districts like
Sundargarh, Angul and others receive minimal revenue in return. The Centre must
consider increasing coal royalty rates and ensure a green tax is imposed on mining
companies to compensate for environmental degradation and provide funds for local
area development. The current cess and royalty structures must be revised in
Odisha's favour, ensuring that the wealth extracted from Odisha contributes to its
own progress. These have been long-standing demands of our leader, Shri Naveen
Patnaik, when he was the Chief Minister and even now as the President of the Biju
Janata Dal.

The State's infrastructure, particularly in road and rail connectivity, requires
urgent attention. Several national highway and coastal highway projects remain
incomplete or underfunded, severely affecting trade, tourism, and connectivity. The
Centre must allocate sufficient funds for the completion of all pending national
highway projects and fast-track the coastal highway, which is crucial for Odisha's
maritime progress. The glaring healthcare disparity in Odisha is evident in the lack of
AIIMS facilities beyond Bhubaneswar. AIIMS hospitals must be immediately
established in Sambalpur, Koraput and Balasore to cater to underserved regions. The
need for tertiary healthcare in these areas is immense, and budgetary allocations
must reflect this necessity. The upliftment of Odisha's tribal communities must be
prioritized. The GST imposed on Kendu Leaf, a primary source of livelihood for tribal
families, must be immediately withdrawn to ensure their economic security. Railway
connectivity in Odisha remains sub-par below the State's immense contribution to
railway revenues. The Centre must allocate sufficient funds for railway line expansion

and modernization in Odisha to cater to increasing passenger and freight traffic.
Banking, mobile connectivity and digital connectivity, especially in rural and tribal
areas, continues to be a major problem. The digital divide must be addressed with
urgent allocations for broadband expansion, mobile connectivity, etc.

Vice-Chairperson Madam, now, | come to the national perspective. | come to
the federal aspect of the Finance Bill and the Appropriation Bill. My simple question is:
Where is the promise of fiscal devolution? The Finance Bill, 2025 must be scrutinized
through the lens of equity. The devolution formula remains skewed against
progressive States that have successfully controlled population growth and enhanced
their tax collections. Instead of incentivizing fiscal discipline, this approach penalizes
high-performing States. The principle of ‘One Nation, One Tax’ must not translate
into ‘One Nation, Unequal Growth.” Consider the allocation of Central funds for
Flagship schemes. States are required to contribute a significant portion of their funds
for Centrally Sponsored Schemes, yet have very little say in policy formulation. The
Union Government decides the framework, the guidelines and priorities, often
disregarding the specific needs of individual States.

The GST regime was envisioned as a grand bargain between the Center and
the States, but bargain has increasingly tilted in favour of the Center. Cesses and
surcharges, which are not part of the divisible pool, have been disproportionately
increased, denying States their rightful share of revenue. Is the Centre treating States
as equal partners in India's journey or merely as administrative units? The people of
this country do not merely want allocation numbers. They want to See real change on
the ground. They want a Budget that rewards fiscal responsibility among States, yet
one that should not penalize them. A taxation system that empowers States, not one
that erodes their autonomy. A cooperative federalism model where States are true
partners, not mere recipients of dictated policies.

| have a few actionable recommendations for strengthening the Fiscal
Federalism. One, reduce Cesses and Surcharges. Bring all revenue collections under
the divisible pool so that States receive their rightful share. Two, revisit the Finance
Commission criteria—presently, the Finance Commission is going through the
process—and ensure that progressive States are not penalized for better governance
and lower population growth. Three, Strengthen Direct Transfers to States by
reducing bureaucratic interference in fund allocation and allow States more discretion
over Central funds. Four, enhance State autonomy in Centrally Sponsored Schemes
by allowing States greater flexibility in designing and implementing Centrally-funded
programmes. Five, increase Disaster Relief Fund for States; ensure timely and
adequate disbursement of NDRF funds, especially for disaster-prone states like
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Odisha. And, six, implement a transparent fiscal monitoring system; ensure real-time
monitoring on fund flows to States to prevent delays and bottlenecks.

Madam, | have got another two minutes and | come towards my conclusion. A
nation as vast and diverse as India cannot be governed through a one-size-fits-all
economic model. Federalism is not just a constitutional principle—it is a bedrock of
our governance, the guarantee of our unity in diversity and the true test of our
democracy. And yet, year-after-year, our financial architecture remains increasingly
centralized, with States left to struggle for their rightful dues, for fiscal autonomy, and
for the resources they need to serve the people. The Finance Bill and Appropriation
Bill are not mere legislative formalities, they define the financial sovereignty of our
States, the extent of their agency and the depth of our cooperative federalism. Today,
the stark reality is that States generate the bulk of India's economic activity, yet they
remain dependent on the Union for their rightful share of revenues. Whether it is the
shrinking devolution of taxes, the discretionary nature of grants or the increasing
burden of Centrally-sponsored schemes with rigid conditions, the balance of fiscal
power tilts disproportionately towards the Centre. This is neither sustainable nor just.
If India is to realize its economic potential, its State must be financially empowered,
not weakened. The Budget must not be Seen as an account of expenditures, it
should be Seen as a test of our commitment to genuine fiscal federalism. Let it not be
said that the Government centralizes power, but decentralizes responsibility. Let it not
be written in history that we spoke for cooperative federalism, but did not get it.
Instead, let this House send a resounding message that India’s progress depends on
empowering its States. The spirit of federalism is non-negotiable and the economic
justice begins with fiscal justice.

