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In addition to this, Operational Guidelines of SBM(G) Phase-Il prescribe that
the States/UTs may conduct periodical evaluation studies and these evaluations could
be used for course correction and improving the efficiency and effectiveness of the
programme.

Further, to bring transparency and effective monitoring, an online ‘dashboard’
has beencreated for JUM and SBM-G, which provides State/ UT, district and village-
wise progress as well as statusof provision of tap water supply to rural homes and
sanitation assets. The dashboard can be accessed at:

"That the Members of the Rajya Sabha assembled in this session are
deeply grateful to the President for the Address which she has been pleased to
deliver to both Houses of Parliament assembled together on January 31, 2025."
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MR. CHAIRMAN: Shrimati Kiran Choudhry to make a speech in support of the
Motion. And, let me tell you that it is an honour that you have been bestowed upon
by your Party.

SHRIMATI KIRAN CHOUDHRY: Absolutely, Sir. There is no doubt about it.
MR. CHAIRMAN: Please go ahead.

SHRIMATI KIRAN CHOUDHRY: | would first like to take the opportunity to thank the
Chair and my leadership for giving me this opportunity to speak on the President’s
Address. Sir, the President's Address was an outline of our great nation's path
leading towards the fulfiiment of hon. Prime Minister’'s dream of Viksit Bharat. Her
Address encapsulated the vision for an India where youth, women, farmers, common
man and all the citizens of this country have the best opportunity to flourish.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, Viksit Bharat is not just about economic development. It is
about breaking the chains of dependence, achieving modernisation and ensuring that
our political, economic and social progress go hand-in-hand, and, this is the dream
of every citizen in India today! For me, Mr. Chairman, Sir, Viksit Bharat is a profound
reflection of the dreams of the sages and visionaries such as Swami Vivekananda.
Swami Vivekananda ji envisioned India as a vishwa guru, a global power, an India that
would not only achieve material success but also become a spiritual guide to the
world, a nation that was dedicating itself to eradicating poverty, brutality, conflict and
creating a sustainable and harmonious global society. And, when we speak of Viksit
Bharat, we speak of the aspirations of every farmer, of every youth, of every
entrepreneur, of all the common men, of every woman who is fighting for her space in
society, and, we honour the collective efforts of those billion Indians working tirelessly
to transform this vision of Prime Minister Modi ji into a reality.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

Prime Minister Modi ji's understanding of Viksit Bharat is indeed a testament to
the vision, ‘U=l fITIHARIA' - Let us make the world noble. Mahatma Gandhi j
said, “Future depends on what we do in the present”. The continuous, strenuous
effort made by the Indian Government, under the visionary leadership of the hon.
Prime Minister, has addressed all the important issues, which had been lying dormant
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for such a long time because of policy paralysis and the indifferent attitude of the
erstwhile Congress Governments.

It is heartening to know that Modi ji has put Bharat on the centre stage of the
world community. Through his relentless and untiring efforts, he has ensured the
African Union's accession to the coveted grouping of G-20. This actually exemplifies
his strategic, inclusive and multi-polar approach to foreign policy. It is also an
exposition for our global leadership capabilities and our intent to shape global norms
and rules in a way that is inclusive and equitable, projecting India as a responsible and
global leader. Initiatives like the National Hydrogen Mission, International Solar
Alliance demonstrate our leadership in the global green energy revolution. These
efforts of our Prime Minister not only have ensured a sustainable future for India, but
also have positioned us as a leader in environmental stewardship. Mr. Chairman, Sir,
according to the Economic Survey 2024-25, Indian economy now records a steady
credit growth, banks post higher profitability and lower NPAs. And by 2047, we
envision India as a 30-trillion dollar economy, the third largest in the world. And this is
not just about GDP, it is about creating a society that values equity, sustainability and
innovation. While Shri Narendra Modi ji-led Government has taken transformative
steps to find holistic solutions to address this malaise, which was pertaining to various
issues, the Opposition parties who are bereft of all agenda are trying to paint this
Government as anti-farmer, patriarchal, misogynist, majoritarian and despotic. This
false propaganda is born out of their desperation for their plummeting political
fortunes. And this false narrative has been rejected by the people, which we can
clearly see that last year, the BJP Government got a resounding victory in the polls,
both in Haryana and in Maharashtra. This brings to my mind the following Urdu
couplet by the famous Urdu poet, Shri Krishan Bihari Noor:

