History textbooks for class Xl

*164. SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRO: Will the Minister of HUMAN
RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Central Board of Secondary Education
recommended a list of history textbooks for class Xl students of CBSE-
affiliated schools;

{b) if so, whether the list includes textbooks entitled "Modern
India” and "Contemporary World History" brought out by NCERT in
April, 2003 and May, 2003 respectively;

{c) whether the CBSE got these textboaks evatuated before
recommending them; and

{(d) if so, the details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR.
MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) and {b) The Central Board of Secondary
Education (CBSE) normally recommends the text books of NCERT for
all subjects wherever the NCERT books are available.

(c) As the text books are evaluated by NCERT before publication,
the CBSE does not evaluate them again.

(d) Does not arise.

SHRI EDUARDQ FALEIRO: Madam, as per his reply, the CBSE
has committed a gross breach of rules and procedure because the
CBSE is expected—that is the procedure followed so far for decades—
to evaluate the books before recommending them. It cannot recommend
the books just because the NCERT has produced the books. They
say that the books are good. You have to look at them, evaluate them
and then recommend. They have committed a gross breach of rules
and their duty. | raise this question because these books, which | have
with me, and through which | have gone for myself personally, are:
Modern India—textbook for Class XIi; India in the World, textbook Social
Science for Class VII; Contemporary World History for Class XII, are all
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plagiarised. All their guilt is plagiarism. They have copied from the
American textbook, World Civilization: Their History and Culture. | myself
checked this. Madam, pages 20, 21, 24 and 25 of Class XI| textbook—
Contemporary World History-are exact copy of pages 159, 160 and 161
of Class VII. For Class XlI, they copied from a book of Class Vil—India
in the World. | have so many other examples. | do not want to take the
time of the House. | just wanted to give some examples here. | am
prepared to goto the Minister and show the books to him. And, this
includes the copy from the book of revered R.C. Mujumdaar, British
Paramountcy and Indian Renaissance. This is copied here, in Modern
india. Now, in this context, plagiarism is academic dishonesty; is a
crime. If a student commits plagiarism, he is debarred. So, | woulid like
to know from the hon. Minister what action the Government is going
to take or has taken against the authors of this book and against the
CBSE, which has grossly failed in its duty to evaluate these
books....(Interruptions)...

Now, | would like to give you an example,
the type of thing they say. In the book 'The World Civilization',
Volume-B, special Indian edition, 1991, on.page 604, it has been
mentioned, "Now man did more than Machiavelli to overturn all earlier
views of the ethical basis of politics or to Tpioneer in the dispassionate
direct observation of political life." This has been narrated in one book.
This is all fact. There is no creativity or originality in it, which can be
plagiarised. 'Plagiarisation' means that there is something creative,
which has been picked up and used as my cwn. Now, Machiavelli did
something, which is a known fact all over the world. Now, what does
this book say? It says, "No man did more than Machiavelli to overturn all
earlier views regarding the ethical foundations of real politics." Where
is the plagiarism? 'Plagiarisrm’ is used for the passages of ceativity, fiction,
art, and the original things. These are not original things. All these
things are mere facts. | can quote ab initio, whatever has been pointed
out in all newspapers, by all these so-called intellectuals regarding
plagiarism. | say that all of them are mere facts. The only thing that one

can say is that it should also have been menticned that these facts are
mentioned in other books also.

of plagiarism. This is not plagiarism. Plagiarism comes into existence
when something creative, something original has been picked up from
somewhere. If somebody picks up a Chopai of Ramacharitramanas,
and uses it as his own, without quoting it, certainly it is plagiarism. if
somebody uses something of Rabindranath Tagore, and says, "It is
written by me”, it is plagiarism. But when a fact is mentioned, and that
fact is mentioned universally, it is not plagiarism. There can be similarity
of construction of sentences. It happens because a teacher has been
teaching for 10 years, 15 years, 20 years, and he is prone to using a
certain construction of sentences. He uses it while writing books  also.
So, it is not plagiarism. Plagiarism comes into existence if somebody
has picked up a creative and original idea and has used it as his own.
Butto interpret such facts as 'plagiarisnt, is a very narrow interpretation
of 'plagiarism’, and is either a very motivated approach to plagiarism or
is unfounded approach.

SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRO: The Minister's reply is actually a trully
Machiavellian reply. It is a Machiavellian reply. Now, this plagiarism is
not of facts; it is word by word, comma by comma, full stop by full stop,
semi colon by semi colon. And, the Minister was kind enough to admit
that the authors should have given the credit to the writers whom they
are copying.
