The proposals received were 

examined and those found feasible and justified have been agreed to. 

New train from Yesvantpur to Nizamuddin

(b) to (d)Yesvantpur-Nizamuddin Express will be introduced during the 

current financial year as a tri-weekly service. The train will have Sleeper and 

airconditioned accommondation. The actual number of coaches will be 

decided upon the basis of operational feasibility and availability of coaches. 
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
