SHORT DURATION DISCUSSION
Unemployment problem In the country (Contd.)

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, let us continue with the Short Duration
Discussion. Mr. Jothi to continue. He is not there. Mr. Virumbi.

SHRI S. VIDUTHALAI VIRUMBI (Tamil Nadu): Madam, the Short
Duration Discussion that is going on is a topic which is agitating the entire nation.
Unemployment and the population growth are two inseparable twins. In 1951 our
population was 36 crores. Now, it has gone up to 103 crores. From 1960 to 1990,
there is an enormous increase. If you look at the growth rate of India and
China, in 1960, it was about 2.2 per cent. In 1990, the growth rate of
population in China was one per cent, while
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at 1.9 per cent. If you look at the decrease in the rate of growth of population, it has
come down from 2.2 per cent to 1.9 per cent. This means, there is only a mere
0.3 per cent decrease in the rate of growth of population.

Madam, during the last decade, that is, from 1991 to 2002, the number
of unemployed people has gone up by one million, that is, from 7.9 million to 8.9
million. The statistics, which | have quoted here, have been taken from the
National Sample Survey, 57th Round. Then, employment growth actually fell
from 2.7 per cent per year, in 1993-94, to 1.7 per cent, in 1999-2000, despite the
five plus to six plus growth in GDP. Though the GDP has come up, it has not
increased the job opportunities in commensuration with the GDP. Therefore,
the GDP is there but the GNS is not there. The increased Gross Domestic
Product has failed to create the Gross National Satisfaction. Madam, particularly
when the job growth has decreased from 2.7 per cent to 1.7 per cent. In the first
generation of reformation, it has become zero in the public sector. However, the
private sector has done well to some extent. Otherwise, the unemployment
scenario would have been much harsher than what we are seeing now.

The Gupta Committee, appointed, | suppose, by the Planning
Commission, had opined that we had to develop the unorganised sector. | am not
for that. | am for the development of the public sector units, as it had been
mentioned in the Third Plan document. If you go through the Third Plan
document, it clearly showed that the employment growth could be had in a
satisfactory manner only when the modern industries are developed. But there
is a difference between the Third Plan approach and the current approach. Even
though the Gupta Committee had recommended the development of the
unorganised sector, but it had also put a rider. What they say is that the
unorganised sector, which they wanted to develop, should be in such a way as to
sustain itself against the domestic and international competition. Therefore,
even though the Gupta Committee had recommended to support the
unorganised sector, to create the employment opportunities, they wanted to see
that the unorganised sector should be in such a way that it is able to bear the
onslaught of the domestic as well as international competition. Is it possible?
What is the reality? The reality, now, is that the per capita food availability is
only 370 gms. The food production is different from the staple food production.
However, Staple food and cereals, when put together, are different. But if the cereals
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are excluded from the total food production, the sharable food availability would
be 370 gms, that is, more or less, seventy per cent of the actual need,
according to the conclusion arrived at by the National Institute of Nutrition.

