THE INTERIM BUDGET (RAILWAYS), 2004-2005 (Contd.)

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We will have further discussion on the
Interim Budget (Railways), 2004-2005. Shri RG. Narayanan.

SHRI RG. NARAYANAN (Tamil Nadu): Madam Deputy Chairperson,
| am glad that the Railway Minister chose to introduce a new train from
Madurai to New Delhi in his Budget speech. | would request the Minister
to start the train at the earliest and make it a daily train. | would have
been happier if the train had originated from Kanyakumari. | therefore
request the Minister to start the train from the southern tip of the country.

Though the Railway Minister has refuted that Tamil Nadu has been
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neglected in the Railway projects, the fact remains that the fund allocation
for the ongoing gauge conversion projects has been inadequate. No fresh
projects were taken up by the Railway Ministry in the last 50 years. |
would also like to point out that a person from Tamil Nadu has not held
the Railway portfolio for the last 50 years. Powers of Ministers of State
are well known. They can only flag off the trains.

The neglect of Tamil Nadu by successive Railway Ministers is obvious,
and | seek the permission of the Chair to present the facts in this regards.

Tamil Nadu has the highest component of out-dated, obsolete metre
gauge and the lowest percentage of broad gauge in the whole of India.
But when the gauge conversion projects were taken up in the nineties,
the then Railway Minister, Mr. Jaffer Sharief, totally neglected Tamil Nadu's
legitimate claim and promoted the interest of the State of Karnataka,
and, to balance it, he assisted Rajasthan. After the MPs from Tamil
Nadu clamoured about the neglect, the Railway Ministry started
sanctioning the gauge conversion projects. The fund allocation for such
projects was so meagre that it would take at least 50 years to complete
all the projects.

| am glad that the Railway Minister has earmarked a sum of Rs.
20,000 crores for completion of the ongoing projects. | request the
Minister that the bulk of the amounts should be allotted to various ongoing
gauge conversion projects in Tamil Nadu.

Another major area where the State has been given a raw deal is in
the sanctioning of Metro rail projects. Madam, after Calcutta and Delhi,
it is the legitimate turn of Chennai to get Metro projects. To our shock
and dismay, the Government has sanctioned Metro projects only for
Bangalore and Hyderabad, neglecting the legitimate right of Chennai.

The Planning Commission has given its nod for Metro rail projects
in Hyderabad and Bangalore. | urge the Railway Minister to intervene
and take it up with the Minister for Urban Development and see that
Chennai gets the Metro rail projects.

The other major demand of the State is laying of double lines from
Changalpat to Tuticorin. This is the heart-line of Tamil Nadu and highly
saturated in terms of rail traffic. The doubling of this railway line will help
in having better connectivity between Tuticorin and Chennai Ports.
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| also demand that a railway division should be created for Salem
immediately so that the people of that area need not have to go to Palkat
to meet their requirements. Even emergency quota of railway tickets
have to be secured from Palakkad. This anomaly should be ended.

Madam, the Chennai MRTS project was conceived in the year 1980.
About twnety-five years have passed. During the past 25 years, only 15
kilometres have been covered. The project is yet to be completed. | want
to know from the Railway Minister how long the Ministry will take to
complete the entire project. Chennai is a fast-developing city. So, | urge
upon the Government to allot adequate funds to complete this project at
the earliest.

Madam, | support this Interim Railway Budget. Thank you, Madam.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: | used to think that whenever we
discussed Tamil Nadu, we had a problem. Now, when we discuss Bihar,
we have a problem. The last speaker, Shri Virumbi.

SHRI S. VIDUTHALAI VIRUMBAI (Tamil Nadu): Madam Deputy
Chairperson, we are discussing the Interim Budget (Railways) 2004-
2005, {Interruptions)
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THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He cannot be the last. You are there.

