Generally, we are for taking care of all the aspects of the functioning of the Legislature
through Parliamentary Committees. There are not two opinions on that. But on the
question of salaries and other amenities of the MPs, there appears to be a conflict
of interest

Earlier, when Shri Pramod Mahajan was the Minister of Parliamentary Affairs,
he suggested to all parties to give their recommendation in writing. So, we had
suggested that an independent committee, at least on the salaries and other
amenities of the MPs should be constituted, because there is a conflict of
interest and this is, perhaps they only section which is taking upon itself the
responsibility of fixing its salaries and amenities.
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It is not that they are very high in all respects. That is not our point. The point is
that there is no mechanism. We are deciding them for ourselves. This, | think,
needs to be changed. On all other aspects of the functioning of the Legislature, it
is the Parliamentary Committees that decide. We seriously want to guard the
independence of the Legislature and there are no two opinions on that. But on
this question, | think, there has to be a very categorical change, whether we like
it or not. The Parliament should also self introspect on that. The current stock of
Parliamentarians are such that they are taken in for criticism on this kind of
issues. Therefore, on the question of deciding the salaries and other amenities
of the MPs, | think some independent procedure must be evolved through our
discussion here itself so that we can fix this kind of things without any
controversy. Thank you.

SHRIFALIS. NARIMAN (Nominated): Madam Deputy Chairman, in this
happy mood of the House, | am sorry to strike a slight note of caution. Whenever
we provide more perks and facilities for the Members of Parliament, we are
always criticised. Often, | believe, and rightly, our performance is assessed at
the bar of public opinion and at the bar of public opinion our performance in
Parliament, as Members of Parliament, sometimes leaves much to be desired. So,
I respectfully suggest that we should honestly face it. At times like this, we
should, | believe be critical of ourselves. Why do we not provide, for instance, if
necessary by a resolution, as unanimously as we are going to pass this Bill,
that, if for any reason, the proceedings of the House, on any day, are not held,
the Members are not entitled to their daily wage? No work, no pay. the Bhagvad Gita
says, "Whatever the imporatant people do, others follow". Why can't we set an
example? The people, | believe, expect us to do that. If we show we are
responsive to genuine public opinion, | am sure, public opinion will not grudge our
perks, pay and privileges. We must, | suggest, by example, not by preachings,
show to the people that parliamentary demoracy is the best form of Government,
and as a start, | humbly believe we should adopt rules implementing the three
Repors of the Ethics Committee which have already been unanimously adopted
by this House. Thank you.

SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA (West Bengal): Thank you every much,
Madam, | entirely agree with Shri Nilotpal Basu. We had also made this a point.
Last time, when Shri Pramod Mahajan was the Minister of
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Parliamentary Affairs and the last amendment took place, we gave a
categorical suggestion that these things, particularly, the amenities and salaries
of the Members of Parliament, should not be decided by the Members of
Parliament or a committee constituted by the Members of Parliament alone. We
had also suggested, as Shri Nilotpal Basu has rightly pointed out, that some
committee should be constituted and that committee should recommend these
things. While appreciating this Bill, | am not critical of this Bill at present. But |
would like to communicate, through you, Madam, to the committee that
decides the salaries and other amenities of the Members of Parliament that the ex-
Members should be provided with telephone facility. A minimum telephone facility
should be provided to the ex-Members. Today, we have 1,50,000 calls and we are
trying to take care of the problems. But even after a Member retires from the
House, he does not retire from the social life. So, you can provide this telephone
facility in a restricted manner. You can fix the number of calls that can be allowed
per month. But the telephone facility should be given to the ex-Members also. That
is my suggestion. And once again, | repeat that a separate independent
committee should be constituted and this committee should take care of the
salaries and allowances of the Members of Parliament.

SHRI SHANKAR ROY CHOWDHURY (West Bengal): Madam, | have no
objection to our voting as much pay, as much pension and as many facilities as
we like because, notwithstanding the conflict of interests which Mr. Nilotpal
Basu has brought out, this is the system. But | do believe that we must lay
down firmly the terms and conditions of our service. There must be a fixed
number of sittings of Parliament every year. There must be a fixed number of
hours for which all of us have to be present in the Parliament. And | very strongly
support Mr. Fali S. Nariman's suggestion that there should be a Principle of no work
no pay' if we create a disturbance in the functioning of the House as a mark of
protest or whatever else and the House is adjourned. Then, | do think that as
an institution on which the nation spends approximately the same amount that it
spends in defending Siachin, we should give something back to the nation. The
minimum that we can do is this. We should follow the principle of 'no work no pay'
for that day, as also no allowances for that day.
