(a) to {c) As per the Indian Hydrocarbon Vision-2025 the demand of
natural gas for power sector is estimated to be 119 Million Standard Cubic
Meters Per Day (MMSCMD) by the year 2006-07. In 2002-03, as against
the allocation of 52.4 MMSCMD of gas to Power Sector Projects, the
average gas supply was around 27.2 MMSCMD. Currently, as against the
total allocation of around 120 MMSCMD of natural gas, the supplies have
been only around 65 MMSCMD. Therefare, it is not possible to consider
