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Though there is difficulty in getting competent faculty for the IIT
system particularly in some of the disciplines, however, this is not
affecting the teaching in the IIT adversely. IITs have been continuously
evolving new ways of attracting the retaining quality faculty. lITs have
recently started practice of having standing advertisement for inviting
applications for faculty positions in the |IT system. They have also taken
initiatives of attracting competent academics from universities abroad.
A committee set up by the governrment to review functioning of IITs is
specially looking into the issues relating to attracting and retaining high
quality faculty in the IIT system, so that lIT continue to get and retain
high quality faculty.

Establishment of Institutes for Quality Teaching
