SHRI ILD. SWAMI: Mr. Chairman, Sir, the total percentage of minorities in
the country against the total population is about 17 per cent. In the ITBP,
CRPF, CISF, BSF and Assam Rifles, which are the Central Paramilitary
Forces, the representation of minorities is 7.79 per cent, 12.09 per cent, 10.82 per
cent, 12.58 per cent and 13.37 per cent respectively, and the total percentage of
representation is 11.39.

SHRI SHANKAR ROY CHOWDHURY: Mr. Chairman, Sir, while these
figures are being maintained, as regards the recruitment of minorities to the
Central Paramilitary Forces, is it also being ensured, at the time of recruitment,
that they meet the minimum qualifications?

SHRI I.D. SWAMI: Sir, what the hon. Member has said is correct. The
minimum educational qualifications and the age limit are also being observed.
No relaxation is given.

SHRI AIMADUDDIN AHMED KHAN (DURRU): Sir, this is regarding
the Rapid Action Force. We are given to understand, I stand corrected if I am not
right, that when it was constituted, it was decided that one-third of the personnel
of the Rapid Action Force would be from the minorities. Is it correct? If It is so,
what is the percentage of minorities in the Rapid Action Force?

SHRI I.D. SWAMI: Sir, there was no such stipulation anywhere that one-
third of the personnel of the Rapid Action Force would from the minorities.
There was no such thing. There is no such separate thing.

SHRI AIMADUDDIN AHMED KHAN (DURRU): What is the percentage of
minorities now?

SHRI I.D. SWAMI: Sir, it is a part of the CRPF. The Rapid Action
Force is part of the CRPF.
