SHRI SK. KHABIR UDDIN AHMED (West Bengal): Mr. Chairman.
Sir, hon. Member, Shri Rama Shanker Kaushik, has raised a very important
issue. | would like to say, with a heavy heart, that the sugarcane growers are
in a crisis, throughout the country. Recently, a serious situation has arisen
specially, in Uttar Pradesh.

Therefore, the
Government should take necessary steps immediately to clear the arrears due
to the sugarcane growers.

The Centre has fixed the Statutory Minimum Price of sugarcane at
Rs.64.50 per quintal for 2002-03, as against Rs.62.05 last year. | would like to
know from the hon. Minister whether it is adequate. The Government should
come forward to solve the problem.

One of the main objectives of the Sugarcane Development Fund is
defraying the expenditure for the purpose of building up and maintenance of a
buffer stock, with a view to stabilising the price of sugar. But did it really
protect the interests of the farmers by stabilizing the sugar price? Moreover,
the farmers are not being paid the price for the sugarcane, by the mill-owners
in time, which, ultimately, results in the growers going in for other options. If
this situation continues, the Indian farmers, particularly, the
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sugarcane growers, will continue to commit suicide, and in future, nobody will
grow sugarcane; as a 'result, within two or three years, the sugar price will
increase, t, therefore, urge upon the hon. Minister to take necessary steps and
let us know what steps he is going to take to solve the problem. Thank you.

SHRI S. VIDUTHALAI VIRUMBI (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Chairman, Sir,
due to paucity of time, | would straightaway put questions. Sir, there are many
reasons for the decrease in the price of sugar. According to an estimate, more
than 5,500 crore tonnes of sugar is lying in India, In Russia and Ukraine, which
are important sugar consumers, the domestic production of sugar has
increased. The important exporters of sugar like Brazil, the European Union,
Thailand, Australia and South Africa, are expected to produce 11 per cent
more sugar compared to the sugar which they produced last year. That is also
one of the reasons. According to the Agriculture Department of the US
Government, this year global production
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of sugar would increase by. 3.7 per cent. They are expecting that it would
increase from 133.9 million tonnes to 138.8 million tonnes. This is the gfobal
situation in which we have 10 compete with the other countries. These are
facts. | would like to know from the hon. Minister whether it is a fact that the
Allahabad High Court has given a judgement that the regulated release
mechanism is violative of our Constitution, is it a fact that the Allahabad High
Court has given a judgement? The sugar manufacturers have obtained stay
orders. They are now selling more sugar than what was allocated by the
Government. s it a fact?

| would also like to know whether any State Government has
announced subsidy on the export of sugar. If so, | would like to know which
State Government has announced subsidy.and to what extent. So far no
official order has been issued, | would like to know whether the sugar
manufacturers have stopped exporting their stocks in the hope that the
Government would issue such an order. If so, what action has the Government
taken?

Sir, the Director-G6énera! of the Indian Sugar Mills' Association says
that there is a gap of two lakh tonnes between the estimates given by the
Government of India and the Indian Sugar Mills' Association. They are saying
that the Government of India has over estimated it. If it is a fact, what is the
difference between the estimates put forward by the Indian Sugar Mills'
Association and the Government of India?

Is there any proposal to export sugar to Indonesia? Already there is a
lot of competition in the world. Indonesia needs 6.50,000 tonnes of sugar,
Malaysia also needs sugar. What action has the Government taken to obtain
orders from these countries?

Sir, there is a difference in the definition given by the Customs Tariff
Act and the Bureau of Indian Standards Act in regard to raw sugar and white
sugar. According to the Customs Tariff Act, if sugar contains 99,5 per cent
sucrose, it is raw sugar. The people who export sugar, can sell 20 per cent of
imported sugar in the local tariff area, | suppose. In the guise of raw sugar,
they are importing from other countries at lesser cost than what is actually the
manufacturing cost in India. They are trying to sell it in the local market under
the definition of the Bureau of Indian Standards Act, Therefore, | want to know
how are you going to solve this problem of difference between the definitions
of the Customs Tariff Act and the Bureau of Indian Standards Acts? Sir, after
having allocated Rs. 766 crores from the Sugar Development Fund, as well as,
the loan they are expecting from the bank, still there is a gap of Rs.3i4 crores
that sugar manufacturers have to
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pay to the sugarcane growers. According to your estimate. Rs.l 100 crores is
actually due to the sugarcane growers. You have made arrangements
including the loan that you are expecting to obtain from the bank. Rs.786
crores. Therefore, | want to know about the balance of Rs.3i4 crores, how are
you going to give to the sugarcane growers? Then, Sir, he said about the
demand that you have received from the Indian Sugar Mills Association and
the National Fertilizers Co-operative Sugar Factories Limited, that instead of
quarterly quota, it should be converted into monthly quota. If it is so, what is
the difference between these two? What action does the Government propose
to take? My next point is that we want 400 billion litres of ethanol. What action
has been taken by the Petroleum Ministry in coordination with your Ministry to
fulfil this requirement, The last question is, whether you had any interaction
with the State Governments regarding the reduction of sales tax in the States,
constitution of Welfare Boards for the agricultural labourers and loans for
agriculturists. If not, what is the reason? If you had any interaction, what action
"have you taken? With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much,

