THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE (SHRI AJIT SINGH): Sir, during
2002-03, a total estimated area of £8.83 lakh hectares has been sown under
Kharif cotton, and it is expected to be about 75 lakh hectares, afier the final
estimates, including the rabi crop in some. States, as compared to last
year's corresponding area of 82.28 lakh hectares. The main reasons for
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decreased coverage are the drought conditions prevailing in various States
during this current mMonsoon season.

No State has, till date, reporied any instance of suicides committed
by the cotton growers which is linked with the prospects of cotton.

As agriculture s primarly a State subject and the Central
Government assumes a supporting role, the strategy being foliowed by the
Department of Agriculture and Cooperation for promoting cotton production
includes increasing the availability of quality seeds: increasing the area under
hybnd seed and providing thrust for the adoption of area specific production
technology; popularisation of Integrated Pest Management and Insecticide
Resistance Management methods to minimise use of chemical pesticides,
increasing the imgated area and promoting efficient use of water through
dissemination of nfermation on the use of water management techniques;
and, focus on transfer of technoiogy to farmers through field demonstrations
and farmers traming.

[THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.]

Further, the cotton crop is covered under the National Agriculiure
Insyrance Scheme under which the farmers, who have insured their crop,
are provided compensation in accordance with the norms prescriced. In
addition to this, to safeguard the interests of the cotton growers, the Central
Government announces Minimum Support Prices for the procurement of
cotton through the Cotton Corperation of India under the Ministry of
Textiles, in all the States except Maharashtra, where the State Government
undertakes procurement through the Maharashtra State Cotton Federation.

Madam, | take this opportunity to assure this House that we will
not be found wanting in responding to any call for assistance from the
States to mitigate the hardship, if any, being faced by the cotton growers in
the country.

SHRI PRITHVIRAJ CHAVAN: Madam, the fact remains that these
suicide deaths have been thoroughly investigated by the Maharashtra
Government. They were not cotton farmers. They had not come to the
monopoly cotton  procurement centres  which the Government of
Maharashtra runs. ...[nterruptions)... Madam, first of all, [ think the Minister
has given an erroneous information in his statement. My information is this.
In paragraph 5 of the statement, the Minister says that the Cotton
Corporation of India, Ministry of Textiles, procures cotton from all the States,
except Maharashtra. | think the Minister doesn't have the current
information. The Maharashtra Cotton Monopoly Scheme has been amended
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and now the Maharashtra Government has permitted the Cotton Corporation
of India also to procure cotton from Maharashitra. Not only that, the
Monopoly Cotton Federation has given 201 licences. | think the statement of
the Minister needs to be corrected:

Madam, | woukd like to say that the grave crisis m the agnculture
sector of the country is because of non-remunerative prices. That is the key
issue. | want 10 know from the Minister whether it is a fact that the
Government of Maharashtra has written to the hon. Minister for increasing
the import duty on cotton so that the imported cotton does not land in the
country and the prices of cotton don't get suppressed. That is the real
issue. The Government has kept the pricas of imported cotton very, very
low under the pressure of cotton mills. That is why farmers are not getting
remunerative prices for their produce. Fortunately, this year, also the
Maharashira Government is running the Cotton Monopoly Scheme, It is not
wound up. It is completely wrong to say that the Maharashtra Cotton
Monopoly Scheme is wound up. The Maharashtra Cotton Monopoly Scheme
will continue support operations. As long as the prices are higher in the
market, they can go to the private traders and other agencies of the Cotton
Corporation. But the Maharashtra Government will intervene when the prices
go below the Minimum Support Price. At the same time, | request the hon.

SHRI C. RAMACHANDRAIAH (Andhra Pradesh): Yes, Madam. This
IS a subject which was discussed in this House earlier also. | will directly
come to the main points because | do not want to take much time of the
House.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please put direct questions.

SHRI C. RAMACHANDRAIAH: It is true that the maximum suicide
deaths that are taking place in the farming community are from the cotton
growers, especially from Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh and Gujarat, which
are the main cotton growing States. The basic problem is, low quality of
seeds and spurious’ pesticides are being supplied to the farmers. Till now,
no foolproof mechanism has been developed so that quality pesticides are
supplied to the farmers. | am not exaggerating when | say that even the
farmers, who are in distress, are not prepared to consume those pesticides
to commit suicide because of their jow quality. This kind of pesticides are
being supplied to the farmers throughout the country.  Till now, the
Government has not initiated any action to control this.

