MOTION ON PERSISTENCE OF VIOLENCE IN GUJARAT 

THE LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION (DR. MANMOHAN SINGH): Mr. 
Chairman, Sir, the most unfortunate happenings in Gujarat from 27m February 
onwards are a great national tragedy, and also for all of us an act of great 
national shame. Sir, here is an instance where for over two months the State 
Government has failed abjectly to restore law and order, where the fundamental 
human rights of innocent citizens continued to be violated, day after day. Sir, all 
this is happening at a time when the Armed Forces of the two countries are in a 
state of full mobilisation. To allow this state of affairs to persist for over two 
months, in a border State like Gujarat, is something which has grave 
implications for the protection of national security. I don't have to mention the 
harm that has been done to India's international image abroad. One doesn't 
have to buy all that the European Union and other Governments are saying, but 
all over the world, the human rights institutions, the Human Rights Watch 
Institute in Washington and the Commonwealth Human Rights Initiative, have all 
portrayed the situation, which is not very flattering to our national image. 

Sir, I don't have to refer to the grave harm that these events have done 
and can further do to the processes of economic growth and development in 
our country. Sir, it is for these reason that this House thought it fit to debate this 
grave happening and we brought a Motion which directs the Union Government, 
under article 355, to take effective measures, to protect the life and property of 
citizens in Gujarat and to provide them effective relief and rehabilitation. 

Sir, it was a good development when the hon. Leader of the House, 
Shri Jaswant Singh, speaking on behalf of the Prime Minister on May 2, said in 
this House that the Government respected the Motion in letter and spirit. That is 
a welcome development. But, Sir, I would like to say that in this matter, as in all 
other matters-the proof of the pudding is in its eating-the House would like to 
know from the Government, from the Prime Minister,-from the Home Minister 
as to what package, what precise measures they have in mind, to intervene 
effectively in terms of the obligation that they have under article 355 of the 
Constitution. 

Sir, some confusion is being created. Newspapers today carry a report 
of what the Prime Minister has said in Gwalior. I don't know whether that report 
is correct or not. In this report, the Prime Minister has said, "There is no need 
for any directive, because the Gujarat Government is 
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doing reasonably well." Sir, this is an under-statement of the year. This 
carnage in Gujarat goes on day after day for over two months. Is it a proof that 
Gujarat Government is doing reasonably well? 

Therefore, Sir, we would like to know from the Government as to what 
is their thinking about effective intervention in terms of article 355 to safeguard, 
to protect the life and property of citizens of Gujarat, and to render them 
effective relief and assistance. 

Sir, in this House, a large number of documents have been quoted - 
some non-official and some official. But we have respectable national bodies 
like the National Human Rights Commission, the National Commission for 
Minorities, the National Commission for Women, all of them, in essence, have 
made a severe indictment of the functioning of the Gujarat Government. All the 
three august bodies have made a large number of recommendations as to what 
needs to be done in Gujarat to bring the situation under control. It is my 
perception that nothing effective is being done to implement those 
recommendations. We would, therefore, like to know from the Government 
what is their intention with regard to the effective implementation of the 
recommendations of these three august bodies. 

Sir, we have read in the newspapers that a Security Advisor has been 
appointed to the Chief Minister. Conflicting reports are appearing. I have seen 
in The Economic Times today a report which says that the Security Advisor will 
report to the Central Government. I have seen a statement by the hon. Chief 
Minister of Gujarat that the Security Advisor has been appointed to 
professionalise the police in terms of the recommendations of the National 
Human Rights Commission. 

