MR. CHAIRMAN: Shri R.S. Gavai, not here.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (Kerala): | thank you, Mr. Chairman,
Sir, for giving me this opportunity to express my views in respect of the
Gujarat-episode.

Sir, first of all, | would like to take this opportunity to condemn the
inhuman and brutal killings of the people who travelled in the Sabarmati
Express train and, also, the subsequent events which took place in the State
of Guijarat, killing hundreds of people and destroying their property. Sir, the
Sabarmati Express train was torched on the 27" morning, and it took 59
person's lifel In the subsequent events which took place on the 27" February,
the 28" February, and the 1* March, hundreds of innocent people were killed.
Their property was destroyed in the incidents or in the communal riots. The
Godhra killings as well as the subsequent killings
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could never be justified in words or in action. It is shameful to the whole nation.
The image of our country, the image of India, at the international level, has
been tarnished because we, the largest, functional democracy in the world
have to bow our heads in shame before the world. It is very shameful. That is
why, | am saying nobody could justify it. We cannot merely describe it as a
communal riot or as an incident of communal violence because it is a heinous
crime against the humanity and the mankind. It is a crime against the whole
mankind. So, these incidents, the Godhra killings, as well as the subsequent
communal riots or the subsequent killings of the innocent people, have to be
condemned in strong words, and it has to be dealt with a firm hand. That is the
need of the hour for protecting the secular credentials or the secular fabric of
this country and, also, for bringing normalcy and peace in the country.

Sir, when we condemn these two things, the main question to be
considered by this august House is what the role of the State Government was
at that time. "Maybe, there was an action first, and, then, there was a
retaliation", that might be a logical argument, as far as they are concerned. As
far as the persons who are involved in the riots are concerned, they can justify
that saying "there was an action, and that was a reaction" or "there was an
action, and that was the retaliation". But our main point is what the role of the
State Government was to contain and control the violence in the State of
Gujarat, the violence which started on the 27" morning, and which is
continuing till today. Even yesterday, somebody was charred to death. We
have to analyse that. Communal riot is not a new thing, as far as India is
concerned. Before Independence and after Independence, there were so
many communal riots-Bombay riots, Delhi riots, Ahmedabad riots, Baroda
riots. So many experiences we have had. But this incident has its significance.
What is the significance? Almost, all are saying that a particular community
had been targeted; there was a total collapse of the State machinery. There
was a collapse of the Constitutional machinery, in that particular State, in
controlling and containing the violence which spread just like a fire. That is the
point to be considered, as far as the Parliament is concerned. Whether the
State Government had discharged its Constitutional duty, which was expected
of them, and whether they had acted in time--these are the main questions to
be considered. Sir, when we consider those questions, my submission is, the
State Government has miserably failed; it has not only failed, but, in an indirect
way, they have also supported the terrorism, the violence, the arson and
looting against the
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minority people in that particular State. That is the main point which we have
to re consider. Sir, we have witnessed in the visual media that the skyline of
Ahmedabad and Baroda was filled with black smoke emanating from the burnt
houses, shops, establishments, and it was a revenge for the Godhra killings.
Children and women were running for rescue; they were crying for help, but
nobody was there to help them. Even a former Member of the Lok Sabha,
along with his entire family, was charred to death. According to the Press-
reports, he had made 2000 telephone callsl Nobody was there to help the
former Member of the Lok Sabha. His entire family was charred to death. We
can cite so many incidents. Sir, the Wakf Board Office and many other offices
were totally destroyed. How have they been destroyed in front of the State
Police? | can cite so many examples. Because of the lack of time, | am not
giving the examples. In front of the Police Station, so many incidents took
place. But the Police was silentl What is the meaning of inaction on the part of
the police? It means, support to the riots. Definitely, it meant support to the
riots. My point is that the State was virtually handed over to the VHP and the
Bajrang Dal, who had left a trail of murder, arson and looting in retaliation to
the Godhra attack. When did the police start acting? The police started acting
only at 2.00 P.M. on 28" February, when a mob attacked the City Police
Commissioner's office by pelting stones. The police started acting slowly, after
their office was attacked. That is what actually happened there. Even the
police officials told a journalist of The Indian Express-It was quoted in The
Indian Express-that the instruction was "not to be firm with the rioters". Not to
be serious or not to be firm with the rioters was the direction that was given by
the higher authorities. Who were those authorities, was not mentioned. My
question is: Is it not a terrorism? Is it not a communal violence against a
particular community to wreak revenge for the Godhra killings? Is it not a fact
that the Home Minister or the Gujarat Chief Minister had failed in discharging
his Constitutional, moral and legal duty? Even now he is continuing in office. It
was reported in the Press that the Chief Minister had said, "Every action has
an equal and opposite reaction*. Though the Chief Minister has disputed it, the
Chief Minister was well aware of the fact that if there was an action, there
would be a reaction. What abundant caution or precaution did the State
Government take to prevent the reaction? No action was taken.

