Request to release additional grant for implementation of 

National Project for Cattle and Buffalo Breeding. 

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA (Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Chairman, Sir, 

we are aware that the Government of India has launched a programme of 

restructuring of breeding operations to cover the entire breedable population 

through artificial insemination. For this, a project has been sanctioned to Andhra 

Pradesh. A self-implementing agency has been established to work 

independently, headed by a Director cadre officer of the Animal Husbandry 

Department, as Chief Executive Officer to monitor all the artificial insemination 

activities in the State. The Government of Andhra Pradesh has set a twin target 

of rapidly improving Dairy animals and enhancing process capacity 

simultaneously which is consistent with the Prime Minister's call for doubling of 

food production in ten years. The Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh is regularly 

monitoring the progress of the scheme, which is being implemented by Andhra 

Pradesh Livestock Development Agency on monthly _ basis, because dairy 

development cannot progress without development of breeding infrastructure.   

To fulfil the requirement of the scheme, I request 
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
