SHRI NABAM REBIA : Sir, we all know that he North-Eastern region,
in general, and Arunachal Pradesh, in particular, could be the power house of
this country, and could provide a solution to the national power problem. As
per official estimates, the region has a power potential of 3400036000 MW,
but I believe it is much more than that. The statement laid by the Minister is
very inspiring and encouraging. There is a consolation; it is said that the
Ranganasdi Hydel Project has been commissioned by NEEPCO. But,
Madam, this 405 MW Hydel Project which was started during my school
days is yet to be commissioned, to the best of my knowledge. If it has been
commissioned, how many units it is generating and why there has been so
much of delay in the implementation and execution of this project. This is
part (a) of my supplementary.

Part (b) of my supplementary is, if you could kindly name some of the
mega power projects of the region, particularly, In Arunachal Pradesh; at
what stage the project is; and whether there is any DPR pending with the
Ministry. This is the information I would like to seek from you.

Implementation of Parbati Hydro-electric project

*602. SHRI AIMADUDDIN AHMED KHAN (DURRU) : Will the
Minister of POWER be pleased to state :

(a) what progress has so for been made in the implementation of the
Parbati-Hydro-electric Project (2051 MW);
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(b) the share of power allocation form the project to Rajasthan,
Himachal Pradesh and other States and on what terms;

(c) whether there still persists any dispute about the allocations of
power among the States; and

(d) if so, the details thereof and the steps taken by Government to
resolve the dispute as per the Memorandum of Understanding signed in the
beginning of 19927

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF POWER
(SHRIMATI JAYAWANTI MEHTA) : (a) to (d) A Statement is laid on the
Table of the House.

Statement

Regarding implementation of Parbati Hydro-electric Project : The
National Hydro-electric Power Corporation (NHPC) has executed an
Agreement with Government of Himachal Pradesh on 20.11.1998 for
development of 2051 MW of hydro-electric power project in three stages on
river Parbati in Kullu District of Himachal Pradesh.

The Government of India accorded approval in December, 1999 for
taking up survey and investigation activities and preparation of Detialed
Project Report (DPR) of the Parbati HE Project State-11 (800 MW) by NHPC
for a cost of Rs. 77.62 crores. NHPC completed the survey and investigation
activities and prepared a revised DPR for Parbati HE Project Stage-11 (800
MW) which was submitted to Central Electricity Authority (CEA) in
October, 2000. CEA accorded Techno Economic Clearance (TEC) to the
project in January, 2001. The process for obtaining investment decision to the
cost estimate of the Parbati HE Project Stage-11 has been initiated.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) had earlier been drawn on
20.10.1992 amongst the State of Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana and
Gujarat and National Capital Territory of Delhi for investigation and
execution of Parbati Hydro-electric Project Stage-ll and Stage-Ill and
investigation of Parbati Stage-I HE Project and also the associated
transmission system. This MoU had provided that 12 per cent of energy
generated from the project shall be given to Himachal Pradesh free to cost
and the remaining 88 per cent of
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energy generated from the project was to be apportioned amongst the States,
including Himachal Pradesh in the ratio of their equity participation.

In July, 1998, the Chief Minister, Himachal Pradesh conveyed to the
Partner States of MoU of 1992 that the agreement entered in 1992 was not
workable as some of the States had not been contributing their due share of
equity, and as an alternative the Government of Himachal Pradesh and
decided after considerable thought that the execution of the project be
entrusted to a Central Public Sector Undertaking such as NHPC. Accordingly
the Agreement was signed between the Government of Himachal Pradesh and
NHPC on 20.11.1998 for execution of the three stages of the project in the
Central Sector.

The Government of Himachal Pradesh also informed the Government
of India that after the communication of July 1998 entrusting the execution of
the project to a CPSU, the signing of the Agreement with NHPC on
20.11.1998, the MoU of 20.10.1992 stands abrogated.

The sharing of power generated from the Parbati Projects amongst the
States/Union Territories in the Northern Region would be in keeping with the
sharing guidelines applicable for Central Sector hydro stations.

SHRI AIMADUDDIN AHMED KHAN (DURRU) : Sir, it may be
observed from the reply that a Memorandum of Understanding for sharing the
cost and the power to be generated from the Parbati Hydro-electric Project
was signed in 1992 between Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Gujarat, Haryana
and Delhi, where Rajasthan was to take equity shares and power allocation of
40 per cent, after accounting for 12 per cent free power to Himachal Pradesh;
and a Sum of Rs. 7.3 crores was paid by Rajasthan towards its contribution.
There is no mention of it in the reply.

However, on 20th November, 1998, the Himachal Pradesh SEB and the
National Hydro-electric Power corporation (NHPC) entered into an
agreement for execution of the same project, ignoring and side-tracking the
participation and claims of Rajasthan altogether.
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Since then the Government of Rajasthan has been trying to get justice
under the original agreement of 992, under which it had already paid a
substantial amount of Rs. 7.3 crores. The Chief Minister of Rajasthan even
wrote a letter to the hon. Prime Minister on 4™ February, 2000 to intervene
and to give Rajasthan its due share of power. My first supplementary is this. I
would like to know from the hon. Minister whether an MoU, which has been
entered into between the two States, can be abrogated unilaterally by one of
then and what effective steps have since been taken to secure the due share of
Rajasthan.

SHRI AIMADUDDIN KHAN (Durru) : Sir, I have specifically asked
the hon. Minister whether an MoU can be unilaterally abrogated by one State
because it was unilaterally abrogated by one State. There is no mention of the
reply from the hon. Prime Minister on this issue. In this connection, I would
like to mention that natural resources
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are national resources and the benefits of these resources cannot be confined
to any individual State. Rajasthan is a State deprived of water and power
resources, and has to depend on the adjoining States for it developmental
needs. Therefore, agreements and Molls are signed with the neighbouring
States like Himachal Pradesh and Punjab for sharing power; and they do have
some sanctity. Now, in this case, Himachal Pradesh wishes to get away from
its obligation of sharing power, by ignoring Rajasthan, under its agreement
with the NHPC.

Sir, Rajasthan has all along been at disadvantage while sharing power
with Punjab under the Indus River Agreement, and now, with Himachal
Pradesh, it is facing the same problem and, again, begging for its due legal
share. Will the hon. Minister assure this House that Rajasthan's due share will
be secured under the 1992 MoU?
