Under DPEP funds arc
released in advance to States to meet the requirements for the next
six months as per the project guidclines. However, there have been
some unspent amounts also on account of the slow pace of utilization
in some States. The unspent balance with States/UTs in respect of
Operation Black Board and District Primary Education Programme is
given in the Statement enclosed.
