SHRI JIBON ROY: Without knowing what is right or what is
wrong, you are speaking..(Interruptions)...

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We will come to know what is right
or what is wrong when the information comes from the State Government.
...(Interruptions)...

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU: Madam, only what the Leader of the
House has said should go on record. ...(Interruptions)...

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: They want only the Leader of the
House to come back with the correct information from the State Government,
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because the Leader of the House has said that he couldn't comment on it until
and unless he got the full facts. Now, let us go ahead with the other work.

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU: But the point, Madam, is that they have
made a number of wild allegations and those are all on record.
...(Interruptions)... Let those allegations be expunged from the record, and let
only the comments of the Leader of the House be on record. Otherwise,
many of the wild allegations they have made...

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. I have a suggestion. When the
correct facts are placed before the House, if you think there are wild
allegations and what they allege is not true, then they will be removed
automatically. So, let the statement come.

SHRI NILOTPAL EASU: I have no problem with that.
THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. Now, Mr. Moolchand Meena.
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
