outs were charge &, the revenue of the year. They were unfunded. In 1981, an internal
audit showed that the provision meant for the pension fund was short by Rs. 203 cones.
Actuaries suggested that the Railways make regular provisions for the pension fund
liabilities, but the advice was not heeded. If the present trend continues, the Indian
Railways face the prospect of having to pay out almost half of its gross traffic receipts
as pensions to its retirees by 2020.

I urge upon the Central Government to enlighten the House about the present
