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THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: As the hon. Minister has explained that the
recommendation of the Standing Committee is being accepted and it is technical. However,
the importance of the Bill is there because it relates to children and feeding infants
regulatroy. I have a number of names. I would suggest that if Members want to speak,
they can give only suggestions, instead of making long preliminary speeches. All of us
know its importance. Please, if you have any suggestions, kindly give. But, the
speeches must be short. The time allotted for this Bill is half- an hour, but I can
always extend it.

SHRIMATI PREMA CARIAPPA( Kamataka) : Madam, the recent
developments and findings of international agencies as well as researchers have revealed
that infant thrives best on exclusive breastfeeding for the first six months of life and
continued breastfeeding, together with complementary foods, for the first two years. The
child should be adequately nourished to attain and maintain his health and development.
Breast milk is an ideal food for the babies because it contains all the nutrients that a baby
needs for first six months of life. Mother's milk is quickly and easily digested and it
contains fat, lactose protein, vitamins, minerals and water that are necessay for the growth of
baby. So, the milk substitute can be used after six months of life, along with mother's milk for
about one to two years. Malnutrition is a major contributory factor of high incidence of
infant mortality and physical and mental handicaps. The anti-infective properties of
mother's milk protect infants against diseases. Breastfeeding is a natural process. Many
NGOs are working for the promotion of this. Mother's milk is a complete food for
newborn babies up to six months. If the mother's milk is properly fed, the babies will be
healthy and it develops immunity in them to fight diseases which sometimes cause
infants' death. Now a days, we find that the bottled water is contaminated and unfit
for consumption. Then, Madam, please think about the life of so many infants using milk
prepared by companies by using this type of water. Most of the time, feeding bottle, which is
used to feed milk, will be used to feed juice, soup etc.If the bottle is not washed properly
one can imagine the problems that cause to baby's health.

Breastfeeding is the best form of infant nutrition. Unfortunately, there has been a
steady decline due to various reasons. The practice of breastfeeding, in addition to
satisfying the nutritional needs of the baby, also creates a strong mother-child bonding.
Not only the pressures of urban life creat stress on woman but also the distance between
workplace and residence makes the mother unable to reach her baby during the day. The
work forces mother to use milk substitutes.

The multinational companies manufacturing infant milk substitutes and infant
foods are not only using media and other advertising methods to promote their products
but these industries are even using health professionals like doctors and nurses to
promote their products and advise mothers on bottle-feeding.. The doctors, nurses
and hospitals have more influence on pregnant women, nursing mother and their
families than other members. In the absence of a strong interventions designed to protect,
promote and support breastfeeding, the millions of infants are a greater risk of
malnutrition, infections and deaths. Thus, there is a need to raise public awareness
about the importance of breastfeeding as a right to both mother and child.

It is significant to note that the World Health Organisation (WHO) and United
Nations International Children's Fund (UNICEF) have played a catalytic role in the
campaign through advocacy, information and social mobilization. The Government,
health professionals and voluntary organizations should join in influencing individual
families and communities in favour of breastfeeding. I am supporting this Bill saying
that the milk substitute and milk food can be used only after the baby is six
months old. Thank You.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We should also understand the ambit of the Bill.
What is this Bill about? There is no dispute that breast-feeding is better than other
milk substitutes. There is no dispute about it now. The Hon. Minister has also just now
mentioned that. So, try to talk on the subject itself. Shrimati N.P. Durga.

SHRIMATI N.P. DURGA (Andhra Pradesh): Madam, it is estimated that 1564
million children are malnourished all over the world, and 70 per cent of them are found in the
Asia-Pacific Region. And among these Asia-Pacific countries, India has the highest
number of children who are malnourished. And this Bill, I am sure, will reduce
malnourishment, encourage continued breast-feeding, and prohibit all forms of
advertisements and promotion of infant milk substitutes and infant foods in the market.
Infant malnutrition is a major contributory cause of high incidence of infant mortality,
morbidity, and physical and mental handicaps. As per the scientific reasoning, mother
and infant form a "biological unit, and the breast-feeding is an integral part of
reproductive process. This is a natural and ideal way of feeding the infant, and it
provides a unique biological and emotional basis for a healthy development of a child.
The antibodies in the milk of mother protect the infant against diseases. So, we have to
educate the people by clearly explaining them the health hazards involved in feeding
with bottles and using milk substitutes. There is also a need to bring awareness
about breast-feeding as a right both for mother and child. I particularly welcome the
amendments proposed to Section 2 and 3 of the parent Act. But. I fail to understand
why the Hon. Minister wants to increase the age under Clause 2(iii)(f) from four
months to six months. I think, this four months period is appropriate. Anyway, I shall be
highly obliged if he could explain the reasons behind this increase, apart from the
WHO Resolution.

