Unfortunately, two years have
passed and no action has been taken on those exposures. | do, believe,
Madam, that all of us, as non'ble Members of this House, and as responsible
Members of political parties must be concerned, in the manner in which public
funds are sought to be misused for private and political purposes. And, in this
context, | would like to refer to the statement, and | would not like to add
anything because | will quote the statement that we have, all of us, heard on
videotape. And | quote this. The statement, in fact, the videotape and the CD
were given to the hon. Speaker of the Legislative Assemoly. Ana, this is what
the tape stated, and | quote: "Every MLA gets Rs.75 lakhs as Constituency
Fund. For MPs, the figure is Rs.2 crores. So, if you make five lakhs out of this
Development Fund, do not keep everything for yourself. Use Rs.4 lakhs for
your Constituency and give at least a lakh to the Party. The same stands for
MPs also. After all, the BSP has made you an MLA or an MP. You should give
something back to the Party. Am | saying anything wrong? No." This,
unfortunately, was the statement maae by the Chief Executive of the State of
Uttar Pradesh. And, now, the explanation given is that this particular tape is,
doctored; it has been edited; and, it has been quoted out of context. Madam,
when the issue was raised in this House, we had a Short
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Discussion on it. It was also raised in the Lok Sabha. Then, the hon. Home
Minister stated on record that the issue relating to the tape should not be
discussed in the Parliament. It may be discussed in the Legislative Assembly
of UP. | want to make this clear as to why it is necessary to discuss this issue
in Parliament, and the reason is legal. This discussion cannot be confined to
the State Assembly, because the funds, in question, concern budgetary
appropriations of Parliament.

SHRI SANGH PRIYA GAUTAM (Uttaranchal) : Madam, as a Member
of this House, | have to raise an objection.

Their
lavish tax-free lifestyles paid for by the Government and such sordid scams
are not likely to change. Earlier, their counterparts may have embezzled funds
and spent it extravagantly, once away from the public eye. Today's politicians -
Madam, please mark this -do not feel obliged to do that. Many questions may
be raised about his sudden rise in financial fortune, but taking all that in his
stride is part of his fQCte." This is the perception of the public about the
politicians in India.

SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA : Sir, thank you, very much, for
providing me this opportunity. The discussion is on the alleged misuse of
MPLADS money arising out of the recent disclosures in the form of videotapes.
Sir, | fully agree with Shri Shankar Roy Choudhary, my senior colleague, and |
must confess that | am altogether new as a legislator; | have not even
completed three years in the Parliament. When | joined the Parliament as a
beginner, | was asked by some ex-MP - | will tell you some story - how much |
have spent for becoming an MP. | was really wondering as to what could be
the answerl In West Bengal, this is not the culture. So, | started wondering for
some time. When he insisted, 'why don't you say how much you had spent’, |
had to say that | spent hardly Rs.5. Then, he said, how did you come? | told
him that | carried a packet of cigarette, since | am a smoker, and some of the
MLAs, my friends, were given perhaps one or two cigarettes. Then, he said to
me - a very senior ex-MP from some other State - 'you are quite free. You do
not, at all, require recovering any amount as many others do'. You need not
earn anything from the amount that you are handling. | was really wondering; |
did not believe it. | thought that he must be making a mockery. Thereafter, |
heard from so many people that in a particular State or States - | am not going
to name the States - misappropriation of fund, even for the MPLADS is very
common. | did not believe it, Sir. | must say that | was not believing this. But
after this exposure in a particular State, where these sorts of allegations are
very common, | am in pain to believe that there must be some truth in this. | do
not know, what can be more deplorable than this. Sir, you are in the public life
for a long time; you are a very experienced person in public life and, | am sure,
you know it very well that the common people do not believe the politicians of
any hue now-a-days. They now doubt the politicians, and while doubting the
politicians, they also doubt the democratic set - up of this country. They doubt
the credibility of Parliament; credibility of different State Assemblies. By
this sort of
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allegation, no amount of counter - allegation from the other side of the House
will help to change the opinion about the ordinary politicians, particularly who
are in power, in whatever States they are. As | said, in my State, | can say
with pride that this is a solitary State, perhaps, about which no such
allegations are ever surfaced even though the Left Front Government is in
power for 26 years. Not a single allegation of corruption could be levelled
against any of the Ministers of the Left Front Government for long 26 years.
But, | am seriously pained to say that this is a very serious issue. | do not feel
that this issue can be confined only to the discussion of the MPLADS as
alleged in the videotape, or as it has come out in Uttar Pradesh. Sir, it is a
serious issue with wider ramifications. This is an issue that concerns the
probity in public life; this is an issue where the people have to be taken into
confidence. Unless we address this issue of corruption in public life, unless we
address this issue of serious allegation, no amount of counter allegation will
help to resolve this problem. But we must see to it that all of us unite together,
if not, ail my friends in the Treasury Benches, who are shouting so much, who
are interrupting the proceedings of this House. They should also remember
that unless they are also careful about the probity in public life and take all
possible care to put an end to these allegations of corrupt practices in public
life, the people will lose their confidence and their credibility will be more
doubted. It is not a question of throttling the voice of the Opposition. At the
same time, it is also a question of their own survival. | will say that, the Ethics
Committee reports are not adhered to. The Ethics Committee reports are not
sufficient to put an end to this problem. A political resolve is required, and | am
sure, Sir, that you can preside over that meeting. That political will is very
much required to say that there should be no indulgence to corruption at any
level, and zero corruption should be our motto. | am concluding, Sir. | know
that | do not have much time at my disposal, and it is already 6.15 P.M.
Unfortunately, as a younger person in the political life, | feel ashamed when |
come to know that different world reports, the UN Development Reports and
other reports say that India's position in the corruption map of the world is on
the top. It is, perhaps, the third or the fourth most corrupt country in the world.
| feel ashamed as a citizen of this country, as a person who is born and
brought up in this country to know about these things. So, ft is a very serious
issue, and it has many ramifications. So, | will urge upon you, Sir, that a
serious discussion should take place, whether it takes two days, three days or
four days, we must discuss this issue threadbare, find out the root causes of
corruption and weed out the elements of
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corruption from the public life. With these words, | conclude. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI R.S. GAVAI (Maharashtra) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, | will be very
brief. Sir, | personally feel that it is a matter of great concern, and rather, it is
very unfortunate that corruption is being linked with the MPLADS funds,
thereby, tarnishing the image of the Members of Parliament. Sir, | will proceed
within the framework of the subject matter, and will not go beyond that.

