2002-2003. These proposals were considered and one proposal for setting up of a JSS 

at Kamrup District by Gyan Vigyan Samiti, Guwahati was approved. 

(c) Total Literacy Campaigns have been sanctioned in 22 districts and Post Literacy 

Programmes in 12 districts of Assam for which Central Govt Share of Rs.2155.32 lakhs 

was released. A Statement-I indicating district-wise release of grants for TLC/PLP is 

enclosed (See below). 

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) Annual Plans amounting to Rs. 150.399 crores were 

approved during 2002-03 for all the 23 districts of Assam out of which Rs. 110.00 

crores has been released as Central Govt. Share. A Statement-Il indicating the district-

wise amount approved by Govt of India under Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan during 2002-

2003 is enclosed (See below). 

The literacy rate in Assam has increased from 52.89 % in 1991 to 64.28% in 2001. A
