THE MINISTER FOR COMMUNICATIONS AND INFORMATION
TECHNOLOGY (SHRI ARUN SHOURIE): (a) No, Sir. The tariff for fixed
telephones announced by TRAI vide 24th Amendment to TTQ, 1999 dated
24th January, 2003 is the resuit of its tariff rebalancing excercise. The
tariff specified in the order is in the form of standard tariff package. The
service providers are at liberty to offer Alternative Tariff Packages
depending upon their cost and usage pattern of subscribers. The 24th
Amendment has not proposed any increase in tariff of basic telephony
with reference to mobile phones.

(b) No, Sir. As per the TRAI Act, TRAI has the exclusive jurisdiction
tor tixing standard tariffs and there is no proposal with them to review the
tariff at this stage.

But, at the same time, | think,
two other documents are also very relevant for replying to this question.
The first one is, the National Telecom Policy, 1999. It lays down increasing
the teledensity as one of the primary objectives of the National Telecom
Policy. Now, the teledensity has an inverse function of a ratio of a minimum
access fee to per capita GDP. Sir, ¢clearly, this TRAI Order will result in a
situation where the minimum access fee will go up and therefore, the
inverse ratio of the minimum access fee 1o per capita will go up. So,
therefore, the teledensity will be adversely affected. Article 16 of the
TRAL Act, to which you have made a reference, clearly gives a right to the
Government to issue directions to the TRAI in the public interest, Now, it
is contrary to the objectives of the National Policy. Therefore, will the
Government issue a direction to the TRAI to the effect that this rebalancing
will have an adverse effect on the teledensity?

SHRI ARUN SHOURIE: Sir, Section 16 does not say that. It is
regarding the procedure and powers of Appellate Tribunal. {Interruptions)
Rather, section 25 deals with powers of the Central Government to issue
directions. The Parliament had said that the Central Government could,
from time to time, issue such directions, as it might think necessary, to
the Authority in the interest of the sovereignty and integrity of India, security
of the State, friendly relations with foreign States, public order, decency
or morality.