With these words, | urge upon the Government to ensure fair devolution, to
uphold the rights of the States and to truly honour the federal spirit of our Constitution
because only when our States are financially strong, -- States like Odisha have been
contributing so much to the Central exchequer -- when such States are taken care
of, given their rightful dues, only then our nation will be truly strong. Thank you,
Madam.

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (DR. SANGEETA BALWANT): Shri Sukhendu Sekhar
Ray; nine minutes.

SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY (West Bengal): Madam, while deliberating on the
discussion, my first point would be that | was alarmed to See the Indus Valley Annual
Report-2025 released by Blume Ventures, which has highlighted alarming situation
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prevailing in our financial sector. First of all, it says, “India remains the world's
fastest-growing major economy, now ranked number four in market cap at 4.5 trillion
dollar. Yet, on a per-capita level, India ranks 149"— continuing to highlight the
economic paradox India lives in.” That is the most alarming and crucial issue because
the economic inequality has reached an all-time high. Ninety per cent of the Indians
do not have the kind of income to be able to spend anything on discretionary goods;
the report says that. It also says that behind India's low 3.2 per cent unemployment
hides a deeper story: only 22 per cent have regular salaries, with just 9 per cent
holding formal contracts. The majority (58 per cent) are self-employed, a third of
which are unpaid family workers. Our demographic dividend faces a formalization
challenge unlike Russia or China. The vast army of unemployed youth in our country
has posed a serious threat not only to economic stability, but the social order or
disorder. My next point would be that we have experienced over the years that
corporates are getting concessions one after another for the benefit of our country.
But, unfortunately, what we have Seen is, after the corporate-tax was reduced from
30 per cent to 22 per cent, the public exchequer had to suffer Rs.1 lakh crore of
revenue loss in 2020-21 alone, even though, the private investment is declining fast as
it decreased from 21 per cent in 2022-23 to 13 per cent in 2023-24. It further dropped
by 1.4 per cent in the December quarter of 2024-25. While public investments by the
Central Government and the State Governments grew by 11.8 per cent and 34.6 per
cent, respectively, then why should corporates be given such concessions in a
routine manner? Let the present rate of 22 per cent of corporate-tax be enhanced to
30 per cent to keep balance in revenue generation between the Governments, both at
the Centre and the States and the corporates. With regard to income-tax disparity, as
it appears again from the Indus Valley Report by Blume Ventures, ‘India is deepening
rather than widening’.

While tax filers/return filers, grew to 75 million, actual taxpayers fell to 28
million. It is just 2 per cent of population of our country versus 10 per cent in China
and 43 per cent in US. In our country, only 2 per cent pay taxes. Those few taxpayers
now shoulder a three-time higher burden than a decade ago, showing concentration,
not expansion, of economic power. This is another cause of concern for our
economic and social tension. My time is limited. | will not say much on this because
my predecessor has already spoken. The hon. Finance Minister disclosed in Lok
Sabha that the Government has written off bad loans, Non-Performing Assets, a
staggering Rs.16.35 lakh crores worth over the past decade. The data revealed that
the bulk of these write-offs pertained to large industries and services, which alone
accounted for about Rs.9.26 lakh crore, last year of the total NPA, written off during
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this period. Now, the Government says, ‘No, no, although we have written off, the
recovery process is going on through the Debt Recovery Company/National
Company Law Tribunal, etc’. Now, the hon. Finance Minister also pointed out that
the Reserve Bank does not maintain a company-wise list of written-off loans and the
disclosure of borrower specific information is restricted under Section 45E of the RBI
Act, 1934. So, it was an Act passed during Colonial Rule. What prevents the
Government from repealing Section 45E of the RBI Act? The Government has
repealed so many colonial, archaic Acts, maybe more than 1,000 or 2,000. | don't
remember. But, | think that this Section should be repealed to create a transparency
in all the links because public money is involved. We have Seen how many, in which
way the fraudsters are eating up the public money, particularly, of the nationalized
banks, not to speak of the other scheduled banks. Now, what is happening in the
recovery proceedings, particularly, after the introduction of the Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code in 20167 Addressing a Rozgar Mela, in June, 2020, hon. Prime
Minister stated that 99 per cent of deposits of the public in banks have become safe.
He added that the wealth of those who looted banks will be attached. This is another
Report. Now, according to the Report by Credit Rating Agency, CareEdge, the
overall recovery rate has fallen in the past few years, the cumulative recovery rate has
been on a downtrend decreasing from 43 per cent in quarter one of financial year
2020 to 32.9 per cent in quarter four of financial year 2022 and 32 per cent in quarter
one of financial year, 2024. The recovery rates present a different picture. Sir, 12 initial
big ticket accounts have been announced by the RBI -- at that time, Section 43E was
not there; hence was disclosed. Then, for the cases ending in resolution, the
recovery rate, on an average, falls from 31.9 per cent to 24.4 per cent! Haircuts in
CIRP under IBC is so high that it goes from 36 per cent to 91 per cent! And, the RBI
disclosed the names of a few companies in 2016. Sir, Section 45E of the Act was also
there at that time, even then, | am referring to some companies -- DHFL, Videocon
Industries, Seeba Industries, JSW, etc. Sir, the rate of haircut is from 36 per cent to
91 per cent! And, particularly, the public sector banks have lost huge amount of
money due to such haircuts. My submission to the hon. Finance Minister would be to
revisit the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code. And, possibly, a time has come that it
should be replaced with some other robust mechanism to stop all this loot which is
going on, sometimes in the name of legal authority, legal institution, and sometimes
otherwise.