Sir, our annadatas, the farmers, have always been the backbone of our nation.
And our Government has taken monumental steps to double their incomes and to
improve their lifestyle. Viksit Bharat, Sir, also envisions a world where Indian products
grace every dining table across the globe. Brand India is no longer just a dream or
just a vision; it is a reality in the making. Whether it is textiles, spices or technology,
India is emerging as a global powerhouse of quality and innovation. Let us not forget
that the agrarian distress which we inherited is a legacy of the Congress Government
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from the era of UPA-1and UPA-2. The principal opposition party spends every ounce
of its energy painting the hon. Prime Minister and his Government as anti-farmer, but
the truth is that the ugly manifestations of agrarian distress like farmer suicide had
forced the UPA-1 Government to constitute the National Commission on Farmers
headed by Dr. M. S. Swaminathan. Swaminathan Committee submitted a report to
the Government during the period 2004-2006. The then UPA-2 Government, instead
of implementing the recommendations given by the Swaminathan Committee, letter
and spirit, put the report in a cold storage and adopted a contrarian stance on the
recommendations given by the Committee, especially on the issue of MSP.

Sir, | would like to quote from the reply which was given in a response to a
Rajya Sabha Question submitted to this very august House in the year 2010 by Shri K.
V. Thomas, the then MoS of Agriculture in UPA Il Government. “Hence, prescribing
an increase of 50 per cent on cost may distort the market. A mechanical linkage
between the MSP and cost of production may be counterproductive in some cases.”
This is the truth about the Opposition which only pays lip service towards farmers'
issues and towards taking the farmers to a better position. On the other hand, our
present BJP Government has taken the historic decision of declaring MSP for all the
Rabi, Kharif crops and commercial crops which are mandated by the Commission of
Agricultural Costs and Prices at the rates 50 per cent over and above the weighted
national average cost of production. Not only this, in order to make agriculture viable
and sustainable in the long run, our Government has taken a multi-pronged strategy
and not just merely quick-fix solutions like the erstwhile Congress Government always

did. In the new year, on 1%

January 2025, we have had the special package for
farmers. The Government has increased the allocation under the Pradhan Mantri
Fasal Bima Yojana. This brought a lot of cheer, on a desolate winter morning, to the
faces of the farmers. This and the restructured Weather Based Crop Insurance
Scheme with an outlay of Rs. 69,515 crore for the period 2021-22 to 2025-26 has also
been given.  Besides setting up a corpus of Rs. 824.77 crore under the Fund for
Innovation and Technology (FIAT), the claims of farmers for crop insurance have
been settled almost to the tune of Rs.2.25 crore which is a very unprecedented thing.
The Government launched PM Kisan Yojana wherein an amount of Rs 6,000 per
annum goes directly into the accounts of farmers having small holdings.

Here | would like to say, Sir, that just the other day when | was touring my
constituency, | came across some farmers sitting on the roadside, and | stopped my
car to have a chat with them. We speak in colloquial language. | asked, & Bl ﬁ,

roots. The people are happy. The farmers are getting money into their accounts
directly and there are no intermediaries. This is a very big thing that our Government
has done. Through one of the biggest DBT schemes in the world, launched in 2019,
an amount of Rs. 3.46 lakh crore has been disbursed directly to the accounts of 11
crore farmers. We can understand what is being done for the farmers. There has
been an exponential increase of 3.49 per cent in short-term loans and long-term
loans.