Now, what is the real situation the world over? In the wake of
globalisation, free flow of capital is allowed in the modern economy. The modern
economy, in the wake of globalisation and liberalisation, has approved the free
flow of capital. The problem is not about the quantum of the money. The problem
that they are now facing in the Foreign Direct Investment is the quality of the
money. If you fail to go through the quality of money, which you are getting from
other sources, you may have to face the trouble that Korea is already confronted
with. If we receive volatile money, it means that in future we may have to face
trouble. Therefore, the main issue is not the quantum of the money, but the quality
of the money, which we are receiving from there. Madam, when the new
economy is allowed the free flow of capital, the virtual ground reality is that they
have banned the free flow of labour. They are not allowing the free flow of labour.
But they are recommending for the free flow of capital. Then, how is it going to
reach here? They are protecting their own interests. Now, the Service Sector
has taken an important role in augmenting our foreign exchange reserves. In
this Service Sector, the outsoucing is actually being banned, to some extent,
not only by the State Governments of the U.S., but also by the Federal
Government itself. But they say that outsourcing is actually banned only for the
sub-contractors. But this is the beginning. Within a quinquennium you will find that
major outsourcing will be stopped from the U.S. It is a warning bell for other nations.
For U.K. and other countries, it is a warning bell. Madam, already there are two
issues. The first issue is the banning of outsourcing. The second issue is that the
sons of the soil theory, which originated in Germany is spreading to other
countries of Europe. When it is so, our skilled labourers may have to confront
with some sort of trouble when they go for jobs in foreign countries. | don't know
whether we will be able to provide jobs to them. It is very difficult. Therefore, in
this situation, automatically, the urban areas will be affected. If the urban areas
are going to be affected, then, what about the rural areas? Migration is taking
place from rural areas to urban areas because the agriculture-based agro-
industries have not developed to the extent they ought to have. Therefore,
migration from the rural areas to the
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urban areas is taking place. In the urban areas, even the skilled workers are
going to face the problem of unemployment. Actually, the unemployment
problem creates a conducive atmosphere for terrorism. Unemployment problem
is a breeding ground for that. Therefore, Madam, if there is skilled unemployment
or educated unemployment, it means there is a very dangerous situation. If the
educated people are unemployed, it means, there is a reason for that. | tell this to
you with good intention. Hon. Minister, | myself spoke in this House to change the
policy of taxation on cigarettes. Now, everybody knows in what way foreign
cigarettes are invading the Indian market. It is obvious. Foreign cigarettes are
coming. We are unable to prevent it from coming here. Regarding the Indian cigarette
manufacturing, instead of excise duty based on length, if it were based on the
quality of tobacco, our income would have increased to nearly Rs. 2,000
crores. But, nobody heeded to my suggestion. | am not in such a position as to
give advice. | gave a suggestion. But my suggestion was ignored.

SHRI SATISH PRADHAN (Maharashtra): It is because, you don't smoke.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: what is your advice? Do you want people to
smoke?

SHRI S. VIDUTHALAI VIRUMBI: Madam, if the excise duty on cigarettes
were based on the quality instead of the mere length, our income would have
increased to Rs. 2,000 crores. | do not know which lobby has prevented it.
Secondly, in the Railways, | want to tell you that in the name of scrap,
thousands of crores are being wasted. We are wasting the people's money by
inviting tender for 'scrap'. Instead of inviting tender for scrap, if it is added as a
value-added item, then, it can give us a lot of money. Only three or four mills, re-
rolling mills' for scraps have to be established by the Railway Department. If the
Railway Department is actually struggling for funds, then, | would suggest that
they can do it by having joint ventures with the people who have already
entered in this industry. With that, you can find out that what we are selling for
a few thousand crores of rupees as scrap, the same items, as value added
product, can fetch us four thousand crores of rupees per year. So, if we add
these two, i.e., Rs. 4000 crores plus Rs. 2000 crores, our income would
increase by approximately
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Rs. 6000 crores. But we can only give the suggestion. ...(Time-bell)... We
cannot give them the understanding power. But this would have actually
created what is called the recycling process, where we have failed. We don't
have any intentions to avail of the opportunity ...(Time-belf)...Madam, | would
take only two minutes more. We have failed to avail of the opportunity. Since
such a thing has not happened, | feel, Madam, we have less capital with us.
The foreign exchange reserve is there. It should be utilised in a productive way,
Instead of keeping it idle, it should be utilised in a very productive way. If it is
utilised in a productive way,|l hope it will give more income than what we are
getting as interest. Madam, we are having less capital. Therefore, we have less
investment. Less investment means less production;less production, less profit;
less profit, less savings; less saving means less investment. It becomes a sort
of vicious circle. To break that circle, we need not go in for any innovation. We
have to think as to how we have to break it. That is all. Within the domestic
domain, we can do it. In that case, what | feel is, investment is necessary. For
getting investment, either domestic or foreign, the peaceful atmosphere in the
country is a must. The people who want to invest here would like to know
whether the country in which they are going to invest is stable, whether the
country is peaceful. To create such an atmosphere, to get the FDI, there should
be peace in the country. In order to have a peaceful atmosphere in the country,
social harmony is necessary. For social harmony, what | feel is that the religious
tolerance is essential. That is a very important issue. There is a fight on that
issue. The cultural conflict, hate campaign is going on. We have to see that this
cultural conflict is stopped once and for all. Then, automatically, religious
harmony would be there, peaceful atmosphere would be there. As a result of
it, the people who want to invest money will come forward and really invest.
Thereby, industries can develop, and, consequently, we can create more
opportunities for employment, and we can provide some jobs to the youths. |
hope the Government will consider this with full earnestness.