SHRI S. VIDUTHALAI VIRUMBI: Madam, the Budget says that there
has been an increase of nearly 2.8 per cent in the passengers travelling
by trains; the freight traffic has also increaed. Despite this, the Railway
Department says,the earning of the Railways have decreased by Rs.
890 crores. When the passengers have increased, freight traffic has
increased, | am unable to comprehend how the earnings have come
down. Madam, the next point is about the Special Railway Safety Fund.
Onpage 3, paragraph 9 of the Budget, it has been mentioned, | quote: As
regards the physical progress, of the targeted track renewal of around
16500 kilometres to be carried out through the SRSF, track renewal of
around 8500 kilometres is expected to be completed by the end of the
current year." Madam, this is not the true picture.The true picture is quite
different.Instead of 16538 kilometres, they have mentioned the figure of
16500; there is no harm in that, when we say it is 'roundabout'. But,
practicaly, the track renewal which is arising every year has not been
mentioned inthis Budget. As per the Corporate Safety Plan, this figure is
2350 kilometres per year. If you take into account this, then 16500
kilometres is not the up to date figure. This figure is as on 1.4.2001. After
that, we have 2002,2003 and 2004. The figure of these three years has
not been mentioned here. That is more than 7000 kilometres. Now, it
comes within the parameter of track renewal. Therefore, the total kilometre
of tracks to be renewed is 23550. Out of that, only 8500 kilometres of
tracks have been renewed. Still, 15050 kilometres of tracks are yet to be
renewed. This is the real situation. This has not been mentioned in the
Budget.

Madam, my next point is about the Safety Enhancement Scheme.
According to the Plan, this is about Rs. 31, 835 crores. For this, Rs.
13,000 crores are already avaialbe. Under the Railway SafetyFund, Rs.
8,900 crores are required. They want to spend Rs. 8,900 crores every
year, but the amount available from the Ministry of Railway is only Rs.
430 crores. For ten years, they have to spend Rs. 890 crores. It has not
been mentioned in the Budget as to how much belance they have to do.
how they are going to manage it and how they are going to mobilise the
amount.
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Madam, now | come to the Pension Fund. It is said that in the current
year, appropriation to the Pension Fund has been reduced to Rs. 295
crores, approximately Rs. 300 crores. But, for the current year, they say,
the Pension Fund has to be increased further by an amount of Rs. 300
crores. For next year, there is an increase of Rs. 300 crores. But, for the
current year, an amount of Rs. 295 crores has actually been reduced.
What is the rationale behind this\ | hope the hon. Minister would enlighten
us when he replies to the debate.

Madam, the unigauge policy was taken up in 1992. At that time,
throughout India, 18000 kilometres of metre-gauge was actually to be
converted into broad-gauge. Out of that, the identified kilometres were
9000. Out of the total 18000 kilometresof metre-gauge to be converted
into broad-gauge-9000 kilometres were identified-in the Ninth Plan, only
1175 kilometres have actually been converted into broad-gauge. That
means, 16825 kilometres are yet to be converted into broad gauge. The
Ministry has planned to convert 4000 kilometres metre-gauge line into
broad-gauge by 2007. We are unable to know how many kilometres
have been converted into broad-gauge, after the Ninth Plan. So, the
Budget does not indicate a clear picture. They had a total 18000
kilometres. From 1998 onwards, if you just take it from the beginning of
the Ninth Plan, already five years are over, then there are three years, in
those eight years, only 1175 kilometres have been converted into broad-
gauge. If in eight years you could convert just 1175 kilometres, when,
we can imagine howmuch time you will take in converting the remaining
16825 kilometres into broad-gauge. Why | am raising this is because if
you calculate it in terms of total railway line as well as the average metre-
gauge railway line in Tamil Nadu, the targeted percentage is over. Therefore,
you have to allocate more money to Tamil Nadu. That you have not done
it. Just go through the average, and you will see what is the all India
average and what is the average in Tamil Nadu. Why? You have not
mentioned it. Therefore, more amount has to be given, and this has not
been done.

Then, let me tell you how the work is going on; it is at a snail's pace.
Actually, the number of manned level crossings is 16,000. Out of this.the
interlocking provided with signals is just 6,600. For the coming ten years,
our plan is only 2,000 level crossings. That means, as it is, 9,400 level
crossings are pending for interlocking that are to be provided with signals.
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Out of that only 2,000 are to be interlocked means, even after ten years,
not today, 7,400 level crossings would have no interlocking provided with
signals. This is the situation.

Then, what about employees' operation safety? What is the real
condition? There is no mention in the Budget. Therefore, on unigauge,
level crossing, employees' operation safety, and on Special Railway Safety
Fund, we would like to have more information. Since we have not been
able to get this from the Budget, | hope we may get this when the hon.
Minister replies.