SHRI RAVULA CHANDRA SEKAR REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Thank
you. Sir. We are discussing the plight of farmers of our country. Sir, farmers
are facing a lot of difficulties and they are in distress, because they are not
getting remunerative prices, apart from severe drought. Sir. | want to know
from the Government whether they are considering to increase the Statutory
Minimum Price (SMP). as the present SMP is only Rs.64 per quintal. The
Minister has stated in hts statement that the Government would encourage
exports of sugar aggressively and further assistance to sugar exporters, in
addition to the existing facilities, Will the Minister spell out the details of this
scheme? Sir, apart from this, | would like to request the GovernrVient to see
that the dues of farmers, quarterly payments due to the farmers, should be
paid immediately. The Government of india should ensure that these
payments are made promptly. Lastly, | request the Government to review the
whole situation from the farmers' angle, from the angle of mitigating their
problems, not from the other angle, | repeat that the review should be from the
farmers' angle. As we are aware, in Uttar Pradesh, Maharashtra and Andhra
Pradesh, farmers are facing a lot of difficulties, The concepts of the
Government, 'lab to land' and *demand and supply' theory; all those things
remain mostly on paper. | want that these should be implemented in toto. The
research institutions which are doing exemplary work on sugarcane like in the
State of Maharashtra, the Vasant Dada Patil Institute should be encouraged. |

'SHRI R.KAMARAJ (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you very
much for giving me this opportunity to speak on this Calling Attention on the
plight of sugarcane growers in the country. The farmers who produce
sugarcane are facing a lot hardship because of various adverse factors.
However, in Tamilnadu proper roads are being laid connecting sugar factories
with the sugarcane fields to facilitate transportation.

Sir. the plight of sugarcane growers is really pathetic. Per hectare cost
of production of sugarcane is Rs. 53,760. But the sale price of 100 metric tons
of sugarcane produced in one hectare is just Rs. 62.050. The margin is so low
that a farmer gets very little not even enough to sustain his family. If there is
drought or flood they are drowned in indebtedness. This is the condition of
farmers today. It is said that when the price of sugar in the market goes up by
1 rupee per kg, the price of sugarcane should go up by Rs, 80 to 100 per ton.
But even when the price of sugar goes up by 2 rupees per kg in the market,
the price of sugarcane does not go up. | would request the Hon. Minister to
explain as to why the sugarcane price does not go up consequently,

There are some honest millers who are paying their bills on their own,
whatever may be the position of the market. But there are some dishonest
millers who are trying to carry on their trade, at the cost of the growers, who
are growing sugarcane with great difficulty in this hard situation of drought.
Now, my point is this. There are lakhs of tonnes of sugar which have been
dumped in godowns of the Government. A large number, tens of lakhs of
people are in the need of- sugar. Their figure is much more than in the past.
Then, why is this crisis? This is a pertinent question. It should be answered
straight away by the Government. | think the Government should release much
more stocks of sugar under the public distribution system. But it is not doing
so. If it releases more stocks, then, the situation would become somewhat
ease, and the crisis could be averted. Also, the Government should come
forward to rescue the sick mills and their owners'and see to it that the growers
are also paid their bills quite in time. There is nothing wrong in helping such
sictr mills. | don't mind in suggesting to the Government that it should take over
such milts, but that is a long- range and widespread problem.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, you are aware of the plight of the sugarcane
growers, as much as we know, because you repiesent the sugarcane farmers
also. | know it. It is up to you to prevail upon the Government and
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see to it that the Government comes forward to help the sugarcane growers so
that they are saved from this grave crisis,

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We will now take up the Statutory
Resolution disapproving the Delhi Metro Railwa." (Operation and
Maintenance) Ordinance, 2002, by Shri Pranab Mukheijee, and the Delhi
Metro (Operation and Maintenance) Bill, 2002, together,

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE (West Bengal): Madam, | move:

"That this House disapproves the Delhi Metro Railway (Operation
and Maintenance) Ordinance, 2002 (No. 7 of 2002)) promulgated
by the President on the 29™ October, 2002."

Madam, Deputy Chairperson, at the very outset, | would like to
make it quite clear that we are not obstructing, or, we are not going to
reject this Bill by disapproving it. But, we want to register our protest
because this Legislation has been brought through the Ordinance route.
Madam, you are fully aware tbat under Article 123 of the Constitution, the
President or the Executive is vested with the power to promulgate
Ordinances during the recess period of Parliament. What is the basic
objective of this power given to the Executive? The basic objective is to
ensure that the work of the Executive does not come to a standstill, when
Parliament is not in Session. Therefore, during the interregnum period, the
Executive is vested with law-making authority. Otherwise, it is the
exclusive domain of the Parliament to make laws. But certain exigencies might
arise during the interregnum period, that is, when Parliament is not in Session.
At that time, the Executive, can exercise its Ordinance-making authority.
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