The second aspect is this. | wanted {0 cover the wider aspect of
the problem. We have been growing more of cotton than the demand and
we do not have the core competence to compete in the international
market. As i said yesterday, we have removed the quantitative restrictions.
We have allowed products to come to India from other countrias. We do
not have the core competence to compete with those products either in
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terms of prices, or in terms of quality. So, these are the basic problems
that are being faced by us. We could not pick up the indigenous demand
also. As a result, more than 60 per cent of ocur spinning mills have closed
down, and rest are on the verge of clogure. The Lakshmi Mills, which ance
used 1o be the pride of the nation, is in doldrums, now. | need nct tell the
story of the National Textiles Corporations. The solution lies in improving
the productivity, especially in cotton .crop. I | disclose the data -- that is
also a controversy -- in a website | found that the average production of
India in 2001-02 was 293 kg. per hectare; but the hon. Minister, in his reply,
has given a figure of 191 kg. per hectare. In India, the average cotton
production per hectare is 191 Kgs.; in United States, it is 708 Kgs.; in China,
it is 1089 Kgs.; in Egypt, it is 980 Kgs.; and in Pakistan, it is 610 Kgs. So,
uniass you improve the productivity, they will not be much benefited. They
will not be in a position.to compete with other products. That is why the
axtent of area, that is being used for cotton cultivation, is going down. That
means, we are throwing people, the farming community, out of this
particular profession to the other sectors. $90, my two basic questions are:
What is the Government contemplating to increase the productivity of
cotton? What mechanism is the Government developing to suggest the
alternative crops in black cotton soif? Most of the farmers, who have black
cotton soil, go only for cotton cultivation. They are not aware of the
alternative crops that can be grown in this kind of soil. The State
Agricultural Extension Centres, throughout the country, are not guiding the
farmers properly. We have got a number of research centres and research
institutes. But no institute has served the purpose of the farmers, in respect
of having some alternative crops. The third aspect on which | would like to
seek reply from the Government is, what is the mechanism you would like
to have to...{nterruptions)...

SHRI C.O. POULOSE (Kerala): Madam, Deputy Chairman, earlier,
the total area under cotton cultivation was about ten million hectares. Now
it has come down to something like six million hectares. Besides this, the
productivity level has also come down. It is stagnating at 300 kilograms per
hectare, while the world average is about 560 kilograms per hectare.
Recently, the other day, in response to a guestion put in the Lok Sabha, it
was mentioned that the productivity level has come down to 190 kilograms
per hectare.

Pest attacks are on the increase due to which farmers are
compelled to burn all their produce. The Cotton Committee, headed by the
Commissioner (Cotton) is calculating the required amount of cotton, every
year as if there has been a surplus position.

Madam, the international price of cotion is also going down. The
report of the Hindu Business Review of March says, "After the commercial
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production of cotton has started, this year the cotton price in the
international market is at the bottom low." Madam, not only that, after the
Textile Policy of 1985, the use of multi-fibres was aliowed. The man-made
fiore was increasingly used, and hence the necessity of cotton was
subsided. Now, for weaving and producing of yarn, only 60 per cent of
cotton is consumed. So, cotton is in surplus. Oue to the combined effect
of all these things. the price of cotton is going down and down. To help
farmers. it has been said that the Cotton Corporation of India is going to
purchase cotton from anywhere. But the experience of the peasantry has
been that the CCI is not present anywhere to purchase their cotton. So,
everywhere, in the cotton producing States, the agricuttural poputation is in
distress. The need of the hour i5 that the Government should come forward
to have a uniform policy to procure cotton from market and help the
peasantry. Not only that, in Maharashtra, there is'a particular scheme, and
that paMicular scheme should be operative throtighout the State. | request
the Centre Government to come forward and extend all the help that is
needed by the Mabarashtra Govemment for a complete and monopoly
procurement of cotton from farmers. That is all | wanted to say. Thank you,
Madam.

Farmers are afraid of growing cotton seeing the hardships faced by the
growers. That is why the Government of Tamil Nadu has taken several
measures to help colton growers and increase cotton production in the
State. Under the Chairmanship of the Secretary of Agncuiture, the State
Cotton Councit has been setup to look into the problems of cotion growers
and to promote cotton farming. Before 1991, cotton was grown in less than
two lakh hectares in Tamil Nadu. But during the period between 1991-1996,
many steps were taken to increase the acreage of cotton farming.