Sir, I would like the Government to inform this House what are the 
responsibilities that have been entrusted to the Security Advisor about whom 
we have only authenticate information in terms of the newspaper reports. Sir, I 
would be less than honest if I were not to mention in this House that the 
conduct of the Gujarat Government and, if I may say so, also the conduct of the 
Central Government in dealing with the situation in Gujarat, does not inspire 
confidence, at least, to this part of the House. We have a Chief Minister in a 
State who does not visit the relief camps until the Prime Minister is gracious 
enough to visit these relief camps. And this is not my comment. It is a comment 
of one of the three august Commissions that I have referred to that they felt it 
odd that no senior political dignitary of 
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the Gujarat Government thought it fit to visit these grief stricken people in relief 
camps. We have a Chief Minister who has the audacity to discriminate between 
the victims in Godhra and the victims elsewhere. We have a Chief Minister who 
presides over a Government where, according to the newspaper reports and 
which have not been contradicted, two of his Ministers were sitting in the 
Control Room the day carnage was being'perpetrated in the city .of 
Ahmedabad. Sir, for all these reasons, we cannot agree with the assertion that 
the Government of Gujarat is doing all that needs to be done or should be done 
to bring the situation, under control. Therefore, the Central Government has a 
duty in terms of its Constitutional obligation to intervene effectively. Sir, as far as 
the Central Government is concerned, we are distressed to note statements 
that have been made. I would not refer to the statements of the responsible 
Ministers in the other House, regrettable though they are - what the Defence 
Minister stated or what Miss Uma Bharti stated - but overall the impression that 
Is being sought to be created is that things are under control. Only, yesterday, I 
saw the report of the Home Ministry for the current year. I think, what is stated 
in one-and-a-half column in that report is a master understatement of the year. 
It mentions, 'the situation is being brought under control and that events of 
Gujarat cannot disturb the secular fabric of our coantry.' I do agree that the 
secular foundations of our country are strong. However, the perpetration of 
incidents like what is happening in Gujrat, if they are not brought under control, 
will certainly weaken the secular foundations of our country. They will 
encourage acts of terrorism and they will lead to consequences which none of 
us wish Co take place in our country. 

Therefore, the Central Government has an obligation to act and act 
effectively. Sir, we have, in this context, seen statements made by the hon. 
Prime Minister in Ahmedabad. He made some statements in Goa. These 
statements have been interpreted differently. The hon. Prime Minister himself 
comes out with a clarification. I do not wish to quarrel with his clarification. But, 
I would be less than honest, if I were not to tell the hon. Prime Minister that in 
public life - I am much junior to him but I do believe that I have a right to say this 
- there is such a thing called 'perceptions', and a wide spectrum of public 
opinion in this country feels that, if not the content, the tone with which the 
hon. Prime Minister made his statement at Goa, was not in consistent with 
what one expects from a great man like Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee. I would not 
say more than that. I also saw, on that occasion, a statement attributed - If I 
arfi wrong, I may be contradicted 
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'- to the President of the BJP, Shri Jana Krishnamurthy, in which he refers 
Hindus as those who are provoked and Muslims as those who provoke. I would 
like to know from the hon. Prime Minister if he endorse this type of statements 
and the view expressed at the RSS meeting held recently that the welfare of the 
minorities in this country depends on the goodwill of the majority? Does it imply 
that we are saying goodbye to the rule of law, equality before law and 
protection of fundamental human rights of all citizens, regardless of their 
religion, caste and creed? 

While intervening in the debate, Mr. Arjun Jaitley gave a large number 
of statistics. Mr. Jaitley is a distinguished Member of this Government and, if I 
may say so, is also a master of confronting techniques. Statistics have been 
mentioned but let me say that the general perception is that those types of 
statistics do not carry convictions with the ordinary people. How many people 
have been arrested? He gave instances of about 30,000 people. But only 
yesterday and the day before yesterday — I hope I am not wrong and if I am 
wrong, he can contradict me - Hindustan Times carried a report from 
Ahmedabad mentioning that the VHP was encouraging innocent poor Hindu 
boys to offer themselves for arrest, even if they were innocent, with the 
expectation that they would be found innocent and they would be released only 
to inflate the number of arrests that the Government could show for the 
consumption of the public. 