SHRI HANSRAJ BHARDWAJ: Absolutely not. He is a catalyst to this
incident.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN: The Chief Minister said so. When
59 people were killed in Godhra, the Chief Minister ought to have known that
violence would break out. How were they killed? They were killed brutally by
setting the train on fire. The Chief Minister should have known that some
reaction would be there. Did the Chief Minister take abundant caution or
precaution? That is my point. It was reported in the Press. It is not an
allegation by me alone. The Chief Minister and the State Administration have
not discharged their Constitutional responsibility. They
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have not discharged their duty. Therefore, the Chief Minister has no moral
right to continue in office. This is point number one.

The second point is this. After the Godhra killings, the Defnece
Minister had visited the place and said that the Godhra incident was a
premeditated, pre-planned one, and that the hands of the ISI were behind it.
Godhra is notorious for communal tension and communal violence. This
particular incident took place at Godhra when the Karsevaks were returning
after performing some pooja and other things. My point is, since it is a place
prone to communal violence and communal tension, what caution or
precaution did the Government take to avoid this unhappy incident? There
also, the State Government had failed, and, for that reason alone, the State
Government has to resign. When 59 people were killed in Godhra, a large-
scale violence should have been anticipated. There were earlier experiences.
In the year 1982, there were communal riots. There were so many communal
riots. What abundant caution or precaution did the Government take to avoid
that unhappy incident? | would like to know whether the Government has got
any justification for that. What is the Intelligence doing? The hon. Defence
Minister is still saying that there is an apprehension. Day before yesterday, the
Gujarat Chief Minister and the officials were saying, "We are still investigating”.
What is the result of the investigation? Without having any investigation, the
Defence Minister and the Chief Minister said, "Some hands were behind it.
The ISI hands were behind it". If that be the reason, | mean, if that reason is
justifiable, then also, there is a failure on the part of the State Government,
especially, Shri Narendra Modi, the Chief Minister of Gujarat.

Sir, as regards the speech of the hon. Law Minister in the House, we
were very much surprised to note that throughout his speech, he was making
a comparison of the events that took place in 1984 and now, in 2002. Can we
draw a comparison between what happened in Delhi in 1984 and the present
incidents that took place at Godhra and subsequently at other places? Can
one crime be justified by another crime? And, who was speaking on this line?
It was the hon. Law Minister who was mentioning in the course of his speech
that the number of persons arrested now was so much, the number of persons
killed was so much; and that in the year 1984, the number of persons arrested
was so much and the number of persons killed and arrested was so much. He
went on to say that that was a bigger crime than this and all that. This is the
analysis which he has
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made before the House. Is this a responsible statement? Can this crime be
justified by saying that the number of persons killed in these incidents is less
or that the number of persons arrested in these communal incidents is more
and, therefore, it showed that abundant caution was, indeed, taken by them.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please wind up.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN: | am concluding, Sir. And, the hon.
Law Minister has given an advice to us, saying that we should learn a lesson
from this incident. | strongly feel that it is not the Opposition which has to learn
a lesson, but it is the BJP, the Government, which has to learn a lesson from
Godhra incident. What is the real cause for all these things? The real cause is
the BJP's political agenda. What is its political agenda? It is its Hindutva
doctrine which is the basic Cause for all these happenings. And, the
Government and the BJP, indeed, have learnt a lesson. What happened when
the hon. Prime Minister and the Home Minister appealed to the VHP saying,
"You please desist from the activities of construction of Ram temple"? They
are not ready to accept the views of the hon. Prime Minister. The communal
passion started vigorously right from 1989 -- it cannot be disputed by the hon.
Home Minister -- When the Rath Yatra was started from the State of Gujarat
to Ayodhya, spreading communal passion throughout the country, and, finally
it resulted in the demolition of the Babri Masjid on g December, 1992. And,
now, in 2002, it has spread all over the country. When you have given
freedom to some forces, you cannot contain it; you cannot take it back. My
submission to him is, at least now learn from these incidents. There is no
doubt that both the minority's and the majority's rights should be protected.
We are condemning the kilings at Godhra as well as the subsequent
incidents. My question to him is: Have they done their duty that they ought to
do in a democratic country?