The next point is that a majority of the baby food manufacturing companies in India
are multinationals, and they are based in other countries. So, I would like to know from the
hon. Minister as to how he is going to control those companies and how he is going to put
restrictions on advertising baby food on the international channels, such as, BBC,
CNN, CNBC, etc., which are beamed into the country under Clause 2(a) of the Bill. I
would also like to know how the Hon. Minister is going to contain the international
chain of agencies which are very well aware of the psyche of India. You can very
well contain the Indian

companies such as Amul, etc., because they are® based in our country; and
advertising through our own private channels or Doordarshan. I also suggest to the hon.
Minister to take steps to bring awareness among the people and also educate them
about the correct feeding practices and its advantages to mother and child. There
should also be awareness regarding proper nutrition during pregnancy and lactation
period. And, most important of it is that we have to have the community support for
these initiatives. We should also advertise this extensively, the way we are advertising
our family planning programmes. So, I request the Hon. Minister to look into the
aspects that I have mentioned and take appropriate steps for promoting breast-feeding
and reducing the use of infant milk and food substitutes in the country. Thank you.

SHRIMATI S. G. INDIRA (Tamil Nadu): Thank you. Madam, for giving
me an opportunity to say a few words on the Infant Milk Substitutes, Feeding
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Bottles and Infant Foods (Regulation of Production, Supply and Distribution)
Amendment Bill, 2003.

Madam, we are very happy that this Bill has come up for consideration at an
appropriate time. We appreciate the intention of the Government to propagate
the importance of the breast-feeding. It is the recommendation of the World
Health Organisation that those who want that their children should be brought
up in a healthy manner, breast-feeding is very essential for them. We all know
that in villages, in ancient times, even now also, when the village woman gives
birth to a child, after one or two months, she goes to the farm to do agricultural
work, she makes some cradle in the branches of a tree and puts the child inside
the cradle.

And put the child inside the cradle. While doing the work, she used to feed
the child. That child is very healthy and is having proper immunity against
diseases. So, breast-feeding is very essential. We must create awareness among
the women residing not only in the rural areas but also in the urban areas. We
must see whether the mother is having the potential to feed the child, if she is not
taking proper food due to poverty and lack of availability of food material. If she
is not at all taking proper food, she cannot feed the child properly. So, here 1
would like not only to stress upon women who like to feed their children but are
not capable of feeding, but those who are capable of feeding but are not willing
to feed their children. We must change the trend and we must create awareness
among women that breast-feeding does not affect beauty. We must emphasise
that point. Being a woman, I am having the privilege of stressing this point here.
I would also like to say that at the time of delivery, doctors should give some
instructions and awareness to those women who are in their custody for delivery
that breast feeding is very essential for children. We have to educate women
mat breast feeding till the age of two years .... not six months .... increases the
mental ability and physical ability of children. If also gives the child psychological
and moral support because at the time of breast feeding the child feels the
presence of mother. I would like to stress that the purpose of this enactment and
amendment should reach the concerned people properly. It should not be merely
to satisfy the international obligation to show that we have done all this. It
should not remain just a scheme on papers. Its real implementation is very
essential.