SHRI SATYABRATA MOOKHERJEE : Sir, the schemes are
implemented according to the established procedure of each State
Government. Now, the accounting procedure also applies. There is an audit
and the CAG also audits the accounts of the MPLADS. Apart from that, so far
as the irregularities are concerned, when a complaint is made with regard to
an irregularity, we write to the State Government, the Nodal Ministry, as well
as the District Magistrate to enquire into the matter. If we do not get any reply,
then we write to the Chief Secretary. And, if we do not get reply from there
also, then we write to the Chief Minister to have it examined. In the past, we
have done that. | can tell you about one particular incident where the MPLADS
committee had recommended an enquiry by the CVC. They wrote that they do
not have the jurisdiction over the State Government officials. So, they
requested the State Government to enquire into the matter. The CBI also
expressed the same difficulty that their jurisdiction does not extend to the
State unless the State Government agrees.

Now, in those circumstances, so far as we are concerned, this
Ministry is concerned, we cannot directly enquire into the matter. We have to
rely upon the State Government. In a federal system, this might be one
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of the loopholes, but we have to do with it.  Here we must rely upon the State
Government. They are the implementing agency.

As of now, as Mr. Ahluwalia was also saying, | should mention the example
of the complaints received. There was one complaint against a Member of
Parliament for having utilised the funds for building a structure in his constituency,
which belonged to the party. That was enquired into. We wrote to the District
Magistrate and immediately the money was refunded. No further action was
required to be taken because the money was refunded.

There are two other examples; one in Andhra Pradesh and the other
In West Bengal, where the Members of Parliament complained that - it was also
published in the newspapers - the party is dictating as to what should be done
with the MPLADS funds. So long as the schemes are concerned, if they
adhere to the guidelines, we cannot enquire into the matter. But, so far as
these particular complaints of the MPs are concerned, we cannot look into the
matter unless there is a complaint lodged with us.

So, | was submitting, that the position as of today is that the
percentage of utilisation of funds has gone up. In the year 1998, this figure was
54 per cent. In the year 1999, this figure was 63 per cent. Subsequently, in the
year 2000, it went to 64 per cent and in the year 2001, it reached 65 per cent.
This figure went upto 74 per cent in the year 2002 and 78.7 per cent in the year
2003. This is the utilisation of the MPLADS funds.

Now, Sir, as | said, if there is a specific charge levelled against a
particular MP, it can be enquired into. We all know that the tape recording is
not evidence by itself. It has to be corroborated. The newspaper publications
are not evidence by themselves; it has to be corroborated. Merely because
something has been said or has been shown in the videotapes; it does not
mean that there is proof of the incident. Unless and until, there is a particular
complaint or there is an evidence to show that this has happened, there is no
question of inquiring into the matter. So far as this particular Ministry is
concerned, as | have said, we must proceed on the basis of faith and
confidence. We cannot say that all the MPs are doing this thing and that they
are misappropriating funds. There is no evidence also. We proceed on the
assumption that they are honest and |
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have no doubt in my mind that they are honest and the MPs are doing their
work properly. As and when a particular complaint comes, that can be
inquired into. But as of now, there has been no such complaint.

As | was submitting, Sir, so far as the MPLADS is concerned, a lot of
work has been done not only in Uttar Pradesh but also in other States. Even
in my State a lot of work has been done. There is no question of stopping it
now.

Lastly, | am grateful to the hon. Members for giving these valuable
suggestions. Certainly, we will look into the matter. But as | said earlier, we
are not discussing here the question of corruption in the country. It is not skin-
deep. It may be going into our marrows. But that is not the subject-matter of
discussion today. The subject-matter of discussion today is whether on the
basis of this tape-record with regard to the MPLADS it can be said that there
is misappropriation of funds by the MPs. | respectfully submit that that is not
evidence enough. But certainly it may be inquired into provided a proper
complaint comes to the Ministry. Thank you.