SHRI' A.D. SINGH (Bihar): Madam Vice-Chairperson, India is facing the challenge of
falling into a middle income trap which refers to the stagnation that many countries
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experience when trying to transition from middle income to high income status.
According to the World Bank 2024 Report, India's economic growth is slow
significantly and, at the current pace, it may take up to 75 years for the country to
reach just one quarter of the per capita income of the U.S. Several structural and
external factors make this transition difficult for India. Middle income trap means top
20 per cent live in luxury, below 80 per cent live in poverty, malnutrition, poor health,
poor education, high crime etc.

At present, India is having a per capita income of USD 2,500; whereas
America's per capita is USD 81,600. To become a high income country, we need USD
14,000. To overcome these challenges, India needs to shift from traditional
investment-focused policy towards fostering innovation. The World Bank highlights
the importance of a 3-I" approach, combining investment infusion of global
technologies and innovation to enable sustainable economic growth. India must focus
on research and development, promote StartUps and encourage tech-driven
industry. The task ahead is complex given global uncertainty and domestic economic
hurdles. However, with policy shifts to those high-value sectors and enhanced
innovation, India has the potential to accelerate its progress beyond the middle
income threshold.

Coming to GST, the 55" GST Council has now recommended a retrospective
tax amendment to nullify a recent Supreme Court judgement that would have resulted
in granting input tax credit to warehouses and infrastructure projects. The proposed
retrospective amendment is from July 1, 2017. What is retrograde is the message
being sent to the business world. We will first deny you relief, and if you still fight us
for several years and up to the Supreme Court and succeed, we will simply reduce
the judgement to a nullity by a retrospective amendment. If we win in court, it is fine; if
we lose, we will still win by a retrospective amendment.

The GST Department may succeed in recovering a few additional crores of
GST by the amendment. But the collateral damage to India’s reputation as an
investment destination is staggering. Apart from disrespecting your own Supreme
Court, the message conveyed is the absence of the rule of law. More than 70 per cent
countries in the world having GST are having only two taxation slabs. We are having
five slabs. High GST is imposed on items of daily use by common man. Besides,
there are incidents of fake entities who have fraudulently withdrawn crores of rupees.
GST is being paid by the people who earn daily wages as well as by the billionaires.

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (DR. SANGEETA BALWANT): Dr. John Brittas. You have
seven minutes.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Thank you very much, Madam, for having given me the
opportunity. | will put this preamble “Longs for criticism and also believes criticism is
the soul of democracy.” Vaiko ji, you know, who said it? None other than the Prime
Minister to the podcaster Lex Fridman. But nowadays they never criticise him. So, it
is the responsibility of the Opposition to make it very clear what is actually happening
in this country. My friend, Shri A.D. Singh, was saying that the financial policy of this
country is being made by the Bombay Club. | do not know whether it is Bombay Club
or Nagpur Club or Gujarat Club. But, | will tell you one thing. This is heavily loaded
against Kerala and South India. Already, South has become a colony of the North
India. Now, with the fiscal measures being adopted by the hon. Finance Minister, |
never expected the hon. Finance Minister who is from Tamil Nadu, who has leanings
in Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh, would be part of this game of discrimination.
Madam, let me tell you, despite having 18 per cent of population, we almost
contribute 35 per cent to the GDP. What do we get back?

Sir, the 15" Finance Commission gave 41 per cent as the actual devolution. But
the effective devolution to the States is hardly 30 per cent. Madam, do you know
why? It is because of surcharge and other duties, cess and surcharges. In 2019-20,
the total cess and surcharge was Rs. 2.5 lakh crore. It went up to Rs. 7 lakh crore.
Now it is hovering around Rs. 5 lakh crore.

Madam, the revenue devolution to South in 2023-24 was 15.7 per cent, that is,
Rs. 1.62 lakh crore. To Uttar Pradesh alone, it is Rs. 1.83 lakh crore, that is, 18 per
cent. The new dictum that is being practiced in this country is ‘perform and perish.’
The other day, Naddaji was saying that ‘Kerala will not be given All India Institute of
Medical Sciences because you have progressed.” Whoever has progressed, you will
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not consider. Where is this policy treading this country? It should be shameful for me
to speak about this.