Sir, I would like to inform the House that the allocation of funds for schemes
and programmes related to farmers' welfare and agriculture in the Budget for the
previous year, 2024-25, was Rs.1.23 lakh crore. This year, 2025-26, it is Rs.1.27 lakh
crore. This is absolutely unprecedented. In the Budget, 2025-26, Kisan credit card
limit has been increased from Rs. 3 lakh to Rs. 5 lakh. This has ensured an easy and
affordable loan for approximately seven crore farmers. Again, | would like to say this
in my colloquial Haryanvi. The moment this was announced, one of the farmers
called me up on the telephone and said, '9Ts A&l = AT Al ggd gfear s ATl The
Government has proposed establishment of new fertiliser manufacturing units.

According to the Economic Survey, our agricultural income, the farming agricultural
income, has increased at 5.23 per cent annually over the past decade. So, | do not
understand how they can call our Government anti-farmer? This Government has
consistently and strenuously worked for the upliftment of farmers at every step. In
view of the above mentioned facts, it is obvious that the Opposition parties have
woven a false narrative, false narrative of the hon. Prime Minister being anti-farmer,
and | would say nothing can be furthest from the truth. It shows the complete
hollowness and paucity of issues with the Opposition. It is shameful that the principal
opposition party made the farmers issue a poll plank during the Parliament elections
last year, just to garner a few votes. This was only done so that they could save their
political fortunes, the sinking ship. Unfortunately, for their own political gains, they
instigated even the farmers' organisations to agitate at the Delhi borders. What a
shameful thing? | belong to a farming family; | am the proud daughter of a soldier;
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and, as such, | have been in solidarity with the farmers and espouse their cause at
every platform. As a well-wisher of farmers, | would like to caution them that the
politicians, who are facing multiple criminal prosecutions on account of blatant and
naked colonisation of lush green agricultural lands of poor and hapless farmers in my
home State, Haryana, are no messiahs of the farmers. It is my worry that so much of
agricultural land, fertile alluvial soil, on both sides of the National Highways, State
Highways, riverbeds, etc., has been colonised in my home State during their regime
and that farmers are measuring their land holdings now only in square yards instead of
acres.

Prime Minister, Narendra Modij and the successive NDA
Governments under his farsighted leadership have not only taken historic steps to
bring overarching legislation to ensure gender equality and equity through
representation of women at various levels, at the Parliament level, at the Assembly
level.

Today, only on the click of a mobile, these gas
connections and gas cylinders are readily available to every household. In a society
like ours, which is deeply embedded with patriarchal biases and male dominance,
sexual harassment, suppression through violence of women at workplaces and public
places or home, is a stark social reality and we cannot move away from that. It is a
truth. In such a scenario, initiatives like one stop centres, women’s helpline and
mahila police volunteers have given the women a sense of relief. Nobody had thought
of this protection for women before. This is happening in today’s India and that is
why we are moving forward towards Viksit Bharat.

Under the flagship programme of Jan Dhan Yojana, Modiji has given wings to
the dreams of women. They can dream now which was not being done earlier.
Under the Namo Drone Didi Yojana, a thousand women have been trained as drone
pilots. Under the Lakhpati Didi Yojana, about 1.25 crore women beneficiaries have
already received financial assistance and training for setting up of micro units having
an income of one lakh. So, can you imagine, these women are earning so much
money sitting at home? We are building Bharat, we are taking it forward? And that is
the dream of our hon. Prime Minister. The target is to assist three crore women
beneficiaries over the next two years.

Through his efforts, the Haryana State has achieved a healthy sex ratio of 950 from a
lowly 840 which we had inherited when the Government came to power.

Sir, initiatives like construction of twelve crore toilets under the Swachh Bharat
Abhiyan have not only significantly contributed to improving sanitation and promoting
hygiene, but this is single thing which has allowed the women to be given dignity;

Sir, | will go a step further. The Shah Bano case has given us a landmark
judgment. We all know about it. It gave the hapless divorced Muslim women rights of
alimony and maintenance under a secular law by over-riding any caveats in the
personal laws.