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SHRI B.R SINGHAL: Madam, | am grateful that you gave me the
opportunity to share my thoughts. First and foremost, | would like to respond to
...(Interruptions) Mr. Virumbi has gone away. He advocated that peace generates
jobs. That is exactly what our hon. Prime Minister has done. He has brought about
peace with the prepetually inimical neighbour, Pakistan. The goodwill generated in
Jammu and Kashmir, the containment of terrorism there, the containment of
terrorism in North-East, they are all efforts for peace.The trouble is
...{Interruptions). BJP never coined the phrase 'feelgood'. It was the media that
caused it. And now, they are feeling hurt about it. They want to feel that all
along. They are morbid. They just do not want this country to be looked after.
Sarojji talked about ‘'feel-good factor. "The feel good factor comes from where.
Where are the jobs? Mr. Lalit Mehta read out the Report of the London School of
Business, saying that 17million jobs have been created in 2003 alone in India. | was
quite baffled. Even more baffling is the assertion of the Opposition that no jobs
have been created. There are no figures to justify that at least. They may, perhaps, be
having some figures, because London School of Business is not a member
constituent of the BJP. They examined the conditions of 40 countries and came
out that thasecond biggest generator of jobs is India, first is China. That is what
they said. Anyway, my main contention is wherefrom the jobs come? Madam,
25-30 thousand gas connections were given. Mr. Ram Naik asked, "What is the
maximum you can give"? They said, "one lakh". He said." | want ten lakh gas
connections to be given". It is impossible, Madam. But, it was made possible.
Now, ten lakh gas connections have been given. Will that be possible with the
same infrastructure? Naturally, jobs had been created.Two-and-a-half crore extra
telephones have been provided in the country. So many new jobs have to be
created. He has created new jobs. There is no queue for gas connection.

SHRI PREM CHAND GUPTA (Bihar): Do you mean to say that he
extracted more gas? Did he go there to pump out. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI B.R SINGHAL: Don't discuss things just for the sake of
discussion. Rupees 70,000 crores have been lifted by the kisans in the form of
credit. Do you think they are doing it for themselves? They must be creating
jobs for some people who are going to work on their farms. Fifteen thousand
kilometres of road has been created. Will that be done without a job being
created? Rupees sixty thousand crores have been earmarked for
Pradhanmantri Sadak Yojna. It can't create jobs. That will
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not create jobs. This is until the jobs got created. Crores of rupees of loans
have been granted for MBA studies, for engineering studies and for MBBS studies
by the banks. They are granting loans. You study and qualify. When you start earning,
you pay back.

SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA (West Bengal): Madam, Mr. Singhal is
right in saying that, perhaps, it has become a ritual to discuss about
unemployment. It has become a ritual because, however seriously we may
express our anxiety, whatever seriousness we may add to this problem, we
cannot act, we cannot decide about the policies. It is the Government which
has to take a lesson from this situation. The Government has to resort to some
policies so that a formidable solution could be arrived at in resolving this
perennial problem of unemployment.

(THE VICE-CHAIRMAN, DR. A.K. PATEL, in the Chair)