As far as the over-aged locomotives are concerned, the figure at
present for diesel as well as electric locomotives is 230. Even after ten
years, the over-aged locos will be 890. Out of that, | would like to know
how are you going to do the things in the coming five years? Can you
manage with only 450 locomotives which are to be replaced? For the
remaining locos, even after five years, where is the safety if the locos
themselves are over-aged? How are you going to sail through? That is
the question we are asking.

As far as the electric locomotives are concerned, for 2003-2013, the
number of locomotives required is 333. Even according to your own
plan of corporate safety, which you have now prepared it, your target is
to replace only 250 electric locomotives. That means, if the target is
achieved, even then, in 2013, there will be 83 locomotives over aged. If
the target is not met, the safety question will be more dangerous. This is
the situation. My question to you is, when are the over-aged diesel
locomotives going to be replaced? When are over-aged electric
locomotives going to be replaced? Is there any possibility that you will
replace them? | think, there is no possibility.

When this is the situation, when this is the problem, why don't you
set up another manufacturing plant in South, in Tamil Nadu, in Ponmalai?
Only a workshop is there now. Every year, you are reducing the staff by
3. When you are reducing the staff, how can you take care of the ongoing
projects? You have 230 projects, for which Rs. 43,000 crores are required.
Towards this, what you say is, still you require Rs. 20,000 crores.

Madam, now they have a plan for Remote Area Rail Sampark Yojana.
If this comes into existence, for the Rs. 20,000 crores deficit, how are
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you going to mobilise the resources? Are there any particulars in the
Budget on this? There is no explanation. When we go through the Budget,
we want it to be transparent.

With regard to the ordinary working expenditure, for the current year,
you have reduced Rs. 1,490 crores. But for the next year, you have
added Rs. 199.00 crores. How can this happen? You have reduced
Rs. 1,500 crores for this year and for the next year, you increase it to
Rs. 2,000 crores! How can this happen? What is the rationale behind
this? | hope the Minister will explain this. When such is the situation, how
are you going to satisfy the people who know all the things about the
functioning of the Railways?

Madam, please see page 9, wherein they have mentioned about
employment. When there is a shortage of Rs. 20,000 crores, it is
mentioned that the decision is to accelerate completion of all projects in
five years, on a broad estimate, to provide for early employment to about
3 lakh persons during the construction period. That means contract
labourers. Then it says, "Once opened for traffic, this line would also
require about 18,000 persons per year for normal maintenance
operation." We do not want to know what is the requirement. We would
like to know from the Minister whether he would give an assurance that
18,000 persons per year will be given employment. Or, are you going to
leave it to your successor to give this assurance to the nation that 18,000
people will be given employment? How much is the requirement that is
not what we want to know. We would like to know whether you have any
plan to create employment opportunity. This is what we want to know. If
this is so, there is no mention about it in the Budget.

Madam, recently the Chairman of the Railway Board has issued a
notification in which he says that 50 per cent of the noting of the Railway
Ministry should be in Hindi. What for? | ask the Railway Board. | never
accuse any officials here because they cannot reply to this august House.
Officials are merely implementing the policy pursued by the Ministry.
Therefore, | accuse the Ministry. When we accused the Ministry of Defence
also, the Defence Minister replied. | categorically say that the reply given
by the Defence Minister has not been accepted not only by the DMK, by
all people of Tamil Nadu. | say that here also in the same manner. | would
like to inform you that the Chairman of the railway Board has said that 50
per cent of the noting should be in Hindi. They must understand that
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India is not 'Hindia'. India is a multilingual, multiethnic, multi-religious
and multicultural subcontinent. | demand through the chair that this
particular notification should immediately be withdrawn or they must give
a denial of what the Press has stated... Otherwise, the Ministry of Railways
would be converting itself into an instrument to impose Hindi on non-
Hindi speaking people. You are violating the assurance given by Pt.
Jawaharlal Nehru. We strongly oppose this kind of language policy pursued
by any Department of any Ministry in India.