SHRI 8. VIDUTHALAI VIRUMBI : Madam Oeputy Chairperson, the
calling attention brought before us for discussion is not confined to the
Ministry of Agriculture alone; the spread is more. The hon. Minister of
Agricutture should not feel that we are geoing into other areas also. Madam,
cotton production has been affected because the fact that, within a
quinquennium, the production area has declined by 6 lakh hectares from 91
lakh hectares to 85 lakh hectares; and, in the same period, that is, between
1996-97 and 2000-01, the average production, per hectare, has come down
to 191 kg from 265 kg. Earlier, it was called the white gold. Now, it has
actually become the darkest thing of our nation. Consequently, Tamil Nadu
is also affected. The area come down to 1.93 lakh hectares from 2.52 lakh
hectares. My feeling is, the Ministry of Agriculture alone can‘t do it. But
they have to take some initiative for solving the problem. The important
issue is regarding MSP, and procurement by the Government. If we go
through the replies to Q.No. 1766 dated 2™ August, 2002, and Q.No. 2082
dated 22™ March, 2002, what we understand is that, in the last 5 months,
the Cotton Corporation of India has purchased only one-lakh-and-forty-
thousand bales. This is the information we have got from 'the reply given by
the Government itself. This is the situation. What is the remedy? The
remedy is different in nature. Madam, import duty has been enhanced from
5% to 10%. | would like to know whether the Government would come
forward to enmhance the import duty further, taking into consideration the
WTO fimit. Now, under the WTOQ limit, how much more import duty can we
impose? You look into this, and, if possible, raise the import duty so as to
curb the cotton imports. Would the Government do it? This is my first
point

in the case of sugar, you are providing free transportation from the
production area 10 the port. | would like to know whether the same kind of
faciity would be provided for cotton exports also. This is my second
question,
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Madam, my third question is regarding subsidy. According to the
Tenth Plan, the Government has decided to enhance the subsidy for
distribution of seeds, bio-agents, sprayers, drip irrigation system, etc. than
what was provided in the Ninth Plan. | would like to know whether the
Government has already started implementing it or whether it is going to
implerment i,  What is the present status? If it has not been done so far, |
want t¢ know from the hon. Minister, from when and how he is going -to
implement this, and whether there is going to be any modification.

My fourth question is related te yam production. | hail from a
State which accounts for nearly 70-75 per cent of the total production of
yarn in the whole country. OQur yarn production has been affected. We are
producing only 5-7 per cent of cotton that is required for producing yamn.
The problem is regarding yam. The excise duty on yarn was only 5§ per
cent. But there is 15 per cent additional excise duty over and above the
excise duty. 1t has been raised by the Finance Ministry from 5 per cent to 8
per cent. Further 15 per cent additional duty means, the effective duty on
yarn has been raised from 5.75 per cent to 9.2 per cent. | want to know
from the hon. Minister whether he would approach his friend in the Cabinet
to see that the excise duty on yam is reduced to 4%. Then only the
procblem can be solved. Otherwise, you cannot alone solve the problems of
the cotton growers.

Another point is this. As regards the Modemisation Scherne, there
are certain problems. When the mills are affected, automatically the cotton
merchants and the cotton growers are alsc affected. | would tell you how
the mills are affected. It may be a sensitive issue. But | have to tell you the
fact. An amount of Rs.25,000 crores was allocated for the Modernisation
Scheme. But, what is the ground reality? Despite this Modernisation
Scheme, when the textile mills approach the banks, the banks stipulate, "If
you have shown profit for the last three consecutive years, we will give you
the loan for modernisation”. | don't know whether the rules are framed in
consonance with the requirements. If they are able to show profit for three
years continuously, why should they approach the banks? When the mills
approach the banks, they put stipulations like this. This is the issue. South
India is particularly affected. The people in the South feel that they are
being neglected and discriminated. This kind of a message should not go
to the South. Therefore, | request the hon. Minister t0 approach the
concerned Ministers, make a request and get the required amount for
modernisation of the textile milis. The Govemment must see to it that it is
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disbursed, as per the announcement made in this august MHouse. [f you
don’t lock into these things and take necessary steps, you cannot solve the
preblem. The point is this. Unless we solve these problems and give some
sort of subsidies, raw cotton cannot be exported. | expect a reply from the
hon. Minister to these questions. With these words, | conclude. Thank
you.