Sir, hon. Minister has mentioned the figures of compensation giver to 
the people who are dead. It is said that officially about 900 people were dead. 
But there are reports, and, if these reports are wrong, the Ministei can 
contradict me, that there are over 2,000 people who are listed as 'missing.' 
Now those who are listed as 'missing', the law enforcing authorities are not 
gong to certify them as dead. If they are not certified as dead, their relatives 
cannot claim compensation and their widows cannot get any compensation. 
So, what is the meaning of the statistics that the hon. Law Minister had been 
quoting. I think, at least, he owes as explanation to the House with regard to 
the truth behind these figures. The newspapers have also mentioned that 
although 30,000 people are suppose to have been arrested, only about 100 
people are in jail and the rest an being released. The newspapers have further 
reported l at when these people are released, the • Ministers of the 
Government of Gujarat have welcomed them; and lead a procession while 
these people come out of jai Is this the conduct worthy of a Government which 
is obliged to perform it duties in terms of the Constitution?   Certainly, the 
behaviour of the Gujarg 
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Government does not give us any confidence that this is a Government which 
will do justice to all sorts of people without fear or favour, or this is the 
Government which would administer relief and rehabilitation fairly. With regard 
to the state of relief camps, again Mr. Jaitley mentioned a lot of figures. I do not 
wish to quote newspaper reports, but a telling commentary on the pathetic 
state of the relief camps is given in the editorial of the Statesman, dated 30th 
April, 2002, which is not a Congress newspaper. There,' you would know that in 
the name of relief and rehabilitation, precious little is being done. We have cases 
where Ministers of the Gujarat Government want these hapless people to be 
moved away. We have instances of the Gujarat Ministers, setting up camps, not 
of Hindu refugees, but of vigilants to terrorise the people living in the nearby 
relief camps. Now, these are instances that are taking place, and if they are 
taking place, then, how can we ensure the safety of the people? The Prime 
Minister is reported to have said in a newspaper, yesterday, that the Gujarat 
Government was functioning reasonably well. It is our considered opinion that 
the Gujarat Government has abjectly failed to discharge its constitutional 
obligation. It is also our humble submission that the Central Government has 
not realised the gravity of the situation. It is not too late in the day, when the 
Prime Minister intervenes or when the hon. Home Minister intervenes, for they 
should tell as to how effectively they will implement this Motion in letter and in 
spirit, as the hon. External Affairs Minister has mentioned. Sir, there are now 
demands in various parts of our country that what is happening in Gujarat 
should never be allowed to be repeated elsewhere. Maybe,- a time has come to 
think in terms of a Central law which would provide for an effective action 
against those who indulge in these atrocities against women and minorities. 
Also, I think, looking at institutions or bodies like the VHP who preach hatred to 
the extent which they are doing, it is a fit case where civil suits should be 
brought against those bodies or institutions which incite communal passions, 
create situations of the type that have taken place in Gujarat. Sir, the Prime 
Minister has announced a package of Rs. 150 crores. I hope it is based on some 
assessment of the Government, The newspaper reports clearly tell us that the 
damage is much more to the properties in the Stated Gujarat. Therefore, there 
is a need for an effective plan of action to see that all those innocent citizens, 
who have lost their properties, are rehabilitated in an effective manner. The 
banking system has an obligation, and we would like to hear from the 
Government as to what it is going to do to goad the banking system in Gujarat 
and elsewhere to recognise its responsibilities 
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and come to the aid of the riot-affected victims. Sir, there are a large number of 
complaints that the FIRs have not been registered. ...or, they have been 
registered in a manner which will not enable conviction of the guilty people. 
These are not my complaints; these are complaints in the reports of the three 
National Commissions that I have mentioned. I would like the hon. Prime 
Minister and the hon. Home Minister to tell this House what they are going to do 
to ensure that FIRs are registered properly; that they are registered in a manner 
which will not subvert the processes of law and justice. 

Sir, for all these reasons, I feel that the Central Government has a 
grave responsibility. We are all waiting for what the Prime Minister and the 
Home Minister have to say on this, and we want to see how they will discharge 
their Constitutional obligations in terms of the powers they have under Article 
355 of the Constitution.

MANMOHAN SINGH: Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, I had 
requested the hon. Home Minister to clarify certain basic issues. The 
most important issue which is agitating the minds of the people in 
Gujarat and elsewhere in the country is the gross communalisation of 
the police force in Gujarat.

'SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: ... what I had said, on the basis of a newspaper 
report, I have a right of personal explanation. ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Sir, in that case, every Member will have 
a right to make his speech again..(Interruptions)... 
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SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Since he has not authenticated it 
...(Interruptions)... A few minutes ago, Mr. Suresh Pachouri was given the 
same right by the Chair. The Chair gave the same right to Mr. Suresh Pachouri a 
few minutes ago when the Home Minister was speaking. Here, Shri Arjun Singh 
is contradicting..(Interruptions)... I have a right of personal explanation.    ... 
(Interruptions)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: It cannot go on like this. You cannot 
allow him. You should not allow him. Under which rule, you are allowing him? 
Please explain. He cannot be allowed. It is not a personal explanation. ... 
(Interruptions)... It is not a personal explanation. ... (Interruptions)... Only 
under rule 241, he can speak on personal explanation. Because he is justifying 
what he had stated, it is not a personal explanation. ...(Interruptions)... 

MR. CHAIRMAN: I agree, it is not a personal explanation, but he can  
speak, if the hon. Member, Shri Arjun Singhji, allows him. ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: No, Sir, he has not allowed. 
...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI     ARUN    JAITLEY: Sir,     he    cannot     refer    to    me. 
... (Interruptions)... I am sorry, Sir,  ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: How can it be like that? In that case, 
there will be no end to the debate...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI SANTOSH BAGRODIA: He has not allowed him.

SHRI KAPIL SIBAL: He has not allowed him. He is not allowing him.  
... (Interruptions;... 