Sir, what has happened now is that the entire country, including
media, both the official and the print media, are confining themselves to the
happenings at Ayodhya and Gujarat. But what has happened to the price
hike? There have been hike in the prices of kerosene and LPG. What is there
in the Railway Budget? A Cabinet decision has been taken...

MR. CHAIRMAN: You must conclude now.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN: Sir. | was just saying that ail these
economic issues, the financial aspects, have been taken away from the minds
of the people. | apprehend that this is a tactic to divert the people's attention
from the basic issues.

Sir, | conclude by saying that the Chief Minister of the State has no
moral authority to continue in office; and, taking moral responsibility for all that
has happened, the Home Minister should also resign. With these words, |
conclude.

SHRI C. RAMACHANDRAIAH (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, these types of
discussions have become a regular feature in Parliament. In every Session,
there is a discussion on communal riots, and this has become a platform for
us to display our oratory and other skills rather than trying to solve the
problem. Sir, yesterday, | received a phone call from one of my friends who is
residing abroad. He asked me: "Is India secular at all?" Why do you have the
word 'secular' in the Preamble of your Constitution?" People are getting a
doubt as to whether we can protect the secularism in this country, secularism
that has been the pillar and edifice of our democracy. | am not blaming a
particular individual or a particular Government. This has been the case ever
since independence.

Sir, the credibility of democracy is being threatened in this country. A
very grave atmosphere is prevailing. Undoubtedly, the State Government had
failed in getting the information or in controlling the incidents. As one of my
friends has commented, | should say that one particular incident should not
become an answer for another violent incident, or, one religious
fundamentalism should not be an answer to another religious fundamentalism.
Why has this atmosphere been created? This is not an incident which took
place all of a sudden. This sort of hatred is developing among the major
communities in the country, and it is quite natural that the minorities, wherever
they are, always live in a sense of insecurity; and that makes them united. The
majority community should not be jealous of that unity. So, what is happening
in this country is that, Sir, we the political parties, are trying to take advantage
of every situation under the guise of being the champion of the cause of either
of the minority or of the majority. So, Sir, my sincere advice to the
Government is, to have an introspection
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and find out why such incidents are occurring very frequently, and why this
discussion is being held very regularly in this House. Why are you unable to
control such incidents which are taking place in the country? Sir,
unfortunately, the Gujarat Chief Minister is a green-horn in administration. |
don't know why he was not able to control it. If we attach any credibility to the
Press, never did it happen where the State administration was alleged to have
colluded with the perpetrators of atrocities there, and never did we read such
reports in the Press. Such reports have appeared not only in other
newspapers, but also In a newspaper like The Hindu which has got some
credibility in the country. Sir, yesterday | received a phone call from one of the
correspondents of a very reputed foreign magazine, who has toured the entire
area; he told me that a very horrendous crime had been committed there. It is
not that | am trying to justify one incident against another incident, or, the
Godhra incident against the post-Godhra incidents. Why has one community
developed such a hatred towards another community? Have We not
contributed to it? It is high time we do an introspection, cutting across party
lines. Let us not take political advantage of it; let us build a clean society so
that we can live in peace and amity. Sir, as one of my friends has commented,
our country is besieged with so many economic problems; economic
deprivation is there. Unfortunately, we are unable to attend to those problems,
and a ftrivial issue like temple construction has acquired prominence over
other important issues. It is playing havoc with our lives. Sir, it is high time the
Government thinks over it. The Government should take all the political
parties into confidence and all the political parties should also, in good faith,
contribute to building up a good society.