Madam, I would like to draw the attention of this august House and the hon.
Minister that at the moment of normal delivery lakhs of blood vessels are thrown
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open. The nioiher also gets new health for feeding the child. But in so many
private hospitals and clinics, all the doctors — not all most of the doctors—are
interested in money making. They are not interested for the normal delivery. As
a result of this, in privarte hospitals so many middle-class and poor women go
in for Caesarean delivery. Doctors and Medical Officers create such a situation
in the minds of women that they do not go in for normal delivery. Now, there is
decrease of no nm I delivery and most of the women are compelled to go in for
Caesarean dv;: , The responsibility to explain the circumstances, which led to
Caesarean delivery, should be on doctors and gynaecologists. The
Government should create that situation and make laws in this regard. The
other very important and valid point in this regard is that, in a lot of weekly
magazines, novels and newspapers, we read about the marriage of under-age
girls. So, I would suggest that penal action should be taken against such people
who resort to the practice of marriage of under-age girls. Even in the newpapers,
we are reading about that thing. So, at the present moment, merely passing a law
to encourage breast feeding is not enough, but, it is also very essential to make
an amendment to the existing law, to extend the period of maternity leave for the
women employees. At the moment, they are allowed three months maternity
leave, which must be extended to six months. Here, it is also relevant to mention
that even after six months, emphasis should be laid on the point that up to a
period of two years, breast feeding is very essential. So, the Government should
come forward to help the State Governments to have child centres and creches
in the organised and unorganised sector. I request the Government to take this
point into consideration. So many advertisements are appearing in the
newspapers stating therein that a par.-.cular. vpe of food is much more nutritious
than mother's milk. Such type of advertisements should be banned. We must
create an awareness among the people m this regard. Every mother should know
about her responsibility of feeding her child. So, this type of awareness should
be created.

Lastly, I request the hon. Minister to set up a Commission for Children,
which can take care of the health and welfare of “ic child from the birth itself.
Madam, I once again thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on this
very important Bill.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: The setting up of a Commission for Children is
a good suggestion.
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SHRIMATI SHABANA AZM1: Madam, as the hon. Minister has explained,
it is just the technical details wliich arc being added to the Bill that has already been
discussed. In all fairness, we should have really passed it without any discussion. But, T
think, it is important simply because there are so many occasions when we rush to
oppose what the Minister suggests, and the very few instances, at least in my case,
when we totally agree with what he is
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saying, I think, we should give him all our support. So, I rise to support the
Bill.

Madam, in spite of the Government's continued efforts, the infant mor-
tality rate continues to be very high in India. It is estimated that India has the
highest number of malnourished children in the world, and two-thirds of the
babies bom have low birth weight because health is inno party's political agenda,
and women's health even less so. It is seen that the number of mothers who die
due to pregnancy-related issues alone in one week in India is more than that in
all of Europe in a whole year. These are just related to pregnancy. Actually,
experts have estimated that 70 per cent of these deaths are entirely preventable.
What we are saying, in fact, is that the number of women we lose in one year in
India is the same as having 300 airplane crashes a year. Can you imagine what
would happen? Governments would fall if that were true. But Because it is a
matter of women and their health,—it is, especially, the rural women who are
dying—nobody is taking any notice. Now, as regards population stabilisation,
as the hon. Members before me have said, when this is a matter of such concern
to us, we have to see how infant mortality and maternal mortality are really
connected with this issue. Even for population stabilisation, we have to ensure
both, control on maternal mortality and infant mortality.

The WHO has found—based on findings of international agencies
and researchers—that ideally the infant thrives best on exclusive breast feeding
for the first six months of life as well as continued breast feeding together with
complementary food for the first two years. However, advertising campaigns,
which promote infant milk substitutes, feeding bottles and infant foods, work on
the psyche of the feeding mother, in such a way, as to promote a feeling of
tremendous inadequacy in her. She is fooled into believing that milk substitutes
will ensure better health for her child and she starts feeding her infant with this,
in spite of, hardly being able to afford it. Moreover, it becomes worse because
rural women do not have facilities to sterilise the feeding bottles and nipples,
etc. All of us know how safe is drinking water in our country, particularly in rural
areas. We have the dubious distinction of ranking amongst the lowest in quality
of drinking water. Most mothers do not even use the three tablespoons, they
use much less than the quantity that is required because of the poor awareness
levels. Now, we are aware that diarrhoea remains a major cause of infant deaths
and contributes to the high incidence,as faulty practice associated with misuse
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of milk powder whi ch, advertising promotes. Now, I am not normally in favour of banning
anything, because I feel that instead of banning something, we really should be able to
produce counter-images, and then make people aware. But in this one instance, I think all
liberal people would also make an exception and say just as we talk about banning
advertising which promotes the use of tobacco, or promotes the use of alcohol, or
promotes the use of drugs, in the same way, this would be one of those few instances
where we would say that, 'Yes', banning is justified. But, however, it is extremely
important to see that these counter-images that we create, promoting breastfeeding are
done with a lot of sensitivity. It is wonderful that we herald motherhood; we say all the
wonderful things that have been said here, but I think we have to do it very carefully. We
must understand another tiling. In the advertising, there is a danger that you will fixate
women only in her capacity as a mother and celebrate that. But what we are saying, it is
wonderful to celebrate her as, a mother, but she is an entity in her own right and all her
aspects should be celebrated. That is extremely important that we say that a woman is
also more than just a mother and it is also important that the counter-images are done
with sensitivity, so that in certain instances when mothers are not able to provide
breastfeeding, simply because they have constraints of time, they have to be working
mothers, they should not be made to feel guilty about it It is very easy to turn this into a
black and white and say you are a wonderful mother, only if you breastfeed, and, if you do
not do it, you feel guilty. So, it is extremley important that we create these counter-
images, recognising that a woman's right to be a mother is to be celebrated. But a woman is
a woman in her entirety, and, in certain instances, either she is not able to produce
enough milk to breastfeed the baby or there are other constraints on her, and it has to
be done in way that the blame game is not apportioned to her. That is my only
suggestion. Thank you, very much.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: 1 think, the Mothers' Day is some time this
week. I do not know...(Interruptions) No, Mothers' Day. Women's Day is on 8" of
March. I think 11™ May is the Mothers' Day.