Madam, everywhere, there is talk of ‘one nation, one language, one tax.” Now
something happened in Mumbai, Priyankaji. Now ‘One nation, one comedian’ will
also come. That is going to happen in this country. Everything is ‘one nation !’ It is not
‘cooperative federalism.” It is ‘coercive federalism’ or ‘crony federalism’ that is
happening. | will tell you the real issue. | know the Finance Minister will agree with me.
There was scrapping of the Planning Commission, and it was given to the Finance
Ministry. It shows the discriminative and discretionary way in which the funds were
allocated to the States.

Madam, till 2011, as per 1971 Census, we used to get 3.875 per cent. Now it
has plummeted to 1.925 per cent. That means, the share of Kerala has gone half.
Why ? It is because the matrix of the 2011 Census was used. Because we controlled
the population, Kerala was punished. Everywhere there is punishment.
...(Interruptions)... Yes, Tamil Nadu also. Vaikoji, | will go with you. But your
colleague, Nirmala Sitaramaniji, is not supporting Tamil Nadu either.

| will tell you, Madam, about Centrally-sponsored scheme. It is a sham. It is a
sham, | will tell you. You want to usurp into Concurrent subjects and the State Lists
through these Centrally-sponsored schemes. | can tell you that in 2014-15, it was Rs.
1.95 lakh crore. That was the Centrally-sponsored Schemes’ allocation. Now it is
almost Rs. 5 lakh crore, and, for that, we will have to put in 40-50 per cent and we
will have to brand their Schemes as though it is their own. That is the tamasha. | can
give you one example. You know Kerala need not take lessons in Primary Health
Centres. Renukaji, you will admit that. We have shown the world how the ‘Health’ has
to be taken up. Now you know what? They want to rename all the Primary Health
Centres as Ayushman Arogya Mandirs. What is this Ayushman Arogya Mandir
business? We painted it. We renamed it. We spent Rs. 16 crore for that. Now an
amount of almost Rs. 637 crore is pending. It has not been dispersed to Kerala. All
these are the Centrally-sponsored Schemes. Now look at Samagra Siksha Abhiyan.
Just because, we did not implement PM SHRI, Rs. 849 crore is pending. You won't
give us. The Opposition-led Governments are being disturbed. | would say, there is a
clever ploy to disrupt the administration of the Opposition-led State Governments.

Madam, somebody was talking about the tariff war. We have Seen what is
going to happen. There is a proposal to abolish the equalization levy on online
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advertisements to help the US-based tech companies. Already they are kneeling.
Already they are caving into, to help Google and other companies. So what is to
expect from this Government? We are afraid of it. Can they withstand the pressure of
Trump? | don't think so because even in this Finance Bill, they have actually done
something to help them from, | would say, motor vehicles, alcohol to everything and
there is this online equalization levy also.

Now, Madam, 71 projects were under VGF, Viability Gap Funding. Of that, only
Vizhinjam decided that whatever they pitched in, we will have to give back, that too
with a profit share. Madam, is this cooperative federalism? Can it be called
cooperative federalism? This is not even competitive federalism. This is the way this
country is being run. | have serious objections and | would say that now, there are so
many arrears in respect of the Kerala Government and other southern States. | would
not talk about the imposition of Hindi as my friend here has already spoken about it,
but | can tell you one thing.

Finance Minister. For eight years she has steered the Indian economy, in the right
direction. There have been so many challenges. There have been wars in the world;
there has been the Covid pandemic; there have been so many global uncertainties
and geo-politics. In spite of all that, India’s economy is one of the fastest growing
amongst the large economies of the world, and the leap from being the fifth largest to
the third largest economy is only a short distance away.

Madam, | have been in Government. While we have done many things in the
past, we must also reflect that the slogan earlier used to be TR €€T3ﬁ’, ‘?ﬁ‘cpr, DU
IR ABMEI Now, while we do look after our poor and the under-privileged, we also
talk of an aspirational India, Viksit Bharat, by 2047. | think that should be the theme
on which we can meet the aspirations of our large number of people, especially since
we are one of the youngest nation, population-wise, in terms of demography, in the
world. Many big countries and economies have aging populations and they have
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something to worry. India, because of its demography, though we have had a difficult
past, will certainly have a very bright future.