Unfortunately, it has not happened. No proper action could be resorted to
by this Government in the last four or five years. Even before the elections, the
Government has pledged to the nation that it will generate at least one crore jobs
every year. Now, we shall have to look at the balance-sheet. When the
Government has decided to dissolve the Lok Sabha, when they are trying to
absolve them from the responsibility of answering to the Parliament, we must
look at the balance-sheet as to what exactly has happened. In fact, the situation,
as on today, in so far as the unemployment problem is concerned, is deplorably
poor. The hon. Labour Minister is sitting over here. He may, perhaps, agree with
me that the unemployment situation or the employment situation is deplorably
poor in the country of ours. It is very unfortunate that millions and millions of young
men and women have been rendered unemployed or they are roaming around
unemployed. There are no jobs at all. Even the Leader of the Opposition is saying
that. Even the Planning Commission in its recent observation has stated that there
are 21 crores of young men and women, in the country, between the age of 16
years and 26 years, and during the intervening period of five or six years, hardly
23.6 per cent of them could be employed, and that too, in the unorganised sector
or in the informal sector. Only 9.6 per cent could be employed in the formal sector
or in the organised sector where at least a minimum guarantee of jobs is there.
Even then, the security of job is something which is completely missing during the
regime of this NDA Government in the last three years. Sir, You will certainly
appreciate that this unemployment problem is inextricably linked with the
economic policy that this Government pursues. In fact, the Labour Minister has
nothing to do with it. Here, in the morning, some of my revered colleagues raised
this point that, in fact, the Labour Minister
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was a poor man. He could not do anything because the Labour Minister was
concerned with the problems of labour; he was concerned with the problems of
workers. There also he has totally failed. Not only that he has failed but also the
situation has become quite bad because, as of today, the increase in trade and
investment has not translated into commensurate income increase, especially, for
most workers, as per predictions. The gains have been concentrated among
the corporate houses and big companies. Their profits have increased as the
purchasing power of the typical urban consumers have also increased. The poor
people of the rural areas, where nearly 77 per cent of our population live, have
become poorer. The Government has also accepted that the number of people
living below the poverty line is not one or two lakhs. Their number is 34 crores.
Out of a population of 107 crores, some 34 crores of people live below the poverty
line. Who cares about their condition? Who cares about their jobs? Who cares
about their livelihood? Nobody cares about them. This Government, at least,
does not care at all.

Sir, | must say that many committees have been formed. Of course, during
the last 50—56 years, many committees have been formed. Many committees
might have made some recommendations. Maybe, some of the
recommendations were quite useful recommendations. But the Government,
particularly, this NDA Government, has not at all considered those recommendations
and acted in the right eamest to resolve the problem of unemployment. Moreover,
during the last 4-5 years, the situation has become bad because the number of
jobless is more than the number of jobs created. The job opportunities as such
could not be created to the extent they were required. Since the introduction of
the New Economic Policy of globalisation, liberalisation and privatisation, we have
been raising our apprehension and our apprehension has been vindicated. We have
been afraid of this situation. We have always said this. We have said this time
and again. We tried to assert that this Economic Policy is going to lead us to a
jobless and voiceless growth. Today, it has been vindicated. Our apprehension
has come true. Today, in our country there are millions of unemployed people. |
am not talking only about the rural sector. It is also there in the urban sector. In the
urban sector also unemployment has grown by leaps and bounds.

Sir, | will just give you some examples. What is the Economic Policy?
Recently, | was in Ludhiana. A very renowned woollen garment manufacturer
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from Ludhiana invited us, a Parliamentary Committee, to visit his state-of-the-art
plant. Though | didn't have the desire to go and visit it, | had to go. | went and saw
the real state-of-the-art plant. There was a huge workshop and a number of looms
were operating. | was not finding any person there. | asked the gentleman, "who is
the proprietor of this company?" He said, "a big corporate house". Then | told
him, "These looms must have been developed here." He said, "No, Sir, it can't
be. We are exporting our garments. This loom has been imported from
Germany; this loom has been imported from Switzerland; this loom has been
imported from ltaly; this loom has been imported from Australia; and we are working
so nicely". Then | asked him after sometime. "These wools must have been
produced here in India". He said, "No, Sir, we can't do it because we are exporting.
These wools have been specially designed for us in Switzerland". No raw
materials and no capital goods, the production of which could entail some
employment here, have been produced. Then | asked him, "What about the
people? Why are there no people seen?" He said, "No, Sir. We can show you". |
was taken to another very good, well-decorated room, a state-of-the art room.
| saw ten computer engineers and one or two supervisors working there. What
is the price of the commodity that they are producing? | just asked the price of a
pair of socks. Mr. Vice-Chairman, | was shocked to hear the price. The gentleman
said, "It is very cheap". What is the price? He said, "it is 1or only Rs. 275/-."
Now with the per capita income of ours, the bare minimum cost of a
commaodity that is being produced there is Rs. 275/-. No jobs could be created.
Whatever jobs could be created, those jobs were for Computer Engineers. Who
are those Computer Engineers? They are those persons whose parents could
spend lakhs of rupees'for making them Computer Engineers. There are no other
jobs. As it has contributed to the GDP, it has also added to the forest reserves.
There are a number of examples. As my colleagues have pointed out, jobs are not
being created even in the IT sector. No jobs have been created in this sector.
Even if the jobs have been created, those jobs have been created only for the
handful rich, upwardly mobile middle-class people or for the students belonging to
the middle-class families. In this situation, if the economic policy continues like this,
I am not convinced about it. | believe any person having a mental balance,
having a right mental attitude, having right knowledge about the ground realities,
will not be convinced that this economic policy can in any way resolve this
unemployment problem because whichever country is following this sort
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of economic policy, in that country the unemployment problem is soaring. My
primary concern is, unless this economic policy is changed forthwith, unless
there is a radical change in the economic policy, this problem of unemployment
cannot be resolved. We shall only be discussing about this unemployment
problem.