Madam, now | come to another point which is about Salem. For
about ten years, cutting across party lines, we have been asking that
Salem should be announced as a separate Division. What is the problem?
Why can't you announce Salem as a separate Division? Is there anything
wrong in it? Are you going to incur any losses because of this? We will
be benefited if Salem is made a Division. We need not go to Palghat for
each and every thing.

| am coming to some other projects. The Southern Railway has
already given a complete picture about the projects pending in Tamil
Nadu. {Time-belt) It has been mentioned that a separate meeting was
arranged in Madurai by the Southern Railway. They have given a
comprehensive picture. | want that a White Paper should be issued by
the Ministry of Railways indicating the projects pending in Tamil Nadu. It
has not been mentioned how you are going to implement them. | will
take only one minute, Madam.

From Thirumayilan to Thiruvanmiyur a new train was introduced,
new line was inaugurated. A Member of Parliament and a former Minister
Shri T.R. Baalu was not invited to this inauguration function. In order not
to invite him, the inauguration ceremony was given up. An official has
done it. What is the policy in this regard? The Home Minister went there
last week. Another Minister Shri Ravi Shankar Prasad was also there.
They participated in a function. Another function was arranged in Anna
University by the IT Department. This University is within the South
Madras constituency represented by Shri T.R. Baalu. He was not invited
to this function. When he comes out of the NDA, is this the treatment
which should be given to him? The Government should not stoop to
such a low level. Who is behind all these things? Whether he is a Minister
or not, do you not think that he is a Member of Parliament? Is he not

SHRI BIMAL JALAN (Nominated): Madam, thank you very much for
giving me the floor. A number of very important issues have been raised,
both specific and some general ones, particularly, about the safety. But
I think | do not want to speak on any of the specific issues, or this particular
issue of safety, which is the overriding one, which is well known.

Madam, the reasons why | asked for the floor to speak today on the
Railway Budget was two-fold. One, that | have been, in different
capacities, involved, not only as a passenger, but also, on the other side
of the fence as it were, in the formulation of the Railway Budget over the
years. | have been most impressed by the amount of work that the Railway
ministry does. In my view, it is probably a unique enterprise, not only in
India, but also in the world. | cannot think of any other economic activity
of this particular size, which has been done so well over so many years.
And | think it is a unique example of which we, as Memebrs of Parliament,
and in the country as Indians, can really be proud. So, | wanted first, to
take this opportunity, to make a public statement of how important this
is in terms of economic activity, how well the job has been done, and felt
that | must take this opportunity to congratulate, to say publicly that the
Indian Railway service, the Railway Board and those hundreds and
thousands of staff are the real, unsung heroes of this achievement.They
have provided connectivity all over India at relatively low cost. This is
one of the cheapest railway systems in the world, the most extensive.
While there are problems, we must not lose sight of the fact that this is a
national asset of an order of which we can all be very, very proud.

We have had Ministers; they have come and gone. We have had
some excellent, forward-looking Ministers, and the present Minister is
one of them. We have had some self-centred Ministers; we have had
some Ministers who have been neither. But the Railway Ministry, the
Railway service, have contributed enormously to this country. As a former
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Civil Servant, | must take this opportunity to say what they have done
for this country is really worth emulating elsewhere in the system also.
This was the first purpose.

The second purpose was to make a couple of suggestions. And the
reason why | make these suggestions-yes, | know that the Parliament or
the Lok Sabha, would be dissolved in a couple of days-is that the next
three month would provide the time when the suggestions that | am
making, if they are prima facie useful, can be considered by the Railway
Ministry. And if it has some substance, then perhaps it can be
reconsidered after three to four months. This would be a period of lull, |
presume, in terms of the political pressure on the Railway Ministry,
because everybody would be busy elsewhere. Let me make those two
suggestions.