MR. CHAIRMAN: If he is yielding ... he is giving him a chance.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Sir, I may be permitted to make a personal 
explanation under Rule 241. Sir, an issue has been raised...(Interruptions)... 
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2.00 P.M. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE : Sir, two persons cannot have the floor. 
Only one person can have the floor. My point is that you have told the mover of 
the Motion to speak. Only he can have the floor. Mr. Jaitley cannot have the 
floor. It is improper for Mr. Jaitley to intervene at this stage. Procedures do not 
allow Mr. Jaitley to speak at this stage of the debate. We are entering into the 
last stage of the debate, where only the mover of the Motion can only speak.   
Nobody else can speak. 

MR. CHAIRMAN:   If he yields, he can speak. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: No. The mover of the Motion is 
standing. He is not yielding. Somebody cannot simply get up and say I would 
like to reiterate what I have said earlier. 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Sir, Mr. Arjun Singh relied on the newspaper 
reports that indicate that I have stated, which I have not actually stated. ... 
(Interruptions)... I have a right to reply. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE:   He has no right to speak. 

SHRI ARUN' JAITLEY:   Sir, I may be permitted. 

MR. CHAIRMAN:   Is it a personal explanation? 
SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Yes, Sir. I have been accused of having said 

something, which I have not said.   It is a personal explanation. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: He says it is a personal explanation. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: No, he cannot give a personal 
explanation. If he wants to give a personal explanation, he will have to give a 
notice under Rule 241. You will consider it and after that you will allow him. It is 
only then he will clarify the position. It cannot be done at this stage. That will 
come later on. It is not at this stage when the mover of the Motion is speaking. 
If he wants to make a personal explanation, he can do so after this matter has 
been disposed of. Then only you can allow him to give personal explanation, 
not at this stage. Let him complete his speech.   It cannot be done now.  
...(Interruptions)... 

MR. CHAIRMAN: There is a point of clarification, which Mr. Jaitley 
wants to make. You have said something about him, which you have read from 
a newspaper. So, he may mention briefly, not go into detail, to explain his 
version so that whe whole thing can be clarified* 
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SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Sir, if you give a specific ruling, we will 
abide by it. But you will have to give a specific ruling that at this stage of the 
debate you are allowing a Member to make a personal explanation, which is not 
permissible at this stage. My most respectful submission is when a Motion is 
being discussed under Rule 170, when the mover of the Motion is replying to 
the debate, at that point of time no personal explanation can be permitted. 
Personal explanations can be permitted after this business has been disposed 
of. Only then a Member can give the personal explanation, not at this stage.   
This is my humble submission. 

MR. CHAIRMAN:   Have you authenticated it? 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE:  Yes, he is authenticating it: 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Sir, is he authenticating the facts, or, what has 
appeared in the newspaper. If he is authenticating the facts, then I will be 
entitled to give my explanation. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Under what rule should he speak? Let 
him say under what rule he can speak...(Interruptions)... Rule 241 will apply 
only after the Motion is over.   He cannot speak at this stage. 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Sir, may I read out the rule? Rule 242 (2) says, 
"Except in the exercise of a right of reply or as otherwise provided by these 
rules, no member shall speak more than once to any motion, except with the 
permission of the Chairman." Therefore, the reply is being given. Except 
otherwise provided in the rules, I cannot speak without the permission of the 
Chair. If you go back to rule 241, since a specific allegation has been made... 

SHRI ARJUN SINGH: No allegation. 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: A Member may with the permission of the Chair 
make a personal explanation though there is no question before the Council.  
... (Interruptions)... But, in this case.  ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU: Sir, I am on a point of order. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: This is the interpretation of rule 241. If 
you read rule 241, it says, "A member may with the permission of the Chairman 
make a personal explanation although there is no question before the Council." 
Thus, at this moment, there is a question before the Council. The question 
before the Council is that the mover of the Motion is replying to the debate.    
The Hbuse is not in a vacuum.    When there will be a 
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vaccum, no question before the House will be there under rule 241. Sir, with 
your permission, a member can make a personal explanation. At this point of 
time, there is no scope for a personal explanation. 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Sir, is the hon. Member saying that if any 
charge is made in the course of the reply, the Member against whom it is made 
is helpless? Is it going to be the ruling.  ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Rule 241 clearly says that an explanation 
can come when the normal business of the House is over although there is no 
question before the Council. Now, here is a question before the Council. The 
Council is discussing the Motion under rule 170. If he wants to give a personal 
explanation, he is entitled to have it. He will give you a due notice and, after you 
permit him at any point of time, he can make that personal explanation. At this 
stage, he has no right to make a personal explanation. 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Sir, may I say this? My friend, Mr. Mukherjee, 
did not make this objection when 20 minutes ago, a precedent was created. 
The Home Minister named Mr. Pachouri, Mr. Pachouri wanted to make an 
explanation and the Chair allowed him to do so. ...(Interruptions)... I am sorry. 
The Chair allowed to do so. A precedent which was set 20 minutes ago cannot 
be breached at this stage. ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: That is not the point. 
...(Interruptions)... 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Now, please listen to the Chair. The question here is 
this. I would like Mr. Pranab Mukherjee to clarify. Here, there is no question of 
personal explanation, because you have not made any allegation. He has only 
said something. And, he is a Minister in the Council of Ministers. His figures are 
being questioned. So, he has a right to speak and clarify the 
figures..(Interruptions)...IT is not a personal explanation. It is a question of 
figures.