SHRI R.S. GAVAI (Maharashtra): Mr. Chairman, Sir, at the outset, |
strongly condemn the massive brutalities committed at Godhra, and
thereafter, in many parts of the State of Gujarat. My first submission will be
that these brutal incidents no doubt indicate the magnitude of brutalities and
cruelities committed against a large number of human beings.

| have yet to say that that indicates that we have killed the humanity
totally. Sir, of course, some sections are of the opinion that the incidents at
Godhra correlate to the incidents that happened, thereafter, in many parts of
Gujarat. But | personally feel that their thinking is irrelevant, illogical and
irrational. | am giving the reasons. Number one; the State Government of
Gujarat said that whatever happened in Godhra was preplanned, and not a
sudden provocation, and some anti-social elements and
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some terrorist movements were also behind it. How is it befitting to say that it
could be a reaction to the Godhra incident? If this has happened with the
knowledge of the Chief Minister and the Government of Gujarat, why were
they silent? Why were precautionary measures not taken, to prevent such
cruel and inhuman incidents at Godhra? The responsibility lies with the
Government of Gujarat, and none else. How long are they going to say 'it was
action-reaction-andcounter-reaction? This is a vicious circle which will,
ultimately, kill the entire humanity. At least, the people, having a rational and
logical thinking, should not use this kind of terminology of 'action, reaction and
counter-reaction'. We have to stop them from using it. Sir, it is, rather,
unimaginable that, in the initial stages, for two or three days, the whole
Gujarat State was handed Over to the anti-social elements! | do not want to
name the organization. Everybody knows. That allowed the free looting, the
killing, brutal killing, -and burning of the people in the broad daylight! Forget
about the measures. Is it not a stigma on the nation? How is it befitting to
speak about the unity and integrity of the nation? It goes against the spirit of
humanity that men, women and children were burnt alive in broad daylight!
Certainly, it is the killing of the humanity. | am much more aggrieved; | do not
want to make a political speech by demanding the resignation of the Gujarat
Chief Minister. If he has a feeling for the humanity, he should come forward
and take the moral responsibility saying, "Here, | tender my resignation." He
had failed to maintain law and order in the State and had, virtually, handed
over the whole State to the anti-social elements. Sir, | quote the words of the
Prime Minister. On this occasion, he said, "This is a criminal negligence. | am
shameful. It is a stigma on the State Government of Gujarat." Merely making
statements will not serve the purpose.

Is it not the responsibility of the Prime Minister and the Home
Minister to fix the accountability and that too the accountability of the Chief
Minister of Gujarat? He failed to maintain the law and order situation and
protect the lives and properties of the innocent people.

In conclusion of my speech, | come to the overall situation in the
nation. We are going through a very grave crisis, a crisis which is known to
the Indian people this way or that way. The theory "eye for eye" and "tooth for
tooth" is irrelevant to the cause of national unity and integrity. These are the
days when we should get rid of this thinking and logic, and rise above the
narrow politics and thinking to maintain the integrity and unity of this great
nation.

MATTER RAISED WITH PERMISSION SITUATION AYODHYA

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE (West Bengal) : Madam, before we
take up either the Short Duration Discussion or the Legislative Business, with
your permission, | would like to inform you that | had already given a notice
that | would like to draw the attention of the House to a very important issue
that is taking place in Ayodhya, specially, with reference to the fact that, now,
the State is under President's Rule and the Government of India has a direct
responsibility as the administrator of the State's affairs through the Governor.