SHRIH. K. JAVARE GOWDA (Kamataka): Madam, I would like to
welcome the Infant Milk Substitutes, Feeding Bottles and Infant Foods (Regulation of
Production, Supply and Distribution) Amendment Bill, 2003. After the introductory
speech made by, the hon. Minister and the speeches made by learned colleagues, I am
of the view that whatever suggestions that were given, are all acceptable.
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Also, the intention of this Bill is very clear, and the intention is to
promote the interests of the child, But the basic point is about the mothers. I
would categorise mothers in our country into two categories, the middle-class
mothers and the BPL mothers, those belonging to families living Below the
Poverty Line. When we are talking about this Bill, we have to look at the condi-
tion of the BPL mothers. They do not have any food for feeding themselves.
They do not get nutritious food. How can we provide nutritious food to
mothers? Of course, this Ministry is not responsible for that. The entire society
and the economic condition of the country are responsible for that. Anyway,
whatever is the situation at present, this Bill has been introduced to improve the
situation, and regulate the production, supply and distribution of infant milk
substitutes, feeding bottles and infant foods. So. I welcome this Bill.

Madam, I want to suggest one thing. Many of the women Members
who spoke before me may not agree with me. But I want to sincerely suggest that
we should educate the educated mothers. Why? Look at the women living in the
urban areas, and the women belonging to economically upper-class families in
the villages; they do not want to breastfeed their children. If, at all, they do feed
their children, they do it only for a couple of months, because they have the
impression that they will lose their health, or, their beauty— I am afraid to say it,
but I have no option either. Every woman brings up her child in this way. But for
that we have to contain these substitutes being sold by multinationals. This is
very important. Look at the advertisements; how beautiful ads they give, claim-
ing that their products, or milk substitutes provide more nutrition than a mother's
milk! I would like to tell'you one thing. That is about the immunisation capabili-
ties of a mother's milk. My mother is uneducated. She is a villager. I drank my
mother's milk for three years or more. I got immunised in the real way, when I
was a kid. Nowadays. I don't think any mother breastfeeds her child for more
than a year, or even six months. Madam, a movement is required in the society.
Merely by passing such a Bill, I don't think we will be able to remove this type of
a misconception. Therefore, it is a good piece of legislation. I request the
Ministry that a special branch should be opened in the Ministry to launch
awareness campaigns for mothers to educate them that it is their
responsibility to breastfeed their children. Also, it is the responsibility of the
society to see to it that the BPL mothers are provided with the required
nutritious food.
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The other point is about the working mothers. I am not suggesting that the
maternity leave period should be increased. I am not supporting that. An alternative
should be made available so as to enable the working mothers to feed their children,
at least, up to six months.

With these words, I welcome this Bill.

they can take care of their children. Your desire that more women should breastfeed
their children will be successful only if you give tliis facility to women. This is
very important. In the overall discussion, we make big speeches, but if we don't
look at the problems of working women, these problems are not going to be
solved. There are no creches even in the precincts of the Parliament House
where a large number of women are working. They must be finding it very
difficult. I tried to do it, but I was unable to find a place to start a creche for
working women here. So, I would like you to take up this issue.