Madam, as a layman | would ask, if anyone of us were to build a small house,
is it easy to get a beldar, a mason? Is it easy to get a plumber or an electrician? And
you pay quite a lot. | am not talking of Delhi and Mumbai. Even in small places and
villages, you do not get them. The reason is, there are not that many people available
because of shortage and people are charging very high rates for these specialised
jobs. | would say that skill development has paid off. People should understand that
unemployment and getting a job in a factory versus self-employment is also a very big
area where this Government has succeeded by skilling millions and millions of young
people, both boys and girls, so that they are able to stand on their own feet.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you for joining while | am speaking. It is an honour
that our Chairman is here. When we talk of trade wars and when we talk of the global
economy, India is well placed, no matter what people say. Our only area of concern,
and for which the Government has been effectively taking steps, has been only on the
oil security where we have to import in large quantities because of the high
consumption. Because of the robust economy, we also need more oil, but, | think,
the Government, in spite of the geo politics, has been able to source oil at a cheaper
rate from many a source which are not available to many other countries. | think, the
Government needs to be complimented for that. | have taken a lot of time and without
going further, | will definitely say that there is a need for looking at strengthening our
rural infrastructure because at the end of the day, the farm infrastructure, the rural
village infrastructure is still the backbone of our economy. People are moving to the
bigger cities only because they need further avenues for making money. Therefore, as
the counter pressure, our cities are getting more and more congested and the cities
are unable to handle the immediate influx of large number of migrants from rural to the
urban areas. The State Governments also come into the picture here. All the
problems of Delhi or all the problems of Mumbai, Chennai or Bengaluru cannot just lie
at the doorsteps of the Central Government. | think, the States will also need to
participate in that journey, and, therefore, | must compliment, once again, the
Finance Minister for steering India in a very efficient and a very robust manner. As we
all are very happy and proud that we are the fifth largest economy, we will soon be the
third largest economy, and India no more will be called a developing nation. We shall
become a developed nation by 2047. Thank you, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (SHRIMATI SANGEETA YADAV): Now, Shri Ayodhya
Rami Reddy Alla; five minutes.

SHRI AYODHYA RAMI REDDY ALLA (Andhra Pradesh): Madam, thank you for giving
me the opportunity to speak on the Appropriation (No. 3) Bill and the Finance Bill,
2025. Congratulations to the hon. Finance Minister and the Government for
presenting such a good Budget. But, | have a few things to say. Look at the 75 years
of India, the past and the present and for the next 25 years which is Viksit Bharat goal
set by the hon. Prime Minister for every Indian. In the past, when this NDA
Government took over in 2014, in one phase, that is, in the first phase from 2014 to
2019, they had a time to clear whatever the mess or whatever the issues they felt.
From 2019 to 2024, they laid the foundation reasonably. | think, this is one of the best
disciplined and hardworking Governments that we have today. Now, we need to See
next 25 years, from 2024 to 2029 and beyond.

| want to See how the Government works, especially, starting from finances. |
think, we need to really make a vision plan for the country. For all the sectors that we
are going to work with, we need to make a clear plan. When | See that, it is not really
there. When | look at the next five years, the Government needs to completely
strategise which are the areas where they need to focus. Again, on the agriculture
side, a lot of investments have to go. For the next 25 years, what is the investment
that we need to bring in? A paper has to be there. If you look at industry, a lot of
private investments have to come in around industrial infrastructure. Dr. Sahney said
that it has to be in a public-private partnership mode. In infrastructure, it should also
be in the same way. In all these three sectors, a huge amount of public-private
partnership needs to come. Apart from the Government of India, their own Budget
planning has to be very effective and it has to be continuously in-line. It has to keep
on happening and not just at the Budget time. They also need to look as to how the
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State Budgets are being prepared, how they can guide and handhold the States and
the local bodies. If you look, there are a lot of problems in their balance-sheets, in
their cash flows, in their revenues; | See huge problems.

Sir, there is an allegation
that during the ED raid on TASMAC, more than thousand crores of rupees were
found.

Electricity charges have increased, bus
fares have increased, milk prices have increased, and liquor prices have also
increased. This is the situation. lllicit liquor is being sold. Then, they had also said that
they will reduce the cess on petrol and diesel. But they have not done that yet. They
have cheated all the people of Tamil Nadu. This is the situation prevailing there. That
is why we are raising it here. As there is cooperative federalism, we are raising issues
here. Apart from that, you are demanding more funds. | would like to mention here
what is happening in Tamil Nadu. They also said that the cost of LPG cylinder will be
reduced. It has not been reduced yet. Dr. Brittas said that our Finance Minister
comes from Tamil Nadu. We are proud of that. Previously also, Mr. Chidambaram
was the Finance Minister. He is also from Tamil Nadu. What kind of discrimination he
did ! He took a lot of decisions, because of which Tamil Nadu could not get any fund.
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We are suffering now because of the UPA Government. Mr. Chidambaram was the
Finance Minister.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): Dr. Thambidurai, first, you address
the Chair. Secondly, Dr. Brittas, what do you want to say?

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, my time is... ...(Interruptions)...