Sir, | would like to refer to the situation that is existing in the plantation industry
where people belonging to the Scheduled Castes, particularly the Scheduled
Tribes are working. Millions of Scheduled Tribe people are being rendered
jobless, be it in the tea plantation in West Bengal or in Tamil Nadu or in Kerala;
be it in the cashew nut plantation in Kerala or in Tamil Nadu or in other parts; be
it coffee plantation in Tamil Nadu or in Kerala. Everywhere job loss is rempant.

Sir, during our childhood days when we were in schools, we used to be
given an arithmetic sum. The sum was, if in one tank one pipe is pouring in 10
gallons of water and five gallons of water is going out through another pipe,
how much time will it take to fill in the tank? Now the situation today is, if one
gallon of jobs are created, 10 gallons of jobs are being lost. Even the bargaining
power of workers has also gone down. The other day | had shown it to the hon.
Labour Minister. Mr. Labour Minister, you will be surprised to know it. Please
take note of it. Even the Corporate houses are declaring in their annual reports
that they are resorting to deunionisation and by resorting to deunionisation
they have succeeded in pushing 60 per cent of the workers out of the union.
That is great. The Corporate houses are putting it on record in black and white
in their annual reports. | have given one copy to the hon. Labour Minister. Of
course, he has assured me that he would be taking stringent steps against them.
I do not know what they can do or what the Government can do because job loss
is rampant. Whatever jobs could be created by this much espoused 'Golden
Quadrilateral' project of the Government of India; the dream project of the hon.
Prime Minister, which they are trying to sell during this election year, those jobs
are only in the informal sector. Mr. Labour Minister—| know you have got some
weakness for the common people—you will be surprised and you will be pained
to know that the workers are being fleeced. They are being simply fleeced. The
workers are not being paid their due wages. Particularly, the women workers are
being tortured. As some of my colleagues have said, it is feminisation of
poverty. It is not only feminisation of poverty, women
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workers are being exploited and they are being sexually abused in these 'Golden
Quardrilateral' projects. It is a very serious situation. We have got a number of
reports from Kharagpur and from West Bengal. A number of NGOs have reported
it. It is not that only the RSP or the CPI (M) are saying it, even the NGOs are
also saying it. The women workers are being subjected to this sort of
harassment in the construction industry. These are absolutely informal jobs.
These jobs do not have any guarantee and no social security is being provided.
The women workers are being exploited and are being sexually abused. |
would just give another interesting point. Under the Prime Minister's Rozgar
Yojana, the banks are not dealing properly with the unemployed young men and
women. It is very difficult, | tell you; even after recommendation of eminent
MPs and politicians, the banks are not giving the money. The situation is very
poor. The situation is extremely bad.

| must say another thing. From the Treasury Benches, my very good friends
like Shri Lalitbhai Mehta and Shri Singhal were quoting certain statistics. These
statistics imported from England and America will not help us in resolving our
problem, Mr. Mehta. | am not commenting adversely about him. He is a very good
friend of mine. But | must tell them that they are importing these statistics. You are
not only importing machinery and equipments from America or England, but you
are also importing statistics. These are satisfying you. And, you are moving with
a certificate of the Americans and Britishers that you are doing a very good
job. But, unfortunately, the ground reality is altogether different. When this
privatisation, indiscriminate privatisation, of public sector undertakings is going
on, | am worried about jobs for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes.