Well, Madam, as | said earlier this is an enterprise of great importance
which has been constrained somewhat by the budgetary problems and
financial constraints that we have had all over the public sector. Today, |
believe-and it would be difficult to contradict this particular point-that we
are in a position where this enterprise, the railway enterprise, can not
only be the most extensive in the world, but also the most efficient and
technically the most advanced in the world, and finance should not be a
restraint or a constraint in achieving this objective. We do not have any
financial problems today. Whatever is required can be done. You can
have the best radar system, the best safety system, the best track system.
There is no problem. We have plenty of rupees also available at the
lowest interest rates in the last four years. For ten years' bonds, today
the interest rate is 5 per cent, for 15 years' bonds, it is 5.5 per cent. So
the resources are available for an activity of the kind that we are talking
about if we put our minds to it. But to put our minds to it and to take the
maximum advantage of this particular process, the whole budgetary
process, it seems to me, in the Railways has to change. It is a very, very
old system which does not take into account all the commercial realities
as they exist. | would suggest-this is entirely for consideration of the
present Minister and his staff-that he should divide the Railways Budget
into two parts. The balance sheet of the first part, what | call the
commercial part, would be as per our best auditing standards as certified
by the Chartered Accountants Association or whoever are the regulatory
bodies for this. | believe that roughly 80 to 85 per cent of the Budget of
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the Railways-Capital Budget as well as the Revenue Budget-can fall into
that part which will be commercially viable; which will give revenue stream;
which will give a reasonable rate of return and which will allow the Railways
to raise the amount of money that they want to raise from the market at
rates of interests which are viable. There should be no budgetary support
for this part.

Then, there is a part-B, or, whatever you call it,the social part. |
think, the Railway Minister is absolutely right that in our country we cannot
think of the Railways as being entirely commercial. But the fact remains
that probably 80 per cent of it is commercial, which pays for itself in
terms of traffic. It is only 15 to 20 per cent for which social consideration
is important and should be provided. Every Indian has a right to have
Railways within reach Just as he has a right for water within reach; just
as he has a right for food within reach. Similarly, he should have Railways
within reach. But that is a social responsibility. This part would be the
social part. It is not more than 15 or 20 per cent and that is something
which should be supported by the consumer. What | am suggesting is
something which requires a lot of preparation. That is why | am making it
now. We have three months to consider it. The budgetary support, the
so-called budgetary support, through the Budget would be for the part
that is transparently social. We know that it is social. We should convince
ourselves that it is social. The rest of the Railway Budget can be funded
by the Financial market. Today, you have the opportunity to remove the
financial constraints. This will provide transparency to the whole process
rather than muddling the Budget with this, that and the other. | believe
that we can raise any amount of resources that the Railways can usefully
spend through this particular process. This is a suggestion. This requires
a lot of preparation. But, | am sure, the Railways can get the best
professional advice on this if, prima facie, they consider it useful to
consider it.

My second suggestion is that, Madam, this is an old, old system in
terms of management as well as in terms of the different layers which
are involved in managing this particular enterprise. The second
suggestion is, we will benefit if there is a professional "System Audit" of
the Railway system, the way we do business, the way we do it. It is not
personal; it is the entirety of the manner in which papers move; the way
things are done. For example, if you look at the Railway Budget, we
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have project; we have schemes; we have missions; we have yojanas
and we have various kinds of funds. But all of them are concentrated on
the same lines. Ultimately, railways are lines, tracks. You are modernising
them; you are making them safer; you are putting radar there and so on
and so forth. If you have a project which has all these different heads,
there is a project; there is a safety scheme with a fund; there is a yojana
like Vikas Yojana and there is a technical mission, mission for signal and
commission, mission for transport-all these are very laudatory purposes.
There are also a number of authorities involved, for example, the | IT,
HRD, industry, different Departments of Railways and different layers of
Railways doing different things. Now, | wounder whether a system audit
can be done to improve the way of managing and doing business, to
reduce the amount of paperwork, inter-departmental consultations and
inter-departmental inputs into it. My guess is that if you do a proper
system audit and introduce it over the nex two, three years, then we will
save 25-30 per cent in terms of time and 25-30 per cent in terms of cost
of doing the business. In the aggregate, it will give you additional amount
of resources and savings. It will not change what we want to do, either
socially or in terms of the economic purposes, which you have in mind.

Finally, Madam, one thing, which | had informally also taken up, is
the excessive noise pollution. In metropolitan areas, overcrowded areas,
where there are lakhs and lakhs of inhabitants,it is not the railway track
noise, but again the old process of whistling from a distance when there
were only villages, and trains passing through a village. So, you are
telling the villagers. There may be a very good reason for it, but | have
not seen this kind of noise anywhere persistently throughout the night
and | am sure that a lot of harm is caused to the congested population,
particularly in large towns, metropolitan areas where lakhs and lakhs of
people live within two kilometres of railway track. So, this is something
that | would urge the Railway Minister to give some attention to this over
a period of time. It may take three, four years. This is our own system.
This has to be done. Madam, | am sorry for taking your time, but | thought
I will make these suggestions which can be examined in the next three
or four months. Once again, Madam, let me tell you what a great enterprice
that we are talking about, we can all be proud as we disperse from here.
Let me just tell the Railway people that they have done a great job. My
only purpose is to try and make it greater. Thank you.