The only Minister concerned in this debate is the Home 
Minister, not the Law Minister. The Home Minister can get up umpteen number 
of times, as manv times as he wants. He can clarify any position. 
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Mr. Arun Jaitley's status in this debate is nothing but an ordinary Member. 
...(Interruptions)..Mr. Arun Jaitley stood up in this debate as an ordinary 
Member...(Interruptions)... Like an ordinary Member, he cannot be allowed to 
make a second speech..(Interruptions)... Mr. Arun Jaitley has no right to 
clarify. ...(Interruptions)... he is not speaking as a Minister. The responsibility 
between a Member and a Minister must be distinguished. In the present case, 
the concerned Minister Is Shri L.K. Advani, the Home Minister. 
...(Interruptions)... 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Mr. Arjun Singh, while replying to the debate, 
mentioned his name, and then referred to the figures that he gave, and so, you 
are questioning them..(Interruptions)..'.Or, you are questioning them in 
relation to what is stated in the newspaper. ...(Interruptions)... So, as a 
Minister, or, as a perscn in the Cabinet, he has a right to clarify. 
...(Interruptions)... Please hear me. It can be a genuine misinterpretation. But 
he has a right to clarify his interpretation. ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: I am afraid, Sir, in that case, every 
Member will have the right to speak for the second time. ...(Interruptions)... 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Let him clarify. Mr. Jaitley, you will have to be very 
brief. 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: I will be very brief, Sir. Mr. Chairman, Sir, I am 
very grateful to you for having given me this opportunity. The hon. Member, Shri 
Arjun Singh, while replying to the Motion, has read out some figures and some 
statements made in the newspaper articles, which referred to the statements 
that 1 have made before this House in the course of the opportunity that was 
provided to me. There are three facts, which were mentioned which have been 
contested. The first refers to the statement that I had made, that 37,545 persons 
have been arrested, of which 14,144 are for criminal charges, and the others are 
under preventive arrest. Under preventive arrest, people are arrested under the 
provisions of the Cr.P.C. for apprehension of breach of peace. They are 
produced before a Magistrate. When the apprehension in the Magistrate's 
opinion is over, those persons are released. Nobody has contested those 
figures, either in this House or in the newspapers, and I stand by every figure 
that I had given. Sir, the second factor which has been mentioned is, what I had 
stated, that 17 days later, one lady had lodged an FIR in a relief camp. The 
police investigated that, found it to be prima facie correct, and therefore, action 
has been taken. The newspaper which Mr. Arjun Singh has referred to, 
surprisingly 
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says, in Ahmedabad, there is no such FIR. Let me give the specific particulars. 
There are two FIRs, which are in Kambad rural in the Anand district, registration 
No. 35/2002, and Ranawade in the Panchmahal district, registration No. 
59/2002. The newspaper, somewhow, was under the impression that the whole 
of Gujarat really is Ahmedbad. When I was referring to the rape FIRs registered, 
they have confused it by saying that it is in Ahmedabad. Well, I have not said 
anywhere that it is in Ahmedabad. Both the FIR numbers and the districts are 
before us. ...(Interruptions),.. Sir, the third factor...(Interruptions)... 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Let him complete. ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Sir, the third statement which I had mentioned, 
and which was contested, was when I was asked a question by the hon. 
Member, Shrimati Shabana Azmi, as to those who were killed in the police 
firing, which was the community whose figure was larger. My speech before the 
House was very clear. I said: " Till 18th April, the figure, of the majority 
community was higher, and thereafter,* were members of the minority 
community... 

SHRI KAPIL SIBAL: No.no. You have not said that. You check the 
record. You never said that. ...(Interruption)... 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Sir, you are allowing him. to make 
clarifications. What is the clarification? ...(Interruptions)... He is reiterating his 
own point. ...(Interruptions)...