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: Is he agreeing to what | have said? He is saying that
Mr. Chidambaram also did the same thing. That means, he is agreeing with me, that
Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman is also discriminating.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, please allow me to speak.
THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): You continue.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, the DMK promised waiving off loans of farmers. What
have they done, Sir? They have done nothing. Also, they said that education loans
will be waived off. They misled the students. The poor people, based on the promise
of the DMK people, pledged their jewels and everything in the bank, thinking that they
will waive off the loans. Sir, nothing has been done. All the poor people who had put
their jewels in the bank lost them. They could not get any relief. This is what the
people of Tamil Nadu are facing. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): One minute, Dr. Thambidurai.
Mr. Vaiko, you know that if you speak from your seat without mike, nobody will listen
to it in the country. It will only be personal exchanges. So there is no benefit; there is
no advantage of that. So it is better to let him finish. When your turn comes or
someone’s turn from this side comes, then you speak your point of view. Okay.
Dr. Thambidurai. First let him finish.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, my leader, Edappadi Palaniswami, came from Tamil
Nadu on 25" to visit Delhi. My leader, Edappadi Palaniswami, visited Delhi and met
the Union Minister. He requested relief for Tamil Nadu. Sir, we are always for Tamil
Nadu. They are not bettering Tamil Nadu. That is why our leader, Edappadi
Palaniswami, came and requested the hon. Minister here to get the relief.
...(Interruptions)... MGNREGA funds must be released and also PM SHRI and SSA
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fund must be released. Cauvery -Godavari interlink project must be implemented. Sir,
he also requested to sanction more railway lines for Tamil Nadu. This is our demand.
We may be having differences of opinion with the DMK Government. But, at the same
time, we also have to protect the interests of Tamil Nadu. We will always be fighting
for that. That is why | am telling once again that our Finance Minister, a lady who
comes from Tamil Nadu, has been there for a long time. She presented many
Budgets. We are proud of that. At the same time, Mr. Chidambaram, when he was
the Finance Minister, he did nothing for Tamil Nadu. ...(/nterruptions)... But Tamil
Nadu is now facing the greatest danger. Thank you very much.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): Thank you. Mr. Abdul Wahab. You
have three minutes. You have to be very precise.

SHRI ABDUL WAHAB (Kerala): Sir, you please give me six minutes. Mr. Praful Patel
spoke for 11 minutes.

Sir, first of all, thank you for the opportunity that you have given to me. |
congratulate the Finance Minister who is from Tamil Nadu. | congratulate her for
giving us a little more salary, 24 per cent more. It should be double actually. Why? It
is because our Communist people are cutting one lakh rupees from there as levy.
What will we get in Rs. 24,0007 So kindly increase something more. Our Left people
are getting very less salary.

Sir, again, | request Madam Finance Minister to enhance the MPLADS Fund.
...(Interruptions)... Madam is listening. She is not like you. Madam is listening. Even
PM is listening.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): Don’t respond to him.

SHRI ABDUL WAHAB: So MPLADS Fund should be increased from Rs. 5 crores to,
at least, Rs. 10 crores. You know the kind of inflation that is there and what is
happening. When | came here as a Member of Parliament 20 years back in 2004, one
classroom could be built with 50,000 rupees. Now the cost of building one classroom
is five lakh rupees in Kerala. So this is the kind of escalation that is there. | ask our
Finance Minister to increase the MPLADS Fund.

Sir, in Kerala, there is mushrooming of NBFCs banks. There are mini, mini
banks and all that; and they are showing a big profit of thousands of crores. Why? It
is because of ‘gold loan.” Everybody is giving gold loan, and after six months, you can
See the auction notice. So what is happening is, even the cooperative banks are
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giving big, big advertisements in two-three pages, full pages, of auctioning the
properties which are mortgaged as security. So this is what is happening in Kerala at
least. The people are in problem and don't think that India is shining. During
Vajpayeeji’s time, you remember that there was a campaign ‘India shining, shining,
shining !’ But, at last, what happened? The same thing is going to happen again.

Then, Sir, | come to start-ups. A number of start-ups are coming up, but 50
per cent of them are closing down. Why is it so? A Commission should be set up on
this to See as to why they are closing these start-ups.

Then, Sir, everybody is talking about GST. There is GST on everything. Even
Renukaji was saying that even for coffin, there is GST. One of our Members from
ruling side was saying that everyone is having a car. In all the houses, there are cars.

But, to buy an old, used car, we pay 18 per cent GST. This is the situation
now. Sir, | would not be taking much time. When Shri Praful Patel was speaking,
nobody interfered.

As far as devolution of funds is concerned, | would not like to
get into the tedious repetition which State contributes what. | would only like to tell the
Government to kindly have a look at it. Let the 16" Finance Commission be a path-
breaking Commission to ensure an equitable and developed India in 2047. To achieve
that, as far as devolution of funds is concerned, various inputs have been received
from the States through the Chief Ministers and various agencies. | have requested it
earlier and | will reiterate it once again. Kindly convene meetings of floor leaders and
leaders of all political parties to finalise the goals for the 16" Finance Commission as
this would ensure that the apprehensions, the doubts and the various issues raised by
us would be taken care of. It is a matter of coincidence that the Southern States
happen to contribute more and get less, but we are not talking of a North-South
divide. My leader, KCRji, never went for that. And to put it in perspective, Madam,
when the farm bills came, we were the first ones to oppose them and when the
farmers in Haryana and Punjab committed suicide and died, it was our leader, KCR Ji,
who went there and gave them relief. This clearly indicates that any part of the country
which suffers would require support.