The best proposal is the
introduction of 18 superfast trains.These 18 superfast trains will connect
the State capitals with the natioal capital. This is good. But all other
proposals, which are given in the Interim Budget, are as usual in nature.

Sir, the Railway Minister has shown some concern for the safety and
security of the passengers. For this purpose, the strengthening of the
Railway Protection Force (RPF) is being considered. This Railway
Protection Force is highly essential for protecting the passengers and
their properties. Earlier the passenger protection was being done by the
GRR Now-a-days, thefts and other barbaric activities are going on inside
the trains and on the platforms. Earlier also such things were happening.
Our Minister has given some serious thought to this. So far so good. It is
right. Everybody knows that now-a-days it is hazardous to travel in
Railways and that thefts and other inhuman, barbaric and uncivilised
crimes are taking place inside the trains. There are instances of mob-
attack on certain passengers as well as some parties also. Such types
of attacks have been witnessed at different places in India in recent
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months. The attack on innocent North-East passengers in several trains
at Jamalpur, Barsoi and Katihar in November is one such act of violence.
Thefts are occurring in different compartments of a running trains. So,
the deployment of the Railway Protection Force for the security of the
passengers is welcome. But | would like to caution the Minister that if
there is no proper code of conduct for the RPF, perhaps, the goodwill of
the Minister may not succeed because we have seen that sometimes
the Railway Protection Force or other forces are themselves doing
mischief. This should be taken note of.

Sir, there are some lacunae in the Railway Recruitment Policy and
because of these lacunae in the Railway Recruitment Policy we have
seen some unwarranted events happening, particularly, in November when
some rioting took place in Assam and Bihar. So, this Railway Recruitment
Policy must be reviewed. This is an outdated Recruitment Policy. It does
not suit to the present time because unemployment is rampant all over
India, in all the States. Therefore, "C" and "D" category services in the
Railways should be reserved for the respective States. This is my humble
request to the Railway Minister.

Secondly, Sir, | have got a letter from Mr. Vipan Nanda, General
Manager of North Frontier Railway. It is shown in this letter that the
percentage of youths from the North-Eastern States appointed in the
North Frontier Railway is 41.5. It shows that the appointment of local
youths, particularly, from North-Eastern States, in the North Frontier
Railway is less than 50 per cent. So, this Recruitment Policy should be
reviewed because people in different States want some reservation for
them in their respective States. When people want such type of
reservation, if the Minister repeatedly says that it cannot be done, then
certain difficulties are likely to arise and some rioting would also take
place. | would like to request the hon. Minister to consider this matter
very seriously.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | would like to bring to the notice of the hon.
Minister certain problems being faced by the people in Assam and in the
North-East. There is a railway line on the Northern bank of the
Brahmaputra, from Rangia to Murkongchelek.This railway line should be
converted into broad-gauge line; otherwise, the Bogibil bridge would
become useless because after Dibrugarh on the Southern part of the
Brahmaputra, there is a broad-gauge railway line. Therefore, this railway
line should be converted into a broad-gauge line.
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The Railway Minister has made promises, but no steps have been
taken to fulfil those promises.

Secondly, there are certain other railway lines which need to be
converted into broad-gauge lines. These are my suggestions. Sir, budget
is a budget, whether it is an Interim Budget or something else. This
Interim Budget (Railways) is for wooing the people in the ensuing elections.
The hon. Railway Minister should be bold enough to take steps for
development. The development work which is being done is not enough.
With these words, | conclude. Thank you.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (Kerala): Thank you, Madam, for
giving me a chance to take part in the discussion on the Railway Budget,
which is presented by the hon. Railway Minister. The first point which |
would like to cite is regarding to Budget exercise itself.
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Madam, it is said that it is the Railway Budget for the entire financial
year, and that the hon. Minister is only seeking Vote-on-Account for the
first four months of the year. So, my first question is, what is the
significance of the Budget, the anticipated estimates of receipts and
expenditure for the whole financial year? Yesterday, the hon. Finance
Minister has presented the General Budget. It is being described as an
Interim Budget. But, here, | feel, it is a full-fledged Railway Budget for
the year 2004-05.