SHRI VAIKO (Tamil Nadu): Hon. Vice-Chairman Madam, as | mentioned earlier in the
House, the Union Government is discriminating all non-BJP ruled States and Tamil
Nadu in particular. There are accumulated dues to be paid by the Union Government
to the State of Tamil Nadu, under MNREGA, to the extent of Rs. 1,100 crore. The
labourers who are mostly from SC, ST and Backward Classes are being denied their
wages under the Scheme by the Union Government. Most of them are women wage
earners. | would urge the hon. Finance Minister, as she is not responsible for this
discrimination. She is not stopping anything to flow to Tamil Nadu. But, the higher
authorities, hon. Prime Minister, hon. Home Minister and others want to discriminate
against Tamil Nadu in so many ways. That is why the hon. Finance Minister is also
utilized for that. The labourers are paid their due wages. Similarly, the State
Government of Tamil Nadu has also sent the revised Labour Budget for 2024-2025 for
approval, which the hon. Minister may kindly approve. The 15" Finance Commission
term is coming to end and the 16" Finance Commission is constituted under Article
280 of the Constitution. It is for determining the sharing of tax revenues between
Union Government of India and the States for five-year period starting from 1st April,
2026, determining the principles for granting aid from the Consolidated Fund of India
to States and implementation of various measures for augmenting the resources of
Consolidated Fund to meet the requirements of Panchayats and Municipalities of
States. The Finance Commission led by Dr. Arvind Panagariya also visited Tamil Nadu
and had a meeting with the officials of the State. | would urge upon the Union
Government to ensure that the sharing of tax revenues to the States should not be
reduced, rather it should be increased to 50 per cent. Further, for the loss of State tax
revenue and Cess, GST compensation paid earlier is not enough. They should
consider giving special grants to the State of Tamil Nadu in view of the State being
pioneer in all welfare schemes and providing social justice to the poor people,
SC and ST.

SHRI SANDOSH KUMAR P (Kerala): Madam, Vice-Chairman, we had raised a
number of issues, concerns, points during the time of Budget discussion. Not even a
single point was accepted, not even a single concern was addressed. | am not
expecting anything contrary to that this time also. But even then, we have to continue
with our mission. We have to stand for the people of Kerala and the people of this
nation. Madam, through you, may | ask one thing? During these ten years of NDA
rule, have you ever accepted one suggestion from the Opposition side, at least, one
suggestion from any of us, maybe, from Congress Party, maybe from other political
parties, maybe from Left? This shows the adamant approach of NDA regime. Leave
it! It is up to you to decide. But for us, | can tell you, as a State like Kerala, we are
contributing four per cent to the GDP and we are getting less than two per cent of the
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total tax. This is quite simple and some of the speakers from my State have already
pointed out in detail what the requirements are. Due to lack of time, | am not going to
extend that particular case. Now | come to another point. Madam, yesterday, we all
were patiently hearing your very articulate and beautiful speech; there is no doubt at
all. But how evasive it was! Let me tell you one point. You stated in this august forum
that 3,94,000 posts were created in the public sector banks. We checked the figures.
We were demanding permanent posts and instead of stating the exact number of
permanent posts created during these ten years, you projected a figure of 3,94,000.
Of course, an impressive figure, but the reality is that bank correspondents, other
contract labours, employees, altogether constitute this 3,94,000. How can you
answer like this? | wonder ! This is the style of answering and skipping or evading the
real facts. Now | come to another point. | would like to talk about the unorganized
workers in our country. The unorganized workers constitute round about 93 per cent
of the total workforce. The PMO even issued a statement that in the near future, they
will be providing the ESI benefits to them. What is the status of that? How many times
the ministers and even PMO stated like this? What is going to happen? The gig
economy is moving fast and contract workers are everywhere. As | stated just now, it
is 93 per cent of the total workforce and it can be stated that roundabout we have 67
crores of labours. So when are you going to implement this particular demand of the
working class? At least, start with construction workers. We have more than 5 crores
of construction workers. At least begin with them and show that you are doing
something positive for the workforce in this country. Again, | come to the question
whether MSP would be implemented legally, because we are talking about the
expenditure. The expenditure of the national Government should be expanded, State
economies should also be expanded, but when we talk about MSP, are you going to
seriously implement the same in the near future ?

| am asking for legally implementing it. And, Kerala has a special demand.
Rubber, tea and other products must be included in the list. But, no idea! So, why
do you evade things like this? Many genuine concerns were raised by organizations
and State Governments. But you are not attending to even a single concern. This is
our problem. So, it is not that we are in Opposition with you ideologically. Okay, it
may continue because we are ideologically committed to something. Of course, you
have your own ideology. Let us continue that battle. And, we take it in a sportsman
spirit. No doubt and no problem at all. We are a small force now for the time being.
But, the point is, whenever we speak something genuinely, whenever we try to raise
something for the people, at least try to address that. So, | don't want to take much
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of your time. | hope the hon. Union Finance Minister will address these issues. Thank
you.