As far as the General Budget is concerned, it is only an Interim
Budget, that is the statement made even by the Finance Minister in his
speeches. There also, Vote-on-account for four months is sought. Still,
the doubt remains on what is meant by the Vote-on-Account, what is
meant by Interim Budget, what is meant by the Railway Budget and
seeking Vote-on-Account for four months. That technical question has to
be answered and doubts cleared first. As far as estimates, which have
been mentioned in the speech, are concerned, it is seen that almost all
the projects have been discussed elaborately. My question is whether
this Government, the NDA Government has the moral authority to have a
full-fledged Budget for the entire financial year. It is not for the financial
year alone. It has gone up to next five years, what would be the
development of the Indian Railways in the next five years, what are the
projects and what are the additional allocations. Everything has been
mentioned in this Budget. That is why this Government, the NDA
Government, which is just to go and is at a stage of leaving, has no
moral authority to make such a statement or such a Budget before this
House. This is my second point. This purpose behind this Budget is only
elections. So, this is pre-election Budget and nothing else. It is very
clear from the benefits, concessions that have been announced.
Otherwise, why should the Government come forward with a Budget
instead of seeking a Vote-on-Account? It is a pre-election Budget and
nothing else. It is only to woo the electorate and nothing else. What are
the benefits and concession which have been stated in the Budget?
Whatever concessions have been given in the Budget, they are only for
the rich. | would appreciate the hon. Minister because it is fully in line
with the policy, the pro-rich policy of the Government of India, the NDA
Government because almost all the concessions in the earlier Budget
and in this Budget have been given to the rich people. This is a new
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trend. The downtrodden people of this country are totally ignored. It is
being seen everywhere, in every General Budget and Railway Budget.
These benefits are only for the corporate houses, rich classes and those
who are travelling in AC Class or other higher classes. They will only be
benefited by these concessions. It is being stated in the electronic media
that e-ticketing, internet facilities, etc. for booking tickets, is a big
achievement. Who would be the sufferer? Definitely, the sufferer will be
the common man who is standing in a long queue at some railway station
for buying a ticket. So, this is the big achievement of this Government!
Not only this, while going through all these announcements including the
announcements made on January 8 and the Railway Budget
announcements, we find that everywhere SMS, and electronic facilities
are being mentioned. Only the rich class people or upper middle class
people are being benefited by all these announcements. Railway is the
poor man's means of travelling. But the common man is being ignored
even in this Budget.

Madam, coming to the Budget estimates for the year 2004-05, |
would submit what these estimates are not based on reality. The gross
traffic receipt is at Rs. 44,482 crores. This is the total or gross traffic
receipt. It is Rs. 1877 crores in excess of, that is, more than the
revised estimates of the current year. And 3.2 per cent passenger
traffic growth is expected in this Budget. Similarly, increase of 20
million tonnes freight is expected. My question is how this can be
achieved. What is the plan for it? Are there any new trains or some
other infrastructure development? | would like to know whether any
plan is there in order to achieve this target. The hon. Minister is very
much proud-all of us are proud-of the Golden Quardilateral National
Highway Development and all that. So, how will the freight traffic in the
Railways be increasing? | would like to know whether any new lines or
new projects will be there. | would say that this 3.2 per cent growth as
well as 20 million tonne freight growth is not based on reality. As far this
increase is concerned, | would like to know whether the Railways have
any plan to mobilise their internal resources. Nothing has been
mentioned except the budgetary support and other project support.
The Railways have totally failed in mobilising the internal resources in
order to have the future development in the Indian Railways.
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Now, | come to a very important point, which has been mentioned by
almost all the hon. Members, at page 35 of the speech regarding remote
area Rail Sampark Yojana. According to the hon. Railway Minister, it is
an ambitious programme. The hon. Minister is admitting the fact that
there are 230 projects, worth about Rs. 43,000 crores, pending before
the Railway Ministry. The Railways is going to complete all these projects-
new lines, gauge conversion, doubling, electrification, etc.-within a span
of five years! For this, an additional outlay of Rs. 20,000 crores is
earmarked in the Interim Budget. How the Ministry is going to mobilise
the resources for this? There is no reply. From where the Ministry is
going to get Rs. 20,000 crores for completion-execution and commission-
of these projects within the five-year time? This is only a mere
announcement in the Budget, nothing else. How the resources are going
to be mobilised? | would like to know whether there is any internal resource
mobilisation. Nothing has been mentioned here. The Budget says that
there would be employment generation from these projects. Madam, the
Minister said that three lakh people would be given employment during
the construction work, eighteen thousand people would be required per
annum for normal maintenance and operations and fifty-five thousand
people would be getting indirect employment per year. It is very unfortunate
to say what kind of employment to three lakh people would be given. The
project work will be given on contract basis. Sub-human conditions are
prevailing in almost all the construction sites of the Railways.