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (I\/IS. INDU BALA GOSWAI\/II): Thank you. Now,
Dr. Fauzia Khan.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Thank you, Madam, for having given me the
opportunity. This year marks 20 years of Gender Budgeting in India, which was
introduced by the UPA Government in 2005-06. This was in alignment with the UN
mandate to use public spending as a tool for advancing gender equality. It was a
pioneering step and a noble mandate that aims to institutionalize gender-sensitive
planning. Gender Budget Cells were formed in every Ministry tasked with ensuring
that gender considerations are integrated into all aspects of Government budgeting
and not just specific programmes for women. Their mandate was: Number one,
capacity building of officials and stakeholders; number two, policy advocacy; number
three, resource allocation; number four, data collection and analysis; and, number
five, making an annual Gender Budget Statement. But the most important is
monitoring and evaluation of the impact of Government programmes and policies on
women and girls and evaluate whether budgetary allocations are achieving the
desired outcomes or not, and facilitate attention to gender analysis. This research
analysis of outcomes and impact on women should be done at least now, after 20
years. The Annual Statement which comes every year is only a juggling of numbers.
We need impact analysis. No comprehensive study or regular audits have been
conducted to assess the impact of gender budgeting. This year, the Government is
patting its back on increasing the Gender Budget by 37 per cent, making it 8.8 per
cent of the total Budget.

This made us take a closer look, Madam, and this closer look tells us that this
is just a number-play. Gender Budget statement till 2024 used to be divided into two
parts. Part A included Schemes with 100 per cent allocation for women. Part B
consisted of Schemes with, at least, 30 per cent allocation for women. In 2024, the
Government introduced Part C, which accounted for Schemes having less than 30
per cent allocations for women. These little additions are what shot up the whole
Budget without having a major real effect. This year's increase has been largely driven
by a 63 per cent rise in Part B allocations and a 12 per cent rise in Part C. While Part A
allocations, 100 per cent for women, meant for Schemes exclusively for women, have
actually decreased, ...(Time-bell rings.)... Madam, can you give me one minute ?
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THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (I\/IS. INDU BALA GOSWAI\/II): Madam, you must
conclude.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN: Then, Madam, | will just sum-up with my suggestions: Mandate
regular gender audits by CAG across all Ministries and States; set up a Centralized
Monitoring Cell under NITI Aayog to overSee GBS implementation; 16th Finance
Commission should integrate a gender-criterion in tax transfer formulas; mandate
gender-disaggregated data is collected and published regularly. Madam, include
transgender also in this. Please also include farmer-widows in this. We talk about
farmer suicides but nothing is done for farmer-widows. Please increase the amount
for the widow pensions, and the Government must follow gender-budgeting in spirit
as well as action. Thank you, Madam.

DR. ANIL SUKHDEORAO BONDE (MAHARASHTRA): Madam Vice-Chairperson, |
stand here today to support the Finance and Appropriation Bills presented by the
hon.

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failure? It lost contact with ISRO. But our sensible leader, our sensible hon. Prime
Minister, was the one who consoled the ISRO Chief because Vikram Lander was the
failure. When he consoled ISRO Chief, he said, “Our determination to touch the moon
has become even stronger and the best is yet to come.” You know that
Chandrayaan-3 has touched the South Pole of the Moon. Space technology is
important for the future of India. From Chandrayaan-3, we have gone to Aditya-L1.

India has launched its first Solar Observatory, Aditya-L1, to study various solar
phenomena from India. Now, we are also planning to have Space Station because
these are the aspirations of young people. The third thing with which | would like to
conclude is about India's part to Net-zero emissions by 2070. For Net-zero
emissions, we are going to Glasgow Conference. We are going to Glasgow with 2021
Schedule and the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, has given Panchamrit to
achieve 500 GW non-fossil energy by 2030. We have achieved, at present, 200 GW
and the source of 50 per cent energy will be from renewable sources by 2030. Now,
the hon. Prime Minister has given PM-Kusum Yojana as well as PM Surya Ghar
Yojana. Net-zero or carbon neutrality environment is achieved by "Ud U AT & 1"
So, | am saying that the vision of our hon. Prime Minister is supported by this Finance
Bill as well as the Appropriation (No.3) Bill. | congratulate hon. Finance Minister and
support the Finance Bill and the Appropriation (N0.3) Bill. Thank you.

SHRI MASTHAN RAO YADAV BEEDHA (Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank
you for giving me the opportunity. | stand here on behalf of my party, Telugu Desam
Party, and our leader and hon. Chief Minister, Nara Chandrababu Naidu garu, to
speak on the Appropriation (No.3) Bill and the Finance Bill, 2025. On behalf of the
State of Andhra Pradesh, | would like to thank hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi and the visionary hon. Finance Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman, for
supporting Amaravati. It is India's first Green-Field capital city with an allocation of
Rs.15,000 crores. Our capital Amaravati is being re-imagined as a shining example of
sustainable urban development and governance excellence.

For the Polavaram Project, a sanctioned amount of Rs.12,000 crores ensures
that this lifeline project provides water security, irrigation and agricultural prosperity to
millions.