Now, coming to the maintenance, the Minister say that eighteen
thousand people would be given employment in the area of maintenance
and operations per year. Madam, in the Railways, almost all the
maintenance works are being given to the private firms on contract basis.
If that is the position, how are you going to generate fresh employment
opportunities, by giving a meagre salary? Madam, regarding giving
employment to 55,000 people indirectly during the construction of these
projects, | would say that it is a mere jugglery of arithmetic.

I now come to the passenger amenities. What are the facilities that
you are providing? Is there any mention of passenger amenities in the
Budget? Nothing has been mentioned in the Budget Speech regarding
provision of better facilities to passengers, especially in the long-distance
trains. What about the cleanlines in trains? What about the cleanliness at
stations? What about the hygienic conditions in trains and at stations?

It is very pathetic, which cannot be mentioned here. The fate of the
passengers travelling in trains is worse in these days of viral fever,
especially in the trains on long-distance routes, such as Trivandrum-
Kolkata or Guwahati-Delhi. The hygienic condition in trains and at
stations is very bad. This issue has to be given the utmost priority.
This is my submission. Cleaning should be given the utmost priority in
railway compartments and at railway stations. There is also a problem
with regard to drinking water. We should also give top priority to
providing safe drinking water at stations and in compartments.
Coming to the development of Railways in my State, Kerala, | would
like to say that the hon. Chief Minister of Kerala has submitted a
detailed Memorandum to the Hon. Railway Minister. | request that the
issues mentioned in the Memorandum may be considered.

Madam, one more submission | wish to make is: There is a long
pending demand from Kerala that this State may be given an exclusive
zonal railway status. It is a long-pending demand of the people of Kerala.
This may also be considered by the hon. Minister. With these words,
Madam, | oppose the Interim Budget. Thank you.

Are you
opposing all the proposals of the Railway Budget? Then, he will have to
come back again to execute everything. So, you are almost giving him a
clean chit to come back. Okay. Now, | have Mr. Javere Gowda. Not
present.

Then the
needy projects in Marathwada have not yet been started. | can give the
example of Vidharba. The Narkhed-Amaravati railway line has been
pending since last one decade and because of the very low allocation of
funds and the escalation factor on this project, | am doubtful whether it
will be completed in the next decade or not. | do understand, | am
speaking for the regional imbalance. Railway is a productive activity. It
generates traes, communication and employment. So, | am here to draw
the attention of the hon. Railway Minister to pay more attention to
Maharashtra in general, and to Vidharba and Marathwada in particular.
These are the most backward regions and Railways can be productive
in this particular region. | have received many representations regarding
Manmad-Daund and Daund-Manmad Railways. The people of the Baramati
and Daund represented to the hon. Minister that Daund be merged with
the Pune Division because it is closer to Pune than to Sholapur. But, a
deaf ear has been turned up to the demand of the people. They also
have a reasonable demand that a diesel-shed located at Pune, in view
of the scarcity of land at pune, should be shifted to Daund. They demanded
that Manmad-Daund track and Daund-Pune track be electrified on top
priority. Detailed representations in respect of various projects in
Marathwada, Vidharba and Western Maharashtra, particularly Pune,
Manmad and Daund, are not being looked into. Today again, | despatched
a reminder letter along with the representations to the hon. Minister, |
hope he will take care of them and do the needful. Thank you.
